NEW HORIZONS AND PERSPECTIVES FOR GDIP

Servicing Foreign Missions» (GDIP), which passed under the au-

thority of the State Administration of Affairs was reorganized in-
to the state-owned enterprise, which significantly increased its status
and expanded activities in providing services and ensuring appropri-
ate conditions of stay for the diplomatic missions of foreign countries
and international organizations in Ukraine. It was considered that the
diplomatic presence of foreign states outside the capital significantly
increased. Consulates General and international agencies are function-
ing now in many cities of Ukraine, for example, in regional centers,
such as Lviv, Odessa, Uzhgorod, Simferopol and others, which called
for GDIP to provide there appropriate conditions for their activities.
As the Director-General of the State Enterprise «Directorate General
for Servicing Foreign Missions» at the invitation of the President of
the «Korean Foundation» Mr. Yu Hyunk-Seok and the Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine to the Republic of
Korea Mr. Marmazov V.Ye. I made a working visit to the Republic
of Korea, where a number of important business meetings were held
with the Ambassador of Ukraine to Korea, the Chairman of the Korea
National Diplomatic Academy Dr. Lee Byuung-Souq, the President
of the Yunhnam University Dr. Yu Kyung Seok and the President of
the «Korean Foundation» Mr. Yu Hyunk-Seok. GDIP activities at-
tracted interest of our South Korean counterparts, Diplomatic Corps
Administration and politicians. The meeting was also attended by
diplomats from other countries that have representation in Ukraine.
The program of the stay also included our visit to the multifunction-
al administrative city of Sedzhong (the city of future), which will
soon become the residence of the central government of the Republic
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of Korea. We also visited the School of Public Policy, the Korea
Development Institute Administration and the Yunhnam University,
where the political initiative «Movement Semaul» («New village»
movement) was presented.

During the celebration of the Independence Day of Ukraine
GDIP with the support of the NGO «Capital Initiative» made
presentation of its new status, which provided familiarization of
representatives of the diplomatic corps and international organiza-
tions as well as Ukrainian community with the future plans and
directions of the work. We invited Ambassadors Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary accredited in Ukraine, the international organiza-
tions, diplomats, government agencies, members of the Parliament
and the Kyiv City Council, NGOs, members of the Academy of
Sciences, art and culture figures, mass media representatives to
a beautiful private manor.
