UKRAINE’S COOPERATION WITH THE UNITED KINGDOM
OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND

and the United Kingdom became possible only after our

country has gained independence. December 30, 1991 the
official London recognized the independence of Ukraine and in
January 1992 the two countries established diplomatic relations.

It is worth bearing in mind that the ties between Kyiv and
Britain go back thousand years. The first mentioning of Kievan Rus
in the Anglo-Saxon sources is dated the tenth century. Nestor the
Chronicler wrote about the «the English land» and the major events
in the distant Albion in his «Primary Chronicle», a historiography
and literary monument of that time. According to the so-called
«marriage diplomacy» in about 1070 the Kievan Prince Vladimir
Monomakh married Gytha, the daughter of Harold Godwinsson,
the last Anglo—Saxon king of Englan, who later became the Grand
Duchess of Kyiv.

In the Late Middle Ages, the intensity of interest that the
British diplomats had for Ukraine grew considerably. According to
some evidence during the national liberation war Oliver Cromwell
personally tried to establish diplomatic contact with Ukraine and
the Cossacks in particular, looking for allies in the struggle against
a common enemy: the powerful Catholic countries of Europe.

Extraordinary contribution to the industrialization of the
Donetsk region in XIX century was made by an outstanding Welsh
mining engineer and industrialist John Hughes. One of Donbas
worker towns of that era was named in his honor Uzivka (now
Donetsk), which is now one of the largest industrial and economic
centers of Ukraine.

Establishing full bilateral relations between modern Ukraine

At the end of the nineteenth century, the British capital heavily
invested in the oil industry of Ukrainian Carpathians. During this
period the UK received from Ukraine such exports as corn, sugar,
livestock and iron ore.

This small excursion into history gives reason to believe
that Ukraine’s relations with the United Kingdom are devoid
of any territorial and geopolitical conflicts, misunderstandings
and national historical conflicts. This fact greatly facilitates
multifaceted bilateral relations between our countries since the date
Ukraine has gained its independence. In this context, the words
of the first British Ambassador to Ukraine Simon Hemans have a
symbolic meaning: «In the history of our both countries, there is
no page that would cast a shadow on their former relationships. We
are speaking, therefore, not only about preserving this tradition but
about expanding it, filling it with new and good deeds».
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Unfortunately, the detailed overview of bilateral Ukrainian-British
cooperation — that is of rich and multi-dimensional nature — cannot
be fit in a short volume of a single article. Therefore let me outline
the most important directions of Ukrainian-British cooperation of
recent times.

The absolute priority in this area was the work with the
British partners to advance the process of strategically important
Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU.

In this regard, it is important to remember the special role of
Great Britain in the European Union and the position of the British
coalition government that has officially declared its intention «to
reconsider the British participation in the EU». The need for a new
approach has emerged because the United Kingdom perceives the
EU increasing centralization and enhanced political and regulatory
role of Brussels as a threat to its national interests. As a result,
in January 2013 the principal message in the renowned «European
speech» made by the Prime Minister David Cameron was to call
for a referendum where the British would say «yes» or «no» to
further stay of the United Kingdom in the EU. This position was
confirmed in October 2013 during the annual party conference of
the Conservative Party in Manchester.

The clear cut line of the British Government in the European
foreign policy can also be traced in other statements of the Tory party
representatives. In particular, September 30, 2013 Her Majesty’s
Principal Secretary of State for Foreign and Commonwealth Affairs
William Hague said that the official London does not accept the
doctrine of ever-closer Union in Europe, which is laid as the basis
in fundamental EU treaties will never become a part of the new
European <«superpowers.

However, despite the said rhetoric the United Kingdom remains
one of the most consistent supporters of the European Union
enlargement, including Ukraine’s full membership in the EU
subject to compliance with all necessary criteria. Recently, this
support was more often than not reiterated during the Ukrainian-
British high-level meetings.

Specifically, May 13, 2013 the Ukrainian Foreign Minister
Leonid Kozhara paid a visit to London to discuss with his
counterpart topics pertaining to signing the Association Agreement
with the European Union in Vilnius as well as issues related to the
Ukraine’s chairmanship of the OSCE.
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In addition, on September 17—18, the British Minister of State
for Europe at the Foreign & Commonwealth Office paid an official
visit to Ukraine. During the meetings in Kyiv British the diplomat,
among other things, was thoroughly informed of the progress
made in implementing the reforms necessary for the Association
Agreement between Ukraine and the EU.

As the head of the Ukrainian diplomatic mission in the United
Kingdom I am pleased to note that over the past few years the
bilateral trade and economic cooperation between Ukraine and the
United Kingdom was kept at high level and developed in many
directions. In particular, by the end of 2012 the volume of bilateral
trade for the first time — despite the economic crisis in both
countries — exceeded $3 billion. This made the UK the fourth
largest trade partner of Ukraine among the countries of Europe.

