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system is influenced by the two independent although interre-

lated tendencies. The first is aimed at strengthening structural
homogeneity of the international system, the second — to increase
its functional heterogeneity. At that, the first tendency is more as-
sociated with international environment globalization, while the sec-
ond — with regionalization of international relations. The factor ac-
tivating mixture of manifold components in the world space is com-
mon for both tendencies. Since changes at the global scale are the
result of globalization and regionalization, the latter are defined as
megatrends of the world process. Globalization expansion to almost
all areas of social activity — economic, technological, informational,
social and cultural, etc. serves as a catalyst for structural transfor-
mations in different countries and regions.

Globalization processes that swept its multidimensional impact on
major regions and other building blocks of the international system,
give reason to consider them a driving force of the world development.
The most effective was globalization impact at the regional level, nota-
bly in those regions where integration processes paved the way to its
institutionalization and functional growth. Culmination of this pro-
cess was creation in 1989 of the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation
(APEC) forum uniting 21 regional economies. Today the share of
APEC member-countries accounts for about 60 percent of the global
GDP and 50 percent of the world trade volume; the Asia-Pacific re-
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gion accounts for almost 70 percent of the world economic growth.
Therefore the Asia-Pacific Region (APR) at the turn of the XX-XXI
century became an indicator of global and regional transformations,
whose contradictory nature and ambiguous results worth serious re-
evaluation from the standpoints of modern political science.

If a broad approach is applied to identify the region, then 44
sub-regional groupings are functioning in the APR, including 28
ones between the APEC individual member-states. Formation of
about three dozen new associations is negotiated. In the majority of
cases they are bilateral free trade areas, the most famous of which
include: NAFTA in North America and ASEAN in Southeast Asia,
FTA between Australia and New Zealand (CER) and the Pacific
Islands Forum in the South Pacific. The future of Asia-Pacific eco-
nomic integration and the region’s place in global integration largely
depend on the objectives of Bogor Declaration adopted in 1994 at
the APEC informal summit. Major goals of Declaration are gradual
creation of the world’s largest free trade area in goods, services and
investment capital. In this case developed countries had to complete
trade and economic liberalization by 2010, neoindustrial countries
(NICs) — by 2015 and developing countries — by 2020. However,
achieving the targeted objectives takes place with certain deviation
from the intended schedule due to a number of reasons. Moreover,
participants to the so-called «Pacific community» with the APEC
forum as a prototype have significant controversies in interpreting
the Bogor goals.

In this context we note that at present integration has covered
mainly two sub-regions — Southeast Asia and South Pacific (FTA
between Australia and New Zealand). The formed groupings are
characterized by integration in the trade area; they contribute to re-
gional and global liberalization and are an important tool to form
the region-wide free trade area. The main outcome of sub-regional
economic integration is associated with the increase of investment
attractiveness for foreign investments through creation of a common
and larger market with free mobility of one (ASEAN) or several
(SER) factors.

Considering integrational cooperation of Asia-Pacific countries
based largely on the economic component, we state that efficiency
of economic groupings is explained not only by economic but also by
political factors. Interdependence of these factors complicates estab-
lishing the policy or the economy priorities in integration processes,
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while the genesis and development of the latter largely depend on
the historical and socio-cultural context in which individual coun-
tries and regions stay.

For better insight into integration processes in Asia Pacific it is
expedient to briefly review scientific literature on the issues of inte-
gration cooperation in the region. Benefits and drawbacks of regional
economic integration are in the core of scientific discourse. We can
conventionally emphasize two basic directions for searching replies
to these questions. The initial criterion of the first is success of mul-
tilateral (global) trade liberalization, in relation to which regional-
ism is considered. Accordingly, a task set forth by the researchers is
to find out whether regional economic organizations assist or hinder
multilateral liberalization of foreign economic relations and trade
within the WTO.

The second direction of research efforts is built on the impor-
tance of regional integration not for the global trading system but
for the economy of the member-countries to Asia-Pacific integration.
In this case, it seems more practical and justified because we can
assume with high probability that the states forming regional group-
ings do not pursue the overall well-being goals but first and foremost
the national and collective /regional interests. The essence of the
main question is — whether participation in the economic grouping
is beneficial for member-countries and what advantages and losses
may be. As a rule, an alternative to regional integration is direct in-
tegration into the world economy through the multilateral process,
i.e. rejection of discriminatory liberalization. Hence, comparisons are
possible between two different scenarios — real and hypothetical
and assessment of differences and advantages of both.

