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ACCESSION TO THE EUROPEAN EDUCATIONAL
AND SCIENTIFIC DOMAIN AS ONE OF THE STAGES
IN THE EUROPEAN INTEGRATION OF UKRAINE

officially completed by execution of the Association and the

Free Trade Zone Agreements and their subsequent ratification
by the Member States is a logical result of extensive preparatory
work of the Ukrainian society and public authorities, particularly
in the humanitarian sphere.

With this in mind, harmonization of the Ukrainian legisla-
tion with the European standards in the scientific and educational
spheres is one of the most important areas of further integration of
Ukraine into the EU.

However, Ukraine’s way to the EU should be on «counter-
motion» basis. Responding to the movement of Ukraine to its
European self-identification the EU leadership should strictly ob-
serve the principles of the European Neighborhood Policy: «more
support for more reforms» and provide fair and objective evalua-
tion of the reform results. In this regard, the cornerstone of bilat-
eral Kyiv—Brussels relations should be recognition of the Ukraine’s
European identity by the EU and provision of a clear perspective
of EU membership for Ukraine in the future.

Formation of such European identity of the Ukrainian society
is the goal for reformation of its humanitarian, research and, above
all, educational sector. Formation of the European consciousness
in the young citizens, their education according to the educational
standards of the EU will become the foundation for a complete and
rapid incorporation of Ukraine into the European cultural space.

It should be noted that Ukraine is interested in attracting in-
vestments from the EU for the development of Ukrainian education
and establishing ties with the EU research and educational institu-
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tions. On the other hand, Ukrainian Initiative in the humanitarian
sector will intensify international cooperation of higher education
institutions in the EU.

«Educational Constitution of Europes» prepared by the Ukrainian
experts deserves special attention. Its message is of integration na-
ture and it can be effectively adapted to the traditions and national
characteristics of any EU country.

It is especially important that Ukraine has initiated and become a
leading founder of the latest innovative techniques and advanced ed-
ucational technologies because the consequences of their putting into
practice will significantly exceed the EU investments for implemen-
tation of the provisions of the «Educational Constitution of Europes.

Provisions of the «Pedagogical Constitution of Europes pro-
vide creating a unique consortium of the European pedagogical
universities, determination and creation of a single scale of values
that could be the basis of the educational process in all EU coun-
tries. An important contribution of Ukraine to the European uni-
fication processes may be the revival of humanistic essentials and
their introduction into the social space similar to the Ukrainian
humanitarian and educational traditions and pedagogical schools of
A. Makarenko and V. Sukhomlynskyi.

Moreover, the «Educational Constitution of Europe» puts for-
ward the issue of unification and standardization of education orga-
nizational forms, mutual recognition of the EU and the CIS, which
is extremely important for Ukraine.

We are absolutely convinced that support of the Ukrainian ini-
tiative by the European countries will allow greatly intensify mu-
tually beneficial cooperation and coordination of efforts of scien-
tists and experts in the humanitarian sphere, activate and expand
cooperation in the international educational exchange of teachers,
students and post-graduates, accession of Ukraine not only to the
education, but also to the European civilizational domain, gradu-
ally forming a new Ukrainian citizen — democratic and respon-
sible, socially active and humanistic, confident in his country and
in himself and tolerant toward others. This citizen will along with
other Europeans make a significant contribution to the development
of our European home.
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
