Summary. The article analyzes the state of modern Ukrainian
historiography, its total comprehensive position on the causes of
the Volyn tragedy of 1943—1944, it can be argued that the depth
and magnitude of this phenomenon is the most difficult and
intractable problem reproduction and objective evaluation of the
joint Ukrainian-Polish past .

Key words: Ukrainian-Polish relations, 1943-1944, Volyn
tragedy, Ukrainian historiography.
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of tragic events burdened with a number of old and new

stereotypes. Until now they are not only emotional subject of
scientific debates, but also an element of growing ideological and
political confrontation, which leads to continuous tension in the
relations. Currently the Volhynia tragedy of 1943-1944 is the most
difficult and unresolved problem for objective reconstruction and
evaluation of the joint Ukrainian-Polish past.

In the Soviet times, this topic was not raised and was generally prohib-
ited in order to avoid inter-ethnic tensions with the neighboring friendly
socialiststate — the Polish People's Republic. Onlythegeopolitical changes
of the 80—90s of the last century and growing interest to the policy of
national memory and its realistic content placed the blood-shed events
of this international tragedy on the cutting edge of scientific debate.

According to Yaroslav Grytsak, this, in fact, became the first val-
id substantive discussion in Ukraine on the past events. The ability to
critically review the historical heritage contributed to restoration of
confidence in Ukrainian historiography on the academic level'.

Scientific discussion between Polish and Ukrainian historians
revealed a significant difference in approaches to investigation of
the Volhynia tragedy. Foreign colleagues focus on the events in
summer 1943 in Volhynia as the most advantageous to prove their
position. Even relatively objective researchers among Polish histori-
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ans emphasized in their works that Ukrainians lived better in the
Second Rzeczpospolita than in the Soviet Union. However, they
were not aware of this letting the tragedy happen?.

The Ukrainian historians, on the contrary, try to expand the
chronological frames of confrontation to the period of 1942—1943.
They consider that the ethnic-national tragedy in Volhynia and in
the Western Polissie has long roots?.

In Poland, research of the Volhynia tragedy events began much
earlier and were more intensive, so the Ukrainian historians in their
research still occupy a defensive position*. Despite some backlog of
the Ukrainian historiography from Polish in the last twenty years,
the local researchers have made substantial scientific progress in in-
vestigating the Ukrainian-Polish conflict of the Second World War>.

Today, Ukraine does not have separate historical schools in re-
search of this complicated and controversial problem of the joint
experience. However, according to Ihor Ilyushin, there is a con-
ventional division into Kyiv, Galician and Volhynia research areas.
Representatives of each have their own approaches®.

In the Ukrainian historiography the roots of the conflict are
dated back to the early Middle Ages’, particularly in the aggres-
sive plans of Boleslaw, the Brave®. Scientists objectively prove
that Volhynia was never loyal to the Polish invaders. The local
Orthodox nobility, based on the alliance with Lithuania, mounted
resistance to the expansion of Catholicism in the east® playing the
main part in preservation of the Orthodox in Ukraine'®. Population
of Volhynia and Polessye actively participated in the Cossack and
peasant uprisings of the late 16% century in Khmelnitsk area and
in Koliivshina''. Historians also state that the Polish uprisings in
the 19" century undermined the influence of the Polish nobility in
Volhynia and gave impetus to the development of the Ukrainian
liberation movement!?. According to Bohdan Hud's research, since
the mid 17 century depolonization of Ukraine lasted over several
centuries. Moving from east to west, following the peasant agrarian
riots of landlord's estates on the Right Bank in 1917-1918 (death of
«Arcadia») it paved its way to the Western Ukraine!s.

War between the Western Ukrainian People's Republic and
Poland in 1918—1919 lost by the Ukrainians became an important el-
ement in development of prerequisites for the conflict between the two
nations. According to one of the versions, this was, in fact, continua-
tion of this war or the Second Polish-Ukrainian War of 1942—1947'4.
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Neglect by the Polish government of the decision of the
Conference of Ambassadors in Paris on the autonomy of Eastern
Galicia (Volhynia was never mentioned) undermined faith of the
Ukrainians to have a legal influence on the situation through in-
ternational institutions'. According to Igor Ilyushin, the Volhynia
tragedy was a kind of revenge for historical injustice's.

Recognizing the importance of these historical factors, the
Ukrainian historiography sees the main prerequisites and causes of
the conflict in the politics of the Second Rzeczpospolita and the
position of the Polish government in exile.

