Aesthetics of the food culture in the table setting art

The article reveals the aesthetics of the table setting as a creative activity aimed at the providing the convenience
and attractive look of the table, the improving of the food culture in general. The contemporary requirements and
tendencies in the table setting, its role in the ensuring the quality food services in the hospitality industry and the public
catering system are presented.

The history of the world cookery shows the importance and priority of the visual perception of the meals
compared to some other types of the physiological perception. The attractively decorated dish is twice useful as
contributes not only to provide bodily health, but also the satisfaction of its cultural and aesthetic needs of appearance,
aroma and taste of the cooked dishes. The above aspect of the problem is reflected at different times written scientific,
popular science and instructional and methodical works in the theory and practice of the culinary Arts.

The decoration of the food excludes the standard approaches. The choice of the decoration is associated with the
peculiarities of the products, the availability of the raw materials (greens, lemons, olives, etc.), the taste of the cook and
with a number of the other factors. There is a specific approach. But the design of the food needs to comply with meals
and some common aesthetic rules. This is primarily to avoid the overly complex and time-consuming design operations.
In our time, the presence of such decoration indicates the gustatory anachronism.

The great opportunities in the decoration have the confectionery. The dough is a very good material for the
construction of the various patterns, are the fine examples of which are created by the folk art in the form of so-called
baker's sculpture, from the products included in its formulation. The finishing materials (creams, jellies, fruit mass, and
so on), in addition, make it possible to give the confectionery (cakes) the attractive look. At the same time the geometric
ornaments and themed pictures are used. The artistic finishing should be simple, modern and not to overload the
compositions with unnecessary details. When making cakes the elements of the folklore (tales, epics), episodes of the
paintings, traditional approaches and national customs (Easter, Christmas, weddings, anniversaries) are used.

There is important in the design of the culinary and confectionery products to find their positive color solution,
when the selection of the food product is carried out according to the the laws and rules of the color combinations.

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Safeguarding the Intangible Cultural Heritage by Ethnotheatrical Means (the Kharkiv Regional Festival-
Contest of the Traditional Folk Culture «Krokoveie Koloy for Children and Young People Case Study)

With the rapid urbanization, the question arises as to preserve and promote the traditional culture of our people.
Cultural decline started with the 20s of the twentieth century, along with the change of the socialist political system, the
ideology of which aimed on replacing the «old» rituals by the new socialistic ones. This led to a loss of traditional
culture of their natural existence.

The international community also faces the threat of losing cultural heritage. UNESCO adopted the
Recommendation on the Safeguarding of Traditional Culture and Folklore in 1989 and the Convention for the
Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage in 2003.

For the purpose of more productive efforts in the safeguarding, restoration and promotion of traditional culture in
1999 the group of adherents (Natalia Oliinyk, Myroslava Semenova, Vira Osadcha) founded the civic organization
«Kharkiv Union of Ethnologists and Folklorists». In addition to research and expedition activities, members of the
union are the initiators and organizers of the regional festival-contest of traditional folk culture «Krokoveie kolo» for
children and young people. The festival-contest was initiated in 2000 on an annual basis. The article highlights the
specifics of the festival-contest activities in order to safeguard intangible cultural heritage and provide its popularization
by the ethnotheatrical means. The author uses the term «theatricalization» to define a transfer of oral and literary
material in action, with the use of theatrical expression (action, word, song, music, choreography, gesture, facial, mask,
makeup, costume, attributes, playground design, etc.).

The author also considers the components of contests and the conditions of their implementation. Pupil scientific
and practical conference involves the participants reports, which include the materials collected in folklore-
ethnographic expeditions. Both the festival and the study focus on the traditional art crafts that existed in Sloboda
region, namely beadwork, products made of straw, vytynanka, embroidery, pottery, wicker work, folk doll, egg painting
(pysanka), carving, weaving, and decorative painting.

The article deals with the contests of «authentic singing» (solo and group singing). The main purpose of which is
the possession of authentic singing manner and reflection of local singing traditions. All of the above is also an integral
part of folklore-ethnographic dramas. This contest requires to show the knowledge of the structure of a ritual or
celebration as well as the skills to demonstrate them on a stage. In this competition one may show thematic
ethnographic program which represents incorporated material on a particular theme.

The research draws attention to the necessity of application the ethnotheatrical means to create and safeguard the
festive and ritual culture with regard to its primeval sign system. It will enable the younger generation to get acquainted
with the intangible cultural heritage, which is accessible for them through the action and acting — the method of playing
activity.
