The narrative image of the Children of horus in ancient Egyptian Book of the Dead (on the basis of
chapters 137a and 151)

The aim of this paper is to reconstruct and to interpret the image of the children of Horus on the basis of the two
chapters of the Book of the Dead (Chapter 137A and 151). In each chapter, passages related to the children of Horus were
identified. Each passage was translated by the author of the paper. An interpretation of the translated texts was given.

It has been defined that in the chapters, which have been studied, the children of Horus are presented primarily in
the image of guards and defenders of the deceased and Osiris. They were also shown as strengtheners of the house of
the deceased, destroyers of the enemies and the avengers of the dead / Osiris. It was discovered that the emphasis on the
quantity of the children of Horus was so strong that any other objects or concepts, the number of which is equal to four,
began to be associated with these gods. It was also found an unusual example of a genealogy of the children of Horus —
their father is named Osiris in Chapter 151. The example of the papyrus of Muthetep has shown that androgynous
nature of god Amseti could theoretically be reflected in the narrative form.

Egyptologists may find the information contained in this article useful for understanding the role of the children
of Horus in Egyptian religion. The paper shows that more attention should be paid to the role of these gods in ancient
Egyptian texts and other sources (different from the canopic equipment).
