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Abstract. The European parliamentary democracies (particularly in Western and Central
and Eastern Europe) are the countries, for which the high level of acceptance of the rule of
law and generally the «primacy» of the law is inherent, resulting in the fact that the principles
of institutional, political, constitutional and legal regulation of the formation and functioning
of political institutions plays a decisive role. The institutional, political, constitutional and
legal spectrum of studying the characteristics of the formation, operation and responsibility
of governments’ institutions is important in view of the fact that public authorities in European
parliamentary democracies are determined with amounts of political and legal norms, customs
and traditions, which are in varying degrees established, tested and stereotyped, i.e. varying
in their degrees of repetitiveness and institutionalization. Accordingly, the combination of
constitutional, legal institutional and political attributes of public authorities in parliamentary
democracies is both a theoretically-methodological and empirical perspective, because it in
a specific method can facilitate various types of parliamentary democracies. Therefore, the
article is dedicated to analysing institutionally-political and constitutionally-legal features and
determinants of parliamentary democracies and to allocation such types of them as systems
of positive and negative parliamentarism. The researcher argues that parliamentary vote of
confidence/investiture is an important factor in the typology of parliamentary democracies and
singles out theoretical and methodological features of positive and negative parliamentarism
and their examples in Europe.

Conditionality of the International Financial Institutions as an instrument for influence
in contemporary international relations.

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to consider of IFls conditionality as a mean of external
influence in contemporary international relations by analysis of formation and development
of this instrument in the World Bank and the IMF policies. Relevance of the research is due
to conditionality role, which is an instrument of external influence of IFI, military-political
alliances, and integration associations in contemporary international relations. The study used
scientific works of foreign scientists and documents and analytical materials of the IMF.

Conditionality as an instrument of influence in international relations formed and evolved in
the process of the IFIs (World Bank, IMF) performance, which were created after the Second
World War. The key periods of conditionality evolution are 1944—1979, 1980-2002, and since
2003 and currently, during which the instrument has undergone some qualitative and quantitative
changes. In 1979 the IMF Executive Committee approved the conditionality guidelines that were
revised in 2002. However, conditionality is not clearly defined in the provisions of the Articles of
Agreement or any IMF decisions. Fund rather loosely interprets its content according to Article V
of the Articles of Agreement, which determines the conditions governing use of general resources
of the IMF. Over time, this legal uncertainty of the conditionality has led to a significant increase
in the number and nature of the IMF's conditions.

Critiques of MFIs conditionality generally apply to such problems: poor performance and
effectiveness, weakness and instability of externally initiated reforms, proliferation of conditions,
and infringement of national sovereignty of borrowing countries. Although the IMF conditions
mostly are based on best practices and theoretical findings, they often do not take into account
political, social, cultural, and environmental features and limitations.

Further development of conditionality, its transformation into an efficient and effective tool
of external influence, goes on within EU enlargement policy. Adoption of the Copenhagen
accession criteria allows EU an unprecedented opportunity to exert influence over the candidate
and potential candidate countries, which led to outstanding transformations in post-communist
space. Considering the above, an important research objective is to study the phenomenon of
conditionality, in particular EU conditionality, forecasting trends for its further development,
including taking into account changes in both global and European political landscapes.
