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INTERNAL AUTONOMY OF THE UNIVERSITY: FOREIGN MODEL
AND UKRAINIAN REALITIES

In this article the problem of introduction of internal autonomy in higher educational institutions of
Ukraine and comparison of its components and features with internal autonomy of the university abroad are
considered. The range of problematic issues of the article includes the process of introducing autonomy into
Ukrainian universities. European model is the example for imitating the implementation tactics. Also in the
article examined the main components of internal autonomy and its differences from external; the tasks that
stand before the university in Ukraine and the main obstacles that do not allow higher educational institutions
of Ukraine to fully implement the internal autonomy by analogy with how it happens in European universities.

Introduction. One of the most important tasks of introducing internal autonomy in higher education
institutions in Ukraine is to enable universities are independently to formulate internal policy and KPI for all
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participants in the educational process: teachers, students, management of the university, staff and other
elements. In our thesis «Modeling the Process of Development of Internal Autonomy for Higher Education
Institutions», we went into detail in the tactics of introducing autonomy to higher educational institutions of
Ukraine from the origin of the idea of it to the model of its full practical implementation in Ukraine. However,
in this article we touched upon another problem, namely, a comparison with the European model of positive
and negative features that are guaranteed to Ukrainian universities when they acquire autonomy. Therefore,
one more task of the article will be to compare as closely as possible those features that can be safely
implemented in relation to Ukrainian universities. In addition, we examined which of them will be useful to the
Ukrainian higher education system, with those that, due to certain economic, political, mental and cultural-
ethnic reasons, cannot be introduced in Ukraine, because they are not viable.

Purpose. The aim of the article is to determine, respectively, the following: to compare the positive and
negative expectations from the introduction of internal autonomy in higher educational institutions of Ukraine
by analogy with the way it was done in European higher education institutions. In addition, describe in detail
the tactics of introducing internal autonomy in Ukrainian universities.

Methods. The article used methods of studying scientific documents, a method of sociological survey
on the Internet for information gathering and a graphical schematic method of data analysis

Results. The importance of our research is reinforced by the unique data obtained as a result of the
analysis of the sociological survey on the Internet. The research showed that today in 47% of Ukrainian higher
education institutions, taking responsibility for the educational process by students and teachers of higher
educational institutions and removing responsibility from the Ministry of Education of Ukraine is practiced.

33% of respondents gave positive answers that in fact all curricula are formed in the middle of higher
educational institutions by the Pedagogical Council and the staff of the administration and the Council of
Young Scientists, which consists mainly of senior students and young teachers.

Independent system of quality control of education in higher educational institutions was determined in
27% of respondents' answers.

And only 3% of respondents gave positive answers to the questions about the active formation of the
internal budget of each individual institution of higher education. However, this process is actively expanding
in the territory of Ukraine and according to the projected period of our study, in 10-12 years it will cover more
than 50% of higher educational institutions in Ukraine.

Originality. The originality of the article is emphasized by the unique data obtained as a result of the
analysis of the sociological survey on the Internet.

Conclusion. Thus, it is impossible to stop the process of providing the higher educational institutions
of Ukraine with internal autonomy. As globalization and European integration processes are being actively
promoted by all strata of society and authorities of the country. Therefore, the prospect of further inquiries into
the study of internal autonomy, which will be based also on our dissertation, will further reveal the tactical
steps that the universities will undertake to implement internal autonomy, namely:

— Formation of initiative groups from teachers and students;

— Go to full internal financing of higher education;

— The transition to fully paid higher education and the opening of the path to self-sustaining higher
education,

— Exclusion from state control of entrance and exams;

— Democratization of higher education

And although today in our article we are talking about the fact that not all components of internal
autonomy can be successfully applied to the Ukrainian higher education, however, despite this, the change 2-3
more generations are solved and this problem is finally. And, ultimately, in such a distant future, the need for
state control of higher education will disappear as outdated and ineffective.
