It is marked that the aggression of Russia against Ukraine made the issue of nuclear inhibition of the
Russian Federation of current importance. Basic theoretical principles of inhibition are pointed out. The
fundamental conceptual approaches of NATO toward the role of nuclear weapon in its policy of
collective security and defense are critically analyzed. The issue of nuclear-free status of Ukraine is
