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language training of future specialists of International Relations has shown
that its main components are: the development of the professional
competences; the professionalism of language training; the preparation of the
students to act in the intercultural communication; the usage of new
technologies in the process of education. The notion of “translation” has been
explored as a goal and as a means of learning a foreign language in the
institution of higher education. The issue of directionality in the classroom and
the usage of so-called pedagogical translation has been taken into
consideration. The advantages and disadvantages of pedagogical translation
have been illustrated.

The expediency of applying such type of work on different stages of
International Relations students training has been shown. It’s been mentioned
that translation can be a very valuable classroom activity. It is especially
beneficial in the monolingual classroom of International Relations students.
The recommendations on the students’ teaching through traslation have been
given.

Yakhnuyk T. O. The Use of Feature Video Films for Complex
Development of Language SKkills of the Students of Language
Departments

The article looks at the modern state of the problem connected with
the use of authentic video in the teaching process. The advantages of using
video films in teaching foreign languages are highlighted: their use at
introduction of the new material by the topic; presentation of new aspects of
the studied topic; possibility to enrich information on the topic which the
students learned through reading or listening or through other types of
activities as well as to summarize the knowledge acquired on the studied topic.
At the same time it is stressed that the authentic video films are not just a form
of entertainment, they offer starting information for further development of
reading, writing, speaking and listening skills.

The conclusion is made that the productivity of the teaching process
in which one uses video films depends on how successfully the films are
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integrated into the program. The accent is made on the fact that the teacher
should think over the possibility of integration of pre-view, while-view and
post-view exercises and activities into one complex. The form and volume of
such exercises and activites depend on a selected movie, needs and interests of
students, their age and language level, as well as on the tasks of the course of a
foreign language learning. Thus a proper work with authentic video films can
contribute to the skills formation and abilities to express oneself in a foreign
language. The example of such integration is offered on the basis of the film
“Love Story”.
