In his work the author presents the vision 
of contemporary Ukrainian historians about 
the Russian-Ukrainian war in Donbas. The ar-
ticle shows that the problem of the causes of 
the armed conflict in the East of Ukraine is 
well studied in the scientific literature. The 
author highlights a professional juridical as-
sessment of Russia's aggression in Donbas. The 
article also shows that there were organized 
conferences and round tables on the problems 
of the Russian-Ukrainian war in the East of 
Ukraine. The author notes that Russian aggres-
sion in Donbas is being researched in the 
context of oral history too and gives examples 
of oral history works. It is stated in the article 
that the Russian-Ukrainian war in the East of 
Ukraine is mentioned in the general works on 
the history of Ukraine of individual and 
collective authorship, as well as in popular 
scientific publications. In addition, this study 
mentions the works of journalists and volun-
teers who were in the area of military actions. 
In the author’s opinion, they are also an im-
portant source for researching the Russian-
Ukrainian armed conflict in Donbas. However, 
one must critically treat such works and take 
into account their subjectivity. The author 
allowed himself to call such publications «the 
journalistic historiography».
