To understand the nature of research competence has been defined the essence
of the concept of research as an integral part of learning and cognitive activity
of the student. From this perspective, research competence can be understood
as the willingness and ability to research. According to these ideas, in research
competence should be understood as the result of knowledge of human
cognitive activity in a particular area of science, methods, research
methodology, which he must master to perform research activities, as well as
the motivation and the position of the researcher and its value orientation.
Three main elements of research competence, expressed in the following
abilities: allocation purpose of the definition of the object of activity,
realization of the action, reflection, analysis of performance (correlation of
achieved results with the intended purpose). Also drawn attention to the
description of the major components of research competence, namely,
motivational and personal, intellectual and creative, cognitive and action-
operational.

Pochinkova M. M. Definition of the Concept of «Independent Work
of Students» in Modern Pedagogics of Higher School

The article discloses the content of the notion «independent work of
students». Presents views of domestic and foreign scientists on this issue, the
results of their comparative analysis. Attention is drawn to the fact that almost
all scientists believe independent work of students form of training, and not by
the method, as it was before, in this case, some researchers under the
independent work of students understand how classroom, and outside
classroom work, others only outside classroom work. The article also revealed
the opinion of some scientists to independence as an important part of
students' independent work. Also drawn attention of the author to the fact that
the definitions are not disclosed the purpose of students ' independent work.
Also an attempt is made to give their own definition of independent work of
students as a form of educational-cognitive activity. The prospects of further
research, which consist in determining the structure of independent work of
the students — future teachers of primary classes on the subjects of philological
direction.
