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Sokol M. Comparative Analysis of Explication the Concept “Human”
(Native and Foreign Experience)

A comparative analysis of the concept “human” explication in the do-
mestic and foreign scientific-pedagogical literature was carried out in the
article. The historical aspects of pedagogical concept “man” development
in the investigated period are analyzed. The theoretical foundations of the
transformation of the constituent “human” are substantiated. The main
changes in writing and content of the concept “human” in both native and
foreign pedagogical sciences are generalized. A comparative analysis of the
definitions of this constituent of the conceptual-categorical apparatus is car-
ried out. The differences of interpretation of the concept “human” in nation-
al and foreign scientific and educational literature are researched.

In the pedagogical science there are transformations of a global scale,
which form a unified system of concepts due to a special type of human ac-
tivity, that is, professional activity on the exchange of conceptual elements of
the international educational system, which can take place only in the form
of communications - simple or complex, informational and many other
components.

The need to study the system of basic pedagogical concepts is due to the
growing role of the conceptual-categorical apparatus in order to study the
historical-pedagogical process. Scientific and pedagogical knowledge as a
product of culture and its interaction with the social, natural, informational
environment is always in constant development, which imitates the cyclic
spiral of social evolution. It develops in two ways: firstly, evolutionary, as
the perception and development of knowledge of previous generations in
national pedagogical cultures; and secondly, it is jump-free and discrete.

After analyzing numerous scientific sources, we conclude that the most
wide spread pedagogical concept was the concept of “human” This constitu-
ent is a rather scattered and multifaceted determinant of the conceptual-cat-
egorical apparatus. Nevertheless it covers all aspects of social life, because
the concept “human” is valuable and its understanding depends on those
ideas that exist in personal development process. Consequently, the concept
“human’, as well as the whole conceptual system, appears to be the dynamic
unity of the basic components that function and transform under the in-
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fluence of historical, political, economic, sociocultural, socio-pedagogical
factors of social development, while preserving its essence and, at the same
time, changing the meaning and formal features .

The study of the historical features of the system of pedagogical con-
cepts in the history of the development of pedagogical science will positive-
ly influence the decision of the pedagogical problem of systematization of
knowledge about the conceptual-categorical apparatus and will improve the
intellectual level of society.