In the current year the positive trends in trade with Great
Britain remain. In the first half of 2013 the volume of bilateral
trade in goods and services increased compared to the corresponding
period of 2012 by 23% and amounted to $1.8 billion.

Exports from Ukraine to the UK rose by 17% and imports of
goods and services to Ukraine increased by 26%.

By the scope of investments in the Ukrainian economy the
United Kingdom continues to be in the top ten of biggest foreign
investors. At the end of the first half of 2013 the United Kingdom,
in terms of investments, which came to the economy of Ukraine
from 138 countries, ranked the 6.

The total investments from this country amounted to $2.7
billion (4.9% of the total; or 4.6% as of 01.01.2013). Since early
2013, the investment from the UK into Ukraine’s economy grew
by $153 million.

Major investment from the UK were made to the following
sectors of the national economy: real estate (21%), wholesale
and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles (18%),
finances and insurance (16%), industry (16%), transportation,
storage facilities, postal and courier services (10%).

However, the structure of British investments shows that the
level of available capacity is used insufficiently. More than half of
the investments are in the non-manufacturing sector (trade, real
estate, etc.). As it is the manufacturing sector of Ukraine accounts
for only 16% of the total UK investments.
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Therefore, we pay special attention to the British companies that
have long-term investment program in the Ukraine’s manufacturing
sector. Ukraine welcomes the UK companies willing to increase
investments in modernization of its production facilities, energy saving
technologies and measures aimed at improving the environmental
situation in the country as well as social program funds.

I am confident that in 2014 we will see the growth in the
British businesses’ interest for the investment projects in Ukraine.
We can already say that the main economic sectors that are most
interesting to the British investors are energy, agriculture, real
estate and trade.

One of most illustrative examples showing the bright prospects
of investment cooperation was the Production Sharing Agreement
concluded between Ukraine and the Anglo-Dutch concern Shell for
production of unconventional gas in the Yuzovskiy field. According
to our expectations, this agreement will allow Ukraine to attract
in future about $10 billion of foreign investment.

The Ukrainian Embassy actively promotes cooperation between
Ukraine and the London-based European Bank for Reconstruction
and Development (EBRD), the largest financial investor in our
country. To date, the EBRD has 293 projects running in Ukraine
with the total budget of about 15.5 billion Euros. In 2012, the
portfolio of private sector projects amounted to 66%. In 2012
and 2013 27 new projects were launched in the following sectors:
agribusiness (10); energy (4); natural resources (2); transport (2);
production and services (3); real estate (2); energy (1); financial
services (1) municipal and environmental infrastructure (2). 87%
of the projects started in Ukraine in 2012 and 2013 were private.

In the context of bilateral relations the military cooperation
takes a special place. In 2011, the Deputy Minister of Defence and
Commander of the Air Force of Ukraine paid an official visit to
the UK. In 2012, the Commander of the Land Forces of Ukraine
also visited the United Kingdom. At the end of 2013 the official
visit of the Commander of the Naval Forces of Ukraine to the UK
is planned.

The countries actively cooperate in the field of military education
and training. On the annual basis, dozens of the Ukrainian officers
participate in the command and language training courses at higher
military educational institutions.
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The UK and Ukraine participate in joint bilateral and
multilateral exercises. In 2013, the military took part in exercise
«Rapid Trident 2013» in Ukraine.

Promising areas of cooperation between the Armed Forces
of Ukraine and the UK Ministry of Defence is the training of
Ukrainian officers in the UK schools, participation in joint military
exercises as well as multinational peacekeeping operations, military
and technical cooperation, particularly in the NATO Response
Force, the EU multinational task forces and in the EU NAVFOR
Atalanta naval operation against piracy.

It is worth to mention the cultural dimension of humanitarian
cooperation between Ukraine and the United Kingdom. Today we
can affirm that the perception of Ukraine in Britain surely changes
for better. Euro—2012 when Ukraine and England football teams were
playing in the same group and successful participation of athletes at
the London Olympic and Paralympic Games played a major role in
promoting the Ukraine’s image as a modern European state.

In 2013, the major event in this area was the successful
implementation of the joint Ukrainian-British project <«Retro
Aircraft Fan Club <«Air Squadron» under which a delegation of
influential politicians and businessmen of Great Britain, headed by
member of the British royal family Prince Michael of Kent visited
Ukraine. During the visit, a series of important meetings and a
number of joint Ukrainian-British events took place: exhibitions,
historical tours, joint flights and an air show. Apart from these
events, July 6, the British pilots took part in the Sevastopol
historical show to commemorate the 150% anniversary of the
Crimean War.

Another ambitious project was the cultural festival «Days of
Ukraine in the United Kingdom» held in London on October 17-19,
2013. These activities became possible mostly due to private financing.
They help revealing Ukraine a new way, as a country with great
potential and rich history.
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