In this context it is important to understand the mechanisms of
regional integration as well as reliable information on its content
and results. Analytical material and concrete facts are valuable not
only for the researchers of integrational processes, but also for the
developers of foreign economic policies of each individual partici-
pating country. Politological approach to study regional integration
aimed at clarifying its nature makes possible to control integrational
processes more effectively and channel them into proper direction.
Expediency of this approach is of significant value for Ukraine to
consistently implement a range of its interests in the Asia-Pacific re-
gion especially in trade and economic area.
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Politological study of Pacific integration systemic problems re-
quires the appropriate methodological framework. This paper ana-
lyzes the processes of integration policy development and implemen-
tation in the APR on two levels: conceptual-theoretical and em-
pirical. Such approach makes possible to identify long-term trends
in the integration policy development and project its evolution.
Simultaneously this approach serves as an analytic matrix to study
conceptual — theoretical principles of Pacific regionalism in order
to determine its nature and specificity.

Applying analysis and synthesis methods makes possible to in-
vestigate political phenomena and economic processes in the Asia-
Pacific region through their division into separate elements to study
functional relationships and dynamics of development.

Systematic and problematic-historical approaches are the basis for
holistic analysis of integration processes in Asia Pacific as the pat-
terns and integration policies of its major entities.

Most notably that application of interdisciplinary approach pro-
motes the context expansion and justification of theoretical and poli-
tological conclusions. Ye. Kaminskyi, famous Ukrainian scholar and
expert in international relations, wrote: «...Additional knowledge of
a political analyst (say, in sociology or economics) helps him to in-
vestigate the situation in all its nuances and details. However, all
these are support means and methods of political science research.
To respect and utilize contribution by the representatives of the other
social science sectors rather than to substitute his associates working
there is important for a political analyst» [1, p. 120—121].

The content of politological understanding of international rela-
tions is equated with the body of principles for theoretical study of
regional interaction objects, which act as complex developing sys-
tems. Under this approach, any social phenomenon is considered as a
totality in the entirety of its all functional relations. Thus, integra-
tional activity within the APR is a system of international coopera-
tion whose building blocks interact both with each other and with
the environment in specific historical conditions.

In the aggregate this approach allows connecting multidirection-
al tendencies into the overall picture of integrational processes trans-
formation in the APR during its historical existence. Describing the
essence of this approach in the context of the world-system analysis,
the eminent American sociologist and economist I. Wallerstein stat-
ed: «Social reality is not limited by the numerous national states,
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but is something bigger — what we call the world-system. The
world-system contains numerous institutions — states and interstate
entities, industrial companies, households, classes, various groups
and associations — and these institutions form the foundation that
enables the system functioning. At the same time conflicts and con-
tradictions pervade the system» [2, p. 44—45].

In other words, any sphere of public life including internation-
al relations should be considered as part of a holistic, sophisticated
and self-regulating entity constantly interacting with the environ-
ment through «inputs» and <«outputs» of the system itself. Therefore
a comprehensive study of the APR integration activity envisages tak-
ing into consideration various integrating aspects between the par-
ties as well as the impact factors of external and internal environ-
ment and global-historical context of the issue.

Interdependence of political and economic processes governing
Pacific integration requires using the factor analysis. It makes pos-
sible to study conditions and driving forces that determine the di-
rections of contemporary international-political transformation in
the Asia-Pacific region, make generalizations about key institutions
functioning in the region and explore qualitative parameters of the
factors in their development and interdependence dynamics. It also
enables assessing integration processes in the region from the histori-
cal retrospective as well as from the prognostic analysis perspective.

Synergetic and regulatory methods play an important role in ex-
amining the APR systemic problems. They allow simulating self-or-
ganization mechanisms in the integration architecture of Asia-Pacific
space. The synergetic method helps to determine the degree of the
APR hierarchy, establish evolution and self-organizational stages of
the Asia-Pacific regional system. It is obvious that the regional in-
ternational system within the APR geographic frames interacts with
the higher order systems, determining its genesis, evolution stages
and transition into another state. When combined with the simula-
tion method its bifurcation momenta can be determined, which re-
sult in the change of linear course of historical and political events
into non-linear. As to the regulatory method, its use is necessary
to explore the legal and contractual framework of regional coopera-
tion in the Asia-Pacific integration subjects and to analyze statutory
documents of the member-countries to ASEAN and APEC integra-
tion groupings.
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In general, most researchers proceed from recognizing the multi-
polarity principle in international relations, i.e. the «Balance of pow-
ers» system, which is characterized by interaction between several
centers of the world politics. Such approach enables a consistent and
system-based study of integration cooperation development within
APEC through the prism of the APR key problems resolving.