In the interwar period, the Governor Henryk Jyzewski initiated
a special Volhynian policy, which consisted in gradual assimilation
of the local Polish population. Loyal attitude of Ukrainians to the
power was encouraged while development of the national conscious-
ness was restrained'”. The Governor assisted in creation of the pro-
government party «the Volhynian Ukrainian Association» on June
29, 1931 in Lutsk!s.

In order to prevent propagation of Ukrainian nationalism and
communism from the Eastern Galicia to Volhynia, the Polish authori-
ties created in 1932 the so-called «Sokal border»'”. Despite the decla-
ration of equality of citizens, the Polish authorities tried to control the
rural local governments, where Ukrainians dominated®’. Moreover,
the Volhynian policy was opposed by the local Poles, because they did
not support any idea of cooperation with Ukrainians®'.

Following the policy of statism, activities of the Polish state
were in contradiction to the interests of national minorities favoring
the desires of the title nation??. So, with the assistance of govern-
ment, the number of Poles in Volhynia in the interwar period more
than tripled?. Due to the state preferences they were in a much
better financial situation than Ukrainians?!.

Special benefits were provided to military colonists — <«osad-
niks». As Henrik Sienkiewicz wrote in his novels about «remote vil-
lages», the state land stock allocated land in the Ukrainian territo-
ry overcrowded with the ethnic Ukrainians to provide it along with
credits to the demobilized Polish officers and soldiers. According to
research by Igor Derevyany, 80,000 hectares of arable land was di-
vided into parcels during 1919—1939, 3/4 of which was distributed
among Polish colonists, mostly osadniks?®.

They were to create farms, promote Polish culture and, if neces-
sary, to struggle with internal and external enemies of the state’.

Semimilitary formations, such as the Shooting Union, the Union
of Reservists, Reserve Officers Union and the Union of Hartsers
were created with involvement of Polish colonists. One of the pri-
ority areas of their responsibilities set forth in the statutes was a
physical and ideological training of the local Polish youth?”. After
several years, as it was expected after training, it tried to curb the
Ukrainian aspirations with weapons.

Vasyl Reznik noted that the land reform was planned to in-
crease the percentage of Poles and to accelerate assimilation of the
local population?®. State agrarian policy resulted in aggravation of
the land problem of the Ukrainian peasantry and exacerbated eth-
nic tension?’. Agrarian overpopulation with low levels of urbaniza-
tion and rapid population growth deepened the economic weakness
of Poland?’. Deprived of the opportunity to earn a living in few
cities, where leading positions were occupied by Jews and Poles,
about 40,000 Volhynia natives were forced to emigrate to Canada,
USA and Argentine®'. Polish immigration policy was designed to
strengthen the position of Poles in the region. During the 30-s of
the 20 century the Ministry of Labor and Social Care and the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs authorized a number of legal acts facili-
tating emigration of Ukrainians overseas. Poles, on the other hand,
were in every way prevented from leaving the country®.

The global economic crisis led to massive impoverishment of the
Ukrainian peasants. As a result, during the 1931-1935 in Volhynia
and especially in Polessye where CPW U became influential, a wave
of armed actions were taken against the landlords and the colo-
nists®. Over 80% of these attacks were carried by the Ukrainian
peasants, who suffered from the land hunger®*. Responding to this
the Polish government «pacified» (with weapons) the Ukrainians®.

Disillusion of Ukrainians in possible legal protection and de-
fending their rights resulted in growing popularity of the national-
ist ideology. As of 1935 the Polish intelligence estimated the size
of the illegal network of Ukrainian nationalists in Volhynia in 790
people®s. In its struggle the OUN members employed terror against
individual members of the administration and Ukrainians loyal to
the authorities. The purpose of «combat actions» were not physical
extermination of the colonists, but attracting attention of the world
community?’. Determination of actions and support of Germany
gradually turned OUN into the most influential illegal political
force in the Western Ukraine.
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Ukrainian intelligentsia suffered significant oppression by the
Polish government. In particular, in 1930 in Volhynia, only 1%
of people were engaged in intellectual work and the Poles among
them were four times more than the Ukrainians®. At the same
time, many Ukrainian cultural heritage objects were promoted as
the achievements of the Polish nation®®. At the state level, the title
nation was represented as more civilized and developed.

Service in the army was a powerful instrument of assimilation
impacts of the Polish culture on the Ukrainians®’. In addition, the
Polish semimilitary organizations imposed alien historical memory
to the Volhynians?!.