Given the political diversity and differences in the level of the
APR economic development, the «Balance of powers» provides a
relative political stability. However, this does not preclude competi-
tion between separate parties to regional cooperation. Competition
is manifested not only in the military-political activity, but is also
supported by the actions in the economic area, for example, within
the boundaries of APEC operation.

However, globalization processes and the increased interdepen-
dence of national economies have a significant impact on the meth-
ods and means of political and economic influence. Emergence of
global challenges such as terrorism, transnational crimes, prolifera-
tion of mass destruction weapons, risk of epidemics and next genera-
tion infectious diseases, financial and other crises make difficult for
the countries in the region to pursue a line excluding the interests
of its allies or partners. Therefore, the modern world clearly faces
the task of seeking the ways to prosperity through establishing com-
mon actions that contribute to overcoming the challenges and risks.

In the post-bipolar world and assertion of the multipolarity idea
in the international relations the multi-vector nature of political and
economic processes increases. At that effect of some vectors decreas-
es, the others transfer into an active phase. For instance, after de-
mise of the USSR political and economic influence of China has con-
siderably increased in the APR and, conversely, the US and Japan
role has somewhat weakened. At the same time, the ASEAN coun-
tries using competition of regional leaders successfully build their re-
lations with major powers through a system of dialogue partnership.
This system enables them to pursue a flexible and balanced course
aimed at non-bolstering one of the geopolitical influence vectors.

American scientists listed below studied the regularities of genesis
and the development of the global integration process in the political,
economic and social context. The theory of stages by W. Rostow —
the world integration is understood as a law of development of modern
socio-economic formation. The concept of political realism by Hans
Morgenthau — integration as a military-political alliance. The «mod-
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ernist> theory by D. Bobrow — integration as both a functional and
space-resource process. Communication theory by Karl Deutsch — in-
tegration is a «common historical process of general nature». Systems
theory by M. Kaplan and R. Rosecrance — integration is understood
as a multiobjective category, an organic system containing of a vari-
ety of levels and momenta. A theory of industrial and post-industrial
society by John Galbraith and Daniel Bell — total integration is a
consequence of economic development based on the changes caused by
the scientific and technological progress achievements. Futurological
theory by G. Kahn — integration is a progressive process resulting in
the development of economic systems.

Modernist understanding of the state-building, which coincid-
ed with the process of the «nation states» separation in the West
Europe, became the source of integration as an ideological and social
construct. A socio-political interpretation of integration appeared as
a project to create a «nation state» for the purposes of social mod-
ernization. It was envisaged that as a result of central government,
shaping of the internal market, uniform legal space and common eco-
nomic policy the local cultural chasms will disappear giving the way
to overall socio-cultural space. Notably, that Max Weber and Emile
Durkheim, classics of the XX century European sociology, similar-
ly developed the integration concept. They were the first to address
the development and improvement of fundamental notions in the in-
tegration aspects such as social, economic and political integration.

English scientist J. Wiener was the first theorist of interstate in-
tegration of the classical (linear-stadial) direction. Later, F. Hehrels
enriched his developments with new constructs. Theorists of this
school had a limited empirical base: the EEC had not yet gone
through all the stages and was too far from the political union.
Therefore this group of authors applied a logical-intuitive method
and an analog approach as the key analysis method. They took the
US and Germany examples as a historical foothold to create a po-
litical union pattern (the last integration phase). Despite method-
ological limitations, applying a stadial scheme may result today in
interesting generalizations and unexpected historical parallels. For
example, in spite of the wide-spread belief, euro is not the only ex-
ample of collective currency and intense financial integration. There
exist at least two sample analogs: the franc zone including several
countries in the Western and Central Africa, as well as a system of
«swap» agreements in Southeast Asia per ASEAN+3 formula.
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In the methodological context of studying the Asia-Pacific inte-
gration pattern phenomenon it should be noted that actually meth-
odological significance of classical integration paradigms, in all their
significance, is limited in view of the rapid growth of the regional
integration experience diversity within the past 20—25 years. While
more or less successfully working on the EU integration process
material, the classic concepts may serve at best only as «starting
points» in the analysis of modern integration versions in the East
Asia. The reason for substantive limitations of these concepts is their
almost total focusing on the analysis of the European regional mate-
rial and inertia of thinking by natural-scientific analogies.