Along with the national and economic oppression, Ukrainian
Orthodox experienced powerful influence of the catholic faith.
Switching Orthodox faith to catholic was encouraged with pros-
pects for employment*?. According to the research of Volodymyr
Borschevych, such policy towards the Orthodox church has a re-
verse effect. Priests reflected on their own identity and were quick-
ly Ukraniazed®®. According to Oksana Aleshina, separation of the
Orthodox Church in Poland from the Moscow Patriarchy played
a leading role in this*4. Oleksander Postelzhuk believes that sup-
port provided to the process of de-Russification of the church in
Volhynia by the conformist Ukrainian political forces was equal-
ly important®. Gradually, without the support of the Polish gov-
ernment the Greek Catholic churches began restoring their influ-
ence in the Lutsk diocese, which ended only in 1939%. Thus, sig-
nificant transformations took place in the traditional religious life
in Volhynia in the interwar period. Yuri Kirichuk concluded that
persecution of Orthodox Ukrainians in the interwar period by the
Polish government and the growth of their national consciousness
caused «echo of the medieval religious wars» in 1943 in Volhynia?’.

The situation in Volhynia aggregated even more with the ap-
pointment in February 1939 the new governor Oleksander Havke-
Nowak, who pursued much tougher policy towards Ukrainians*® of-
ficially labeled with such names as «Rus», «Orthodox», «local»*.
There was a return to the endetsky concepts of mononational state
with unfolding policy of «strengthening Polishness»*?. This was
most clearly manifested in the repressive activities of the Corps
of Border Protection (CBP)>'. In cooperation with the Provincial
Office and the local administrative authorities, he affirmed the pol-
icy of the territory polonization by the radical methods?.
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Over time the Polish government began to treat the Ukrainian
liberation movement as a subversive work of the Germans®. Arrests
of the activists and development of the network of informants be-
came the main means of struggle’®. Aware of the consequences of
their policy many Poles rightly feared that Ukrainians would sup-
port any aggressor. Therefore, during the 1937-1939 period there
were mass arrests of political activists of underground political forc-
es (especially among the OUN members)®. Yet the Polish govern-
ment repressions against activists of the national liberation move-
ment only strengthened it>6.

From the beginning of the Second World War the Ukrainians
showed their loyalty to the Polish authorities irrespective of incite-
ment of ethnic hatred in the region® and active anti-Polish policy?®.
The Ukrainian National Democratic Association and the Volhynia
Ukrainian Association called for the countrymen to support the
Poles in the war>. The Ukrainian soldiers in the Polish army did
not deserted to the enemy®, while civilians did not raise anti-Pol-
ish revolt®!. Even the OUN Territorial Executive Board demanding
guarantees of obligations fulfillment from the Germans kept low
profile®?. Only some insignificant number of Ukrainians used the
situation into their advantage. In order to get hold of weapon they
disarmed Polish soldiers and attacked policy districts®.

At the same time, Poles protested against the loss of their privi-
leged position in Volhynia from the very beginning of the occupation.
In particular, the London emigration government in exile was hostile
to the establishment of Ukrainian statehood on these lands$*. They
evidently did not understand the current situation. The Poles did not
consider Ukrainians as equal partners. Ukrainians were demanded to
be loyal to the Polish government on conditions of its actual absence.
The problem of Kresy Wschodnie (Eastern Borderlands) was territo-
rial, but not national to the emigration government%®. Favorization of
the local Ukrainians by the Soviet and German authorities were in-
terpreted by the Poles as the act of treason®.

Michael Shvagulyak wrote: «Anti-Ukrainian prejudgments and
traditional megalomania in political discourse of the Polish lead-
ers prevailed over considerations dictated by the national inter-
ests»%8. This position was fully supported by the Polish minority
in Volhynia, which was under the burden of traditional and new
stereotypes. The historical literature by Henryk Sienkiewicz had a
significant influence on its formation%®. The negative image of the
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Ukrainian prevented from seeking mutual understanding”. The
Ukrainian society due to historical fiction also created a negative
stereotype of Pole as an impudent and treacherous tyrant”.

Inter-ethnic tension was intensified by the fact that Poles had
international recognition and a government in exile’?. As Roman
Kutovyi indicated, the Poles had a weak voice in the politics, while
Ukrainians did not have it at all’”>. The emigration government
made no secret of its plans to return with the help of the Western
states «Kresy Wschodnie» lost in 193974,

This totally contradicted to the program principles of OUN
(Bandera)”. OUN viewed the Second World War as a chance for
regaining the statehood’. Its radical nature conditioned to certain
extent severe confrontation’”. The OUN leaders saw imperial threat
to the Ukrainian people in the statements of the London emigra-
tion government. At the same time they recognized the right of the
Poles for their own state’.