Because of the circumstances confluence, the central of which
was «unity», and the unique nature of Western European integra-
tional community, the integration experience in Western Europe by
the end of the XX century stipulated comprehension of the interna-
tional integration at large. As a result, in the historically sufficiently
long segment of the world development a concrete experience of the
European Communities and later the European Union has become
synonymous with the integration phenomenon in general. Success of
integration processes in any region was «automatically» assessed in
the light of what and how the EU could or could not achieve in the
course of its historical evolution.

Another feature of integrational political discourse is multiplic-
ity and semantic mobility of terms, the major notions thereof in-
clude integration, regionalism and regionalization. In the 70—80’ies
in the foreign literature on the experience gained from the inter-
state rapprochement in Southeast Asia a kind of a «fear of linguis-
tic usage» appeared. By that time scientists on European studies
have monopolized the notion integration. To describe similar pro-
cesses in non-western habitats they began to look for the other ways
of verbal expression, in particular — regionalization and regional-
ism. Using these terms scientists on non-European studies protected
themselves from the criticism by scientists on European studies who
insisted that integration existed nowhere outside Western Europe
and the use of the word integration towards the other regions was
irrelevant. Regionalism and regionalization in the context of the so-
called «war of terms» embodied a temporary compromise reached
with domination of the theoretical heritage elaborated by the scien-
tists on European studies.
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At the turn of the XX-=XXI century a specialized literature con-
tained numerous individual and collective papers in which the lead-
ing international experts on integration, including the European one
[3, p. 357], actually rejected the idea of a «universal explanatory
value» of theories based on the EU experience [4, p. 116]. Quite a
large group of foreign scholars began to carefully design the con-
cepts aimed at interpreting the unique European experience in the
context of the other continents’ integration development [5, p. 470].

A large array of literature formed in the 90-ies on the basis of
these findings and hypotheses, observations and explanations re-
ceived a general title new regionalism approach (NRA). Based on
the analysis of the terms regionalism, regionalization and integra-
tion, they stated the essential proximity of these notions, emphasiz-
ing fundamental homogeneity of the processes described by them and
outlined possible comparative analysis of the interstate cooperation
experience in various parts of the world. From this perspective the
EU integration began to look as a separate manifestation of region-
alism. The Western experience, as the literature states, «has lost the
characteristics of the normative pattern and became a benchmark for
private efforts of some interstate groupings in the field of institution-
al construction» [6, p. 240—241].

The supporters of the new regionalism base their arguments on
two main groups of evidence. First, regionalism as a purely endog-
enous process finds its unique shape in every part of the world un-
der the influence of economic, socio-cultural, political and historical
features of a particular region [7, p. 459]. Secondly, the world of
the second half of the last century in which the Western European
integration originated is radically different from the modern world
where similar situations have not yet been reconstructed [5, p. 470].

Original works on Asian integration processes by the Swedish sci-
entists B. Hettne stand out from the rest in this research area [8, 9].
B. Hettne’s approach significantly reduces regulatory rigidity of inte-
gration criteria, which are usually postulated in the old European the-
ories. The well-known Russian expert on European integration O.V.
Butorina notes that if regional integration is assessed from the crite-
rial perspective of European integration, then «..NAFTA has help-
lessly stuck at the initial stage and ASEAN is just approaching it»
[10, p. 142].

Finally, within the new regionalism theories integration is clear-
ly divided de jure and de facto. De jure integration phenomenon,
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which refers to formalized cooperation, is obviously attributed main-
ly to the EU. Eastern Asia is mostly seen in terms of de facto inte-
gration [11, p. 41]. A more detailed introduction to the new region-
alism concept elucidates the essence of the differences between inte-
gration de facto and de jure. Integrating de facto, even if a grouping
is legally formalized, remains as such until consensus on the group-
ing geographical area is reached. The EU geographical area had
been formed long ago and its expansion phases were the measures
to expand influence of the Six countries on this geographic space.
Therefore, the question of Turkey’s accession the EU provoked so
many disputes and active public dissent. In addition, uncertainties
remain regarding Turkey’s belonging to the EU geographical area
and fear of the old EU member-states that Turkey’s entry would un-
dermine or even completely destroy it [12, p. 62—64].

East Asia has not yet made a final choice for this or that geo-
graphical space. Disputes on the Pacific and Continental (East
Asian) integration vector embodied respectively in the APEC and
ASEAN+3 format, whose members are hardly possible to keep with-
in one regional identity in principle, hinder institutional structuring
of this space [13, p. 7]. The announced project of the East Asian
Community (EAC) indicates formation of the geographical basis for
East Asian regionalism, but for the most part this process is reflect-
ed in plans and programs of the respective countries.