Attempts to find the reasons of the Ukrainian-Polish conflict
seem to be not finalized and are limited only to analysis of rela-
tions between the two nations™. Influence of other factors became
especially noticeable from the beginning of the Hitler occupation.

Since the beginning the Nazis were doing everything possible to
prevent any alliance between Ukrainians and Poles. Flirting with
one and then with the other party, they incited mutual hatred®°.
The ideology of racism, which they followed, aimed at extermina-
tion of the most of the Slavic peoples. Therefore, this ethnic con-
flict was very beneficial for them?!.

Leonid Zashkilnyak believes that the Soviet leadership is also
responsibile for the Volhynia tragedy, because for a long time it did
not have a clear position on the future of these lands®?. However,
shifting the blame on external factors still can not deny the ob-
vious: the Ukrainian and Polish political leadership was to be
blamed in the first place®3.

In contrast to other Western Ukrainian territories, Volhynia
and Polessie became the part of the Reich Commissariat «Ukraine»,
distinguished by a particularly intolerable form of occupation.
Gradually, the situation developed not for the OUN benefit.
Influence of the Poles in the occupation administration increased
and the Germans began to arrest the most active Ukrainians on
denunciations. Young people concentrated in the woods in order to
escape from removal for forced labor. At the same time Soviet par-
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tisans started their activities, so they could attract this youth into
their ranks. In this regard, the OUN leadership issued the order for
the Ukrainian police in Volhynia and Western Polessie to go un-
derground during the March 1943. This was the beginning of cre-
ation of the first the Ukrainian Rebel Army (URA) detachments®“.

According to Yaroslav Gritsak, the situation of hatred be-
tween Poles and Ukrainians in Volhynia could last long and would
not develop into mutual extermination unless a strong reason®.
Enrollment of Poles to the German punitive police detachments was
one of them®. These detachments were called to perform punitive
operations of the occupation administration®”. Launching of mass
terror against the Ukrainians was for the Polish minority, which
in rural areas did not exceed 7%, tantamount to suicide®®. Maria
Peleshok using the memoirs of Mykola Lebed, which represented
the official interpretation of inter-ethnic conflict by the OUN lead-
ers, confirms the mentioned considerations®?.

In addition, the OUN and URA documents stated that they
were pushed for armed depolonization of Volhynia because of ter-
rorist activities of the Polish underground against Ukrainians in
Holmschyna area?, where the killings under the guise of fighting
with collaborators continued throughout 19429'.

Cooperation of the Polish underground with the Soviet par-
tisans also had some influence. The partisans created their bases
and developed the surveillance network in the Polish villages®. At
that time the Poles perceived the Soviet Union as a temporary ally
in the anti-Hitler coalition and even assumed that after the war it
would help to return «Kresy Wschodnie»®3.

Dissolution of the diplomatic relations between the USSR and
the London government in exile in April 1943 accelerated the de-
velopment of Polish own armed forces®. In future they anticipated
to perform deukraininzation of Volhynia and Halychina. Mass dis-
lodging of Ukrainians to the Soviet Union was planned along with
forced polonization of those left and encouragement of Poles to oc-
cupy the western Ukrainian territories®. As Roman Strilka wrote,
«The Polish self defense could not be other than anti-Ukrainian
force in those complicated conditions»“6.

At the same time URA significantly strengthened its positions.
Within a few months URA managed to take control over the large
areas and started creating its own administration — underground
(finally formed in August 1943, when the Poles were expelled from
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the city)”. The rapid development of Ukrainian and Polish under-
ground, the growing competition between them for resources would
have inevitably led to the armed clashes”®.

According to Roman Kutovyi, in the spring of 1943 the main
OUN administration initiated the talks with the Armia Krajowa in
Lviv. The OUN members took quite a compromise stance offering
to coordinate actions of both military undergrounds for joint re-
moval of the inter-ethnic tensions and resolving territorial disputes
in the future. They were ready to joint the Ukrainian-Polish fed-
eration after the war. However, the Polish government in exile was
not prepared to make concessions to the Ukrainians. This created
conditions for conflict escalation®.

Social problems only added to the political differences. The
URA leadership provided Ukrainians free of charge with the native
Ukrainian lands released from the Poles. Therefore, farmers were
actively involved to inter-ethnic struggle!®.

Attitude to the enemy was often influenced by situations and
by emotions!'’!. Oksana Kalischuk indicated that during 1941-1942
the public moral of the Volhynian citizens underwent considerable
transformations. There was a process of moral exhaustion and even
depletion in certain citizens and in the whole families. A number of
factors had an impact on this situation (extermination of thousands
of prisoners in the Soviet prisons and of the Red Army war prison-
ers, removal to the forced labor, etc.)!2. A mass extermination of
Jews by the Germans had especially significant impact on the de-
valuation of human life'®>. Thus, the causes of conflict are complex
and both sides were involved in its heating up.