We can say that regionalization has become an important real
aspect of the modern international system, one of the most influen-
tial forces that characterize the further development of the economy
as a whole. It covers all areas of public life, including politics, social
area, culture, environment, security, etc. Regionalization in axiologi-
cal dimension has both positive and negative properties. Positive im-
pact is associated with the competitive effect in which it inevitably
results, as well as creating the global infrastructure. Negative impact
is associated with potential conflicts, which it constantly creates and
which could be avoided through the development of regional coop-
eration based on political agreements or creation of new institutions.
Detection of theoretical principles of the world economy regionaliza-
tion is a fundamental basis for further development of this science,
making possible to more deeply realize the formation processes of
regions and strategic alliances as an example of efficient regional co-
operation [14].
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Regional economic integration originated in the 80-ies stipulated
further transformation of the mechanisms and integrational levels as
well as diversification of the subjective pattern and variety of forms
of regional integration groupings. The main transformation factors
of the regional economic integration include: slowdown of the global
liberalization process within the WTO since 1980 (Uruguay Round
1986—1994 and Doha Round since 2001); neoliberal transformation
of foreign economic strategies in Latin American, East Asian and
post-socialist countries; increased competition in export markets be-
tween developed and developing countries.

As to the slowdown of the global liberalization process within
the WTO, the Uruguay Round, for which four years were allocat-
ed, was completed only in eight (1986—1994). Major problems of
Uruguay Round included: 1) contradictions between the US and the
EU on agricultural products trade liberalization; 2) liberalization of
service sector and protection of intellectual property rights; 3) im-
port tariff reduction on tropical products.

At the present stage further trade liberalization is negotiated un-
der the WTO Doha Round. However, this round started in 2001,
has not yet been completed. Basic differences exist between ad-
vanced and developing countries on agricultural trade liberalization,
removal of non-tariff barriers and tariff cut for industrial products,
use of protection mechanism by less developed countries, etc. Thus,
failure to reach an agreement within the WTO and ensure achieve-
ment of the countries’ economic interests through multilateral ne-
gotiations stimulates formation of the regional integration strategies
since the 90-ies [16].

The above-stated proves that together with globalization region-
alization is one of the major tendencies in contemporary interna-
tional processes wheeled in economically developed regions of the
world. This necessitates determining the driving forces and specifics
of Asia-Pacific integration, whose rapid development fell on the end
of the XX — beginning of the XXI century. In this connection most
typical is the opinion of Yuri Pakhomov, Academician of the NAS
of Ukraine, who believes that regionalization is a response to nega-
tive manifestations of globalization, an attempt to protect against
destructive consequences of the global financial crisis in 1997—1998.
Formation of international political and economic (non-geographic)
regions enables them to «close up» and remain self-sufficient in the
event of any upheavals in the outside world. In addition, the scien-
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tist claims that «regionalism is regarded as a means of maintaining
political control over globalization processes in the economic area,
which have diminished the impact level of the economic policy na-
tional tools», i.e. as an association of States in response to not al-
ways pleasant globalization challenges [15].

Regionalization is a unique version and both an alternative to
globalization greatly exacerbating contradictions of global develop-
ment. On the one hand, removal of barriers in movement of goods,
services, capital and labor within integrational groupings is a cata-
lyst for the international cooperation growth on a global scale. On
the other hand, positive effect of introducing such liberalization is
limited by common borders of the regional integrational groupings
and is accompanied by introducing the restrictive measures in rela-
tions with the countries-nonmembers of this regional integrational
grouping. Economic regionalization has become the leading trend
of the world development and thus ceased to be territorially lim-
ited in content and implications. Regionalization in a broad sense
is the process of redistributing power competences and transferring
administrative functions from the national to the regional level, the
emergence and development of new institutional forms that meet the
new role of regions in policy-making at the national and suprana-
tional levels.

On the one hand, the essence of regionalism is defined by the
strategy of regional elites directed to expand their political rights
and economic opportunities. On the other hand, it is the process of
independent construction of society, political and economic mobiliza-
tion of the regions. In general regionalism corresponds to stratifica-
tion of the international environment and aims at obtaining advan-
tages from the territorial division of modern societies.

Modern integration processes in Asia-Pacific are conditioned by
the shift of the global economy center to it as well as by the growth
for that matter of the regional powers political influence, especially
China. Instability in Asia-Pacific is also growing due to power com-
petition between the regional centers and emergence of new non-tra-
ditional challenges in the security area.