Until now none of the most controversial problems in the
Ukrainian history is the prove of existence of official order of the
OUN leadership for the armed depolonization.

Kost Bondarenko believes that it was likely to happen in ear-
ly 1943. This statement is shared by Myroslav Popovych. He indi-
cated that a significant predominance of Polish victims of the con-
flict, especially in Volhynia, confirms conjecture that the initiative
belonged to the «Ukrainian side». The researcher considers that
the responsibility for the bloodshed rests with the OUN leadership.
This idea is shared by Thor Ilyushin'®4,

Andriy Zayarniuk noted that in analyzing the causes of con-
flict, it is necessary to consider the relations between macrofac-
tors and actions of particular individuals'®. According to Yaroslav
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Isaievych, it was typical in Volhynia when the local URA leader-
ship made independent decisions. Often, it presented the OUN lead-
ers with a fait accompli. He considers that the OUN leader in the
south western Ukrainian territories Dmytro Klyachkivskyy (Klim
Savur) was responsible for issuance of an order for armed depoloni-
zation of Volhynia and western Polissya!'®. Yaroslav Grytsak shares
this opinion noting that in the wartime this could be the oral or-
der. He believed that organized, massive and systematic anti-Polish
actions suggests that ey were planned «from above». The research-
er suggests that the leadership of the OUN and URA in Volhynia
wanted thereby to consolidate their position and to remove Mykola
Lebed from power. Perhaps in the beginning the URA leadership
viewed terror as a means of psychological pressure, but the situa-
tion quickly got out of control'’.

Volodymyr Vyatrovych does not agree that senior OUN lead-
ership issued an oder on Volhynia depolonization. As a proof of
his position, he cites the resolutions of the Third Conference of
the OUN (February 1943) and the Third Extraordinary Large
Assembly of OUN (August 1943). They contain no calls for ex-
termination of the Poles. In his view, the first attacks on Polish
settlements that occurred in March 1943 in Kostopilschyna and
Sarnenschyna area were taken by the anarchist groups under the
nominal leadership of Taras Bulba-Borovets. This opinion was sup-
ported by Igor Marchuk. He believes that there is no concrete evi-
dence of Klim Savur written order to kill the Poles. According to
Yaroslav Dashkevych, fighting with the Poles in Volhynia was a
natural part of the liberation struggle against three enemies united
by the anti-Ukrainian ideology!'®s.

Thus, analyzing the state of the modern Ukrainian historiog-
raphy and its general comprehensive position on the causes of the
Volhynia tragedy of 1943—-1944, one may state that it proves the
depth and magnitude of this process. The dominant opinion among
scholars is that the interwar anti-Ukrainian policy of the Second
Rzeczpospolita was the main prerequisite for this inter-ethnic con-
flict. National, social, religious and economic oppression of the
Ukrainians by the authorities subsequently developed into a «blind
people's anger» against the Poles. The position of the Western pow-
ers that traditionally supported the Polish plans in the east also
contributed to the conflict.
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The Ukrainian historians believe that severe German occupation
regime in the region, which contributed to the escalation of tensions
between the Ukrainian and Polish, was an important factor in the
armed conflict in Volhynia and Polissya. Among other equally sig-
nificant causes of the conflict the following are mentioned: tough
policy of the London government in exile and its desire to preserve
the «Kresy Wschodnies at all costs, the Polish collaboration, terror
against the Ukrainians in the Holmschyna territory, co-operation of
the Soviet partisans with the Polish underground and formation of
Polish partisan forces, competition between partisan detachments
for the resources, stereotypes dominating among the population
that impeded mutual understanding.

The Ukrainian historians recognize that creation of the
Ukrainian Rebellian Army exacerbated the problem of control over
large territory of Volhynia and Polessie, which was claimed by both
sides. The tragedy is that Polish minority clearly overestimated its
own strength and decided not to cooperate with the Ukrainian in-
surgents, but to exercise the armed resistance against them.

The problem of presence / absence of the OUN order on armed
elimination of the Poles from the territory of Volhynia and Western
Polessye remains the most controversial issue among historians.
Some historians consider that the order probably existed. Others
believe that it could be a personal initiative by Klim Savur, which
was not negotiated with the senior leadership. A significant number
of researchers believe that the conflict was a spontaneous uprising
of the Ukrainian peasants, not controlled by any political force.
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