Therefore, the concept of Greater China is an integral part to
analyze conceptual and theoretical fundamentals of Pacific region-
alism. This is due to the fact that China makes a decisive influence
on political and economic processes in the region. Beijing positions
on regional policy are not the area of influence but rather the ar-
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ea of respect, as the neighboring states greatly respect aspirations
of China. Economic growth rates enabled some analysts to assume
in due course that China would eventually become a superpower.
However, such conclusions are premature as a result of a number of
circumstances: the conflict between the economic and political sys-
tems creates a series of contradictions; nobody is sure that China
will further continue augmenting its economic potential at the same
pace as now; total poverty persists despite economic growth.

Geopolitical plans of Beijing are confined to the Greater China
concept — expansion of its political and economic opportunities
through various entities and general diplomacy methods. However,
only a few large regional organizations function in the region:
APEC, ASEAN and the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO),
this being insufficient for the East Asian cooperation to be equal
to the western one. To this effect we note that ideological justifica-
tion of the Chinese great power statehood is based on the commu-
nist ideas with the elements of Confucian philosophy. This stipulates
a rigid hierarchy and makes China’s claims not only understandable
by the neighboring countries, which in general, agree to participate
as minor countries in the life of this imperial system, but by those
that have nothing common with Chinese identity. That is why the
countries of the region never contradict the Beijing’s policy, express-
ing either neutral or friendly assessments.

It should be noted that formation of this new geopolitical, eth-
no-cultural and economic community known as Greater China in the
90-ies prompted American political analysts and strategists to think
on the need of significant adjustments in the US policy on China,
Hong Kong and Taiwan in the whole as to the members of a uni-
form «Chinese community». We believe that this awareness helped
Washington (in the situation after the «Soviet threat» disappeared)
to develop a conceptual basis for the idea of China’s bias, which in
reality pursues the same objectives as the famous «deterrence theory».

Strengthening the global role of China and East Asia in general
as a result of financial crisis in 2008—2009 led to the growing influ-
ence of Asian factor on the regional and global political processes. In
the post-crisis period of 2010—-2012 China outrun Japan, the Asian
industrial giant, and officially became the largest regional economy
and the second world economy. Accordingly, the experts forecast
that China’s GDP over the next 20 years will exceed the US one.
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It is worth clarifying the essence of the thesis on the so-called
«China threat». It was Japan that initiated this thesis, which later
transformed into a concept. For several centuries Japan pursued the
expansionist policy towards China. Unlike Germany, Japan was un-
able to publicly apologize to the Chinese people and the Asian com-
munity for its aggressive and militarist policy. The topic of «apolo-
gizing» can hardly be understood by the Europeans or Americans
but it is important for Asian nations, particularly the former victims
of the Japanese aggression during World War II. After the war the
Chinese government refused voluntarily from military compensa-
tion assuming that it was the Japanese militarism to be blamed but
not the Japanese people. Beijing sought to develop good neighbor-
ly relations with Japan, though the latter caused enormous damage
to Asian nations during the war. However, using political motiva-
tion the Japanese ruling circles put forward the concept of «China
threat». According to Japanese politicians and scholars, after the
«cold war» as a result of rapid economic development China be-
came a major foreign threat to the security of Japan. Since 1991 the
Japanese government began allocating a separate place to China in
the White Paper on security issues. This concept found understand-
ing and support by the United States who never refused an idea of
«China deterrence» [16].

In the first decade of the XXI century the Chinese-Japanese re-
lations have not gained positive dynamics and still remain problem-
atic, affecting significantly the pace and scale of the East Asian in-
tegration. Competition between China and Japan within the East
Asian community in the ASEAN+6 format is negatively perceived by
the other EAC members in the Pacific Community formation. It is
possible that after ASEAN+6 is converted into ASEAN+S8 at the ex-
pense of the US and Russia the relations between China and Japan
will become more balanced. At least the project of <«Trans-Pacific
partnership» suggested by the US President Barack Obama may re-
duce the level of political confrontation in the Asia-Pacific region
and simultaneously accelerate integrational interaction in the region.
At that, one should not reject the Washington’s attempts to restore
hegemony, including by initiating and establishing a global <«anti-
Chinese alliance»> with the US, the EU, Japan and Russia, under
certain circumstances, if the Western entities succeed in forcing the
Russian government to abandon the line for asymmetric balance be-
tween the West and China.
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The above analyzed concepts of Pacific integration make possible
to claim that the leading trend of modern international processes is
the dynamic nature to form new and modify current regional inte-
gration strategies, in which the countries with the asymmetric devel-
opment level are involved aimed at implementing the national eco-
nomic interests at the global level. First, such modification is condi-
tioned by the slowdown of the global liberalization progress within
the WTO; secondly, by the neo-liberal transformation of foreign
economic strategies of developing countries; and thirdly, by the in-
creased competition in export markets of goods between developed
and neoindustrial countries. Formation of free and preferential trade
areas that do not involve creation of supranational institutions al-
low the member-countries (thanks to their flexibility) to accede the
other similar associations.

The economic integration traditionally understood as the process
of national economies pooling within individual regions is being ac-
tively transformed into a new economic-geographical mechanism.
Under these conditions a concept of new regionalism emerged al-
lowing combination of interactions between the countries at the re-
gional level with the third countries and international organizations,
including the integration process.

On the one hand, globalization process is tightly connected with
the trends of regionalization, which resulted in the formation and
complexity of the global space. The role of inter-regional relations
substantially increased, particularly through interaction of integra-
tion groupings that resulted in the global market formation (based
on the regional and macro-regional paradigms). This is proved by
discussing at the intergovernmental level during G20 summits of
several projects: creation of Transatlantic Free Trade Area (TAFTA
between the already existing NAFTA and the EU); transformation
of APEC, which has an intercontinental dimension; formation of in-
ter-regional teamwork mechanism between the EU and ASEAN in
the format of Asia-Europe (ASEM) organization.

On the other hand, activities of international organizations ac-
quired a new scale to form the basis for global regulation and impact
the global space structure as well as redistribution of economic and
political forces on the world arena. For example, the United Nations
established by 51 states numbered at the beginning of the XXI cen-
tury 193 participating countries including 150 developing countries.
This makes witness to another scale and a new nature of their ac-

tivities as well as new allocation of forces between different groups
of countries [17, p. 9].

Nowadays the Asia-Pacific countries use quite successfully dou-
ble integration patterns — overall liberalization of the internation-
al trade regimes and establish common sub-regional associations,
ASEAN being the most well-known. In addition, formation of open
economic patterns in the above countries does not deny protection-
ism applied by them in the «point> mode. It made possible for their
young industries to survive at the stage of high-tech formation and
gain a foothold in international markets particularly in industrially
developed countries.

Recently radical changes in the balance of economic powers in
the world market take place in favor of the ATR. Unlike numerous
countries located in other regions, the Asia Pacific states managed
to fully exploit their favorable geographic location. It is much more
profitable thanks to the wide possibilities of maritime transport use
if compared with many African land-locked countries. Asia-Pacific
countries play a major and increasingly important role in the process
of changing the profile in the ratio between centers of power and
global competition. The ATR countries reached considerable results
in their innovative development in different ways using various eco-
nomic and political tools. First of all, it should be noted that East
Asian economies are export-oriented. They refused import substitu-
tion policies as a basic guideline to development and comprehensive
export promotion. This means that new production technologies have
been consistently introduced in the social development of these coun-
tries and timely protection of strategic industries against expansion
by foreign multinational corporations has been ensured.

Eventually the Asia-Pacific countries are the most promising
space to expand computer and Internet technologies in the world ca-
pable to transform into the most receptive regional market. Already
at the beginning of the XXI century the ATR common commodity
market exceeded half as much the European market by its scope and
tended to accelerated development. This gives witness to a great eco-
nomic potential in the region, since there exists a complex system of
correlations and mutual influences between the quality and economic
growth rates on the one hand as well as asymmetric integration pro-
cesses in the Asia-Pacific on the other. Consequently, the develop-
ment dynamism objectively determines the integration potential be-
ing particularly intensively implemented in the region.
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It should be noted that integration tendencies are considered by
the region’s countries as a means to prevent a new monetary and fi-
nancial crisis similar to that happened in 1997-1998 and to strengthen
economic independence from the Western countries. After the crisis
bailout in the region, the idea to create collective guarantees for stabil-
ity of the national monetary and financial systems and the prospects
of applying common currency were actively discussed. The experts
found out that a number of Asia-Pacific countries at different stages
of reform and during accelerated economic growth and development
managed to create an effective institutional mechanism to promote in-
ternational business and create open economic systems [18].

Some of them believe that there are significant differences in the
essence of the notions of regionalism and regionalization. According
to the American scholar E. Frost, the East Asian regionalism and
regionalization are developing in parallel, although in different geo-
graphical areals. Regionalization is developing in coastal, island and
archipelago Asia, while regionalism — in the mainland. Coastal Asia
is a conglomeration of coastal territories, commercial ports and cities
accounting in the aggregate for up to 60—70 percent of the economic
life of Asia-Pacific states. The core of mainland Asia are ASEAN+3
and ASEAN+6 member-countries, since they are connected by the
goal to reconcile political positions aimed at elaborating the plans
for future integrational cooperation in the context of globalization
[19, p. 4-17, 23].

The importance of global and regional integration processes for
the development of national economies requires first and foremost in-
depth scientific and applied studies. The most relevant are the areas
related to substantiation of the global market nature, its development
specifics and impact on the national economies in the East Asia.

Changing the paradigm of the world politics and the system
of the world economic relations and accelerating economic global-
ization in the late XX century became the objective factors of the
international cooperation development in the Asia-Pacific region.
Large-scale regionalization as a multi-vector multidimensional pro-
cess commonly referred to as new regionalization created favorable
conditions to conclude interstate agreements for multilateral cooper-
ation. Economic interdependence resulted in a sharp growth of po-
litical institutional entities of the ATR economic groupings, whose
number had increased in the last third of the XX century. Factors
of the world trade globalization and liberalization in the format of
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the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade and the World Trade
Organization (GATT/WTO) made impact on the process of inter-
actional communications in Asia-Pacific. They did not go unnoticed
in practical activities of the region.

New or open regionalism is the result of change in the global po-
litical order and the paradigm of the world economic ties. This type
of regionalism is an alternative to the old one, limited in the areas of
cooperation, especially by military — strategic interaction. New re-
gionalism represents a multidimensional and multi-vector development
of the world community, particularly the APR. The multidimensional
nature of international cooperation is manifested not only in politics
and regional security, but also in the economy, culture and science.

Obviously, the concept of open regionalism is the result of the
policy initiatives and diplomatic efforts of many APR member-states.
The concept of open regionalism created by the APEC initiating
countries and determining the subject matter of this concept as a for-
eign policy tool and fundamental principle of the organization sug-
gests that it may be regarded as a historical and political phenom-
enon of long life, while its impact on the transformation process of
the modern international system will be felt for many decades.

In this regard, we note that Asia-Pacific countries use quite suc-
cessfully double integration patterns — an overall liberalization of
international trade patterns — and establish common sub-regional
associations, ASEAN being the most well-known. Formation of open
economic patterns does not deny protectionism applied by the Asian
countries in the «point> mode. It made possible for their young in-
dustries to survive at the stage of high-tech formation and gain a
foothold in the international markets particularly in the industrially
developed states and regions. The main goal of ASEAN is to reach
the level of the Western developed countries by the key socio-eco-
nomic parameters, maintaining cultural identity and political sover-
eignty. As far as the prospects of APEC forum as a pattern of Pacific
community are concerned, they will depend on strategic relations be-
tween the members of the Pacific «triangles: the USA—China—Japan
and the ASEAN political viability in the context of East Asian re-
gionalism. Consequently, the classic thesis is confirmed that region-
alization, i.e. the process of social and economic interaction between
neighboring countries, is completely possible without regionalism,
while regionalism, i.e. the process of integration and creation of
managerial bodies, cannot exist without regionalization.
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International experience proves that regional integration is a cru-
cial political and economic phenomenon in the era of globalization.
In politological discourse it serves as a new category of international
relations and world politics. Understanding this complex phenome-
non requires in-depth theoretical studies, formulation of new concepts
for building the world economy with a new economic and geographic
face and the other spatial, economic and institutional characteristics.
Of special attention are the leading trends in the Asia-Pacific region,
which transforms into the epicenter of integrational development, cre-
ating the structure of the global space and «Pacific Community» as
the basis for the world order in the XXI century.

Studying politological aspects of the APR integration and numer-
ous theoretical and applied researches on this subject give grounds to
conclude that there is no holistic approach to a number of important
scientific statements. Such important issues as perspective directions
of multilateral cooperation in the Asia-Pacific region, functional ca-
pabilities in this process of the countries beyond this region, as well
as security issues and mechanisms to ensure regional stability remain
without specific replies. Therefore, further development of the inte-
gration processes comprehensive studies will contribute to address-
ing these issues as an essential prerequisite to promote the interests
of Ukraine in this dynamic and promising mega-region in the world.
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
