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MARCUS LICINIUS CRASSUS
AND THE FIRST TRIUMVIRATE

Summary. The article deals with the activities of Marcus Licinius
Crassus as a triumvir and the consequences of his participation in
the triumvirate. The methodology of the study is based on the principles
of historicism and scientific objectivity, general scientific and special
historical methods: analysis, synthesis, problem-chronological and
the method of historical reconstruction. The scientific novelty is that
for the first time in the Ukrainian historiography the article considers
the activity of Marcus Licinius Crassus as a triumvir and his achievements
of his participation in the triumvirate. With Caesar and Pompey'’s support
Crassus reached the consulate for the second time taking control of
the province of Syria, which was the culmination of his political and
military career. The conclusions are as follows. Crassus’ political
position was strengthened with the foundation of the triumvirate, but
his political dividends were initially the most modest compared to those
received by Caesar and Pompey. This exacerbated the contradictions
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between him and the other members of the triumvirate. The triumvirs
managed to settle disputes and restore unity at a conference at Lucca
in 56 BC, after which the alliance of Caesar, Pompey and Crassus
became obvious to all. Crassus received assurances of support for the
fulfillment of all his desires and was able to implement everything
planned, as well as the other members of the triumvirate. It was Crassus’
participation in an alliance with Caesar and Pompey and their support
that allowed Crassus to achieve a second consulate, to gain control
of the province of Syria and organize a military campaign against the
Parthian kinadom.

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THE DYNASTIC POLICY OF MARCUS AURELIUS

Summary. The article deals with Marcus Aurelius’ dynastic policy.
The methodology of the study is based on the principles of historicism
and scientific objectivity, as well as on the use of general scientific
methods (methods of analysis and synthesis) and special-historical
methods, among which: problem-chronological, comparative and retro-
spective. The scientific novelty is that for the first time in the Ukrainian
historiography the article considers Marcus Aurelius’ dynastic policy
as well as the evolution of his views on the problem of the succession
of imperial power. It was found that in the main the approach of Marcus
Aurelius to the problem of the inheritance of imperial power can be
defined as follows: if a particular person had more rights to inherit
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the imperial power than anyone else and there was no good reason to
refute this, that person must inherit the power. The conclusions are
as follows. Marcus Aurelius’ dynastic policy was logical and consistent.
Its goal was to prevent domestic political upheavals that may have been
caused by the struggle for imperial power leading to civil war. Initially,
relying on Lucius Verus who like himself, was adopted by the previous
emperor Antoninus Pius, he made Lucius Verus his co-ruler and married
his daughter to him. The threat of a potential conflict for power between
the son of Marcus Aurelius, Commodus, and Lucius Verus disappeared
with the death of the latter. Since then, the dynastic policy of Marcus
Aurelius was to ensure the future transfer of imperial power to his son,
Commodus. Marcus Aurelius’ death did not lead to any upheavals in
the Roman Empire. Virtually unopposed, Commodus became the sole
rule, having received the state in a fairly stable condition.

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THE POLICY OF SEPTIMIUS SEVERUS IN AFRICA

Summary. The purpose of the study is to analyze and explain
the policy of Septimius Severus in Africa. The research methodology
is based on the principle of objectivity as well as on a scientific principle.
The research is based on general scientific methods (analysis and
synthesis, induction-deduction) and special historical methods. The
scientific novelty is that for the first time in the Ukrainian histo-
riography the article supports and substantiates the thesis about the
expedition of 203 AD, the topic, which is not very popular in classical
studies. The conclusions are as follows. During his reign Roman
advancement in Africa became extensive. The main regions of Roman
expansion were Numidia, Mauritania and Tripolitania. Septimius
Severus personally did not take part in African campaigns. The African
campaign was led by the legate of the Legio Ill Augusta — Quintus
Anicius Faustus. The Romans carried out large-scale frontier fortification
works. Frontier policy in the region was similar to that in Arabia. These
measures helped Rome to control trade and emigration in the region.
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Roman possessions in Africa reached their maximum during the time
of Septimius Severus. An analysis of the sources pointing to a possible
expedition of Septimius Severus to Africa in 203 AD suggests that
there is no direct indication to this event. Therefore, it is likely that the
Roman emperor was only preparing for a trip that was later canceled
for unknown reasons.

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THE MAIN CONCEPTS
OF "RUS CULTURAL AND RELIGIOUS REVIVAL"
OF THE LAST THIRD OF THE SEVENTEENTH —
EARLY EIGHTEENTH CENTURY AS A PRECONDITION
FOR "THE UNION TRIUMPHALISM"
IN THE SCIENTIFIC WORKS OF ANDRZEJ GIL
AND IGOR SKOCHILIAS

Summary. The purpose of the article is to analyze the contribution
of Andrzej Gil and lhor Skochylias to the study of the preconditions
for the "triumph" of the union confession in the western dioceses of
the Kyiv metropolis in the context of development of new concepts
and ideas by these scientists. The research methodology is based on
the use of historical-comparative method and methods of analysis,
synthesis and generalization. The scientific novelty of the article lies
in an attempt to study the innovative concepts of modern scholars on
the topic of the history of the union church of the late XVII — early
XVII centuries. Conclusions. The significant source material is the
authors’ concept that at the turn of the XVII-XVIII centuries there
was a cultural and religious revival and large-scale modernization
reforms in the Kyiv metropolis leading to the formation of an innovative
religious model "Slavia Unita". The scholars state that the main initiators
and promoters of the Reformation innovations were the uniate metro-
politans of Kyiv, representatives of the Basilian order and the local
church hierarchy. Implementation and control over the innovations
were carried out during regular episcopal and archimandrite visits
and episcopal courts. Everything was codified at local diocesan councils.
According to historians, this religious model contributed to the for-
mation of a clear union identity and a closer union with European
religious culture. At the same time, it contributed to the preservation
of the important principles of the Kyivan Christian tradition. There are
at least two objective conclusions made by the authors. One of them
is that a direct result of this model was "the union triumphalism™" and
the "golden age of union™ in the Kyiv metropolis, and the second one
is that the political consequence of "Slavia Unita" is unification around
the union denomination of the Rus nation. The Union Church in the
Kyiv metropolis became the most widespread confession and an effective
representative of the interests of the Rus people.

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MALE MONASTERIES OF THE EPARCHY OF LVIV
IN EARLY MODERN SOCIETY: RELIGIOUS ASPECT

Summary. The purpose of the research is to find out aspects
of the religious function of male monastic communities of the Eparchy of
Lviv (Orthodox and Union) in the local environment at the end of the
XVI — first quarter of the XVIII century. The methodology of the research
is based on the principles of historicism, interdisciplinarity. Methods
inherent for the study history of local social groups are used. The
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scientific novelty is in an attempt to study the religious function of
monasteries in the Eparchy of Lviv, with the involvement of little-known
and unpublished sources. Conclusions: among the most important
aspects of religious activity of the monasteries of the Eparchy of Lviv
was pastoral work, which was uncommon during the period under study.
The pastorate of monks in parishes was initiated by church hierarchs
or the founders of the parish, less often by the parishioners themselves.
An important religious function of monastic communities was funeral
services, which were held in monasteries at the request of the faithful
inscribed in commemoration books. On the example of Pidhorodyshche
monastery commemoration book, it can be stated that small monasteries
were popular mainly with peasants or clergy from nearby settlements,
to a lesser extent with burghers or gentry. The important role of monas-
ticism in the religious consciousness of various classes of early modern
society is confirmed by testamentary gifts in wills for monasteries. The
personal religiosity of specific individuals played a significant role in
their making. The nobility and burghers often chose monasteries as
the place of their burial. Both family ties to monasteries and personal
religiosity were decisive in this choice. An important place in the religious
consciousness of the society of that time played the celebration in the
honour of the monastery patron with the representatives of all classes
of the society of that time taking part in it.

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CENSUS OF THE JEWISH POPULATION
OF STARASIL IN 1764

Summary. The purpose of the research is to introduce a docu-
mentary source from the middle of the 18th century into the scientific
circulation, in particular. The document in question is the census of
the Jewish population of the city of Stara Sil in the Przemysl land in
1764. The methodology of the research is based on the principles of
historicism and the use of methods acceptable for the study of micro-
history, the history of local social groups. The scientific novelty — for
the first time a historical source which allows reconstructing the demo-
graphic component of the history of Jews in the territory of Przemysl
land of the early modern period is introduced into scientific circulation.
In the absence of statistical information for the specified period and
the absence of metric records, this census remains almost the only
document that forms an idea of the number and family structure of
the Jewish community in a particular city. The document proposed
for publication can be used for demographic research, genealogy and in
related scientific topics devoted to the history of the Jewish society of
the Carpathian region in the early modern period. Conclusions as a
result of archival searches, a historical source was discovered and
introduced into scientific circulation. This historical source is the
census of the Jewish population of the Przemysl land in the mid-18th
century. The information in it allows you to find out certain aspects
of the life and activities of the Jewish community of Stara Sil and the
Przemysl land of early modern times.

Key words: Jews; historical demography; Stara Sil; census of
Jews 1765.
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Formulation of the problem. Demographic sources from the
Middle Ages and early modern are very rare. There is especially little
such data on the history of Jewry in the Ukrainian lands. For this reason,
each such document that has been discovered and introduced into
scientific circulation has scientific value. Statistical information from
documents of the 17th — 18th centuries shows the size of the Jewish
population, its family structure (gender, age, generation). Such docu-
ments are also a valuable genealogical source.

Analysis of recent research and publications. History of Jews
in the Ukrainian lands. In Galicia, the first works on Jewish communities
during the Middle Ages and Modern Times began to be published in
the late 19th century. The most famous expert on this topic was M. Ba-
laban and his students (Bataban, 1909; Bostel, 1891). In the 1960s —
70s, the history of the Jews was studied by M. Horn et M. Machler
(Horn, 1975; Machler, 1967). In the early 1990s to this problems paid
attention Zd. Budzinski, J. Motylewicz, Z. Guldon (Budzinski, 1991;
Motylewicz, 1991; Guldon, 1991).

They all turned their attention to the census of the Jewish popu-
lation in 1764-1765 — the only demographic and statistical source in
the history of the Jews of Galicia. In 1909 Balaban published a part
of the census covering the territory of the Lviv land and district of
Zhydachiv. Other fragments of the document covering other regions
were considered lost.

The purpose of the research is to introduce a documentary
source from the middle of the 18th century into the scientific circu-
lation, in particular. The document in question is the census of the
Jewish population of the city of Stara Sil in the Przemysl land in 1764.

Results. The census ("spis pogtownego" "headline inventory")
of the Jewish population of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth
1764-1765 is a demographic and statistical source of the history and
settlement of Jews in the Ruthenian Voivodeship. It was carried out
in accordance with the decree of the convocation Sejm in 1764 for fiscal
reasons. The purpose of the census was to collect information for the
calculation of the head tax, which was levied exclusively on Jews.
The circumstances that prompted the authorities to take this step, the
procedure and details of the census and tax collection are described
in detail in the article by R. Mahler (Machler, 1967, pp. 131-180).
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The census was carried out by commissions, which included a
Catholic nobleman, a rabbi and a foreman of the community. They
prepared a detailed register of all Jews in a particular settlement, which
included the names of men, women, children and servants. Rural Jews
had to appear for the census in the nearest city where the commission
met. The finished registers were confirmed by the oath and signatures
of the commissars, and then they were submitted to the nearest Borough
office (in this case, to Przemysl). On the basis of the census, summary
tables were compiled and the amount of tax was calculated based on
the tariff of two zt per person. Only children under one year of age were
not taxed (Machler, 1967, pp. 134-135; Budzinski, 1993, p. 242).

In the late 19th — early 20th century historians found and pub-
lished some of the censuses in the Ruthenian Voivodeship (Bostel, 1891,
pp. 357-378; Baltaban, 1909, pp. 11-31). However, among them there
were no censuses from the Przemysl land. S. Budzinskyi believed
that they were not preserved along with the similar documentation of
the Sanok land. The document published below indicates that this is
not the case. At the end of 1764 "Rewisya wszystkich glow zydow-
skich" of Rzeszow, Stara Sil, Staryi Sambir as well as Novyi Sambir,
was arranged in Przemysl (CSHAUL, f. 13, d. 1, c. 616, pp. 2169
2189, 2193-2198, 22072221, 2233-2238). There is every reason to
assert that we are talking about the census of Jews, sanctioned by the
convocation Sejm in 1764 to collect total tax.

"Spis pogtownego" in Stara Sil, as indicated in the document,
took place on December 20, 1764 with the participation of Basilio
Novytskyi and two representatives of the Jewish community (Leiba
Yakubovych and Itsko Zendliovych). In total, the commissioners
counted 152 people.

Conducting a census not in the form of a simple list of names
and nicknames, but at the place of residence with an indication of
family ties between the inhabitants of the house is another component
that determines the source value of the document. For a researcher
who has set a goal to recreate the history of the Jewish community in
Stara Sil in detail, the 1764 census can become a kind of foundation
for the implementation of this plan. Using the act material containing
data on professional activity, property status, etc., it is possible to find
out the financial situation of each family, family relationships, parti-
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cipation and influence of the family in a particular area of professional
activity — trade, craft, usury.

Thus, the published document is an interesting source, supple-
menting our information about the Jews of Stara Sil at the end of the
existence of the old Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and can be
successfully used by researchers of microhistory, anthroponymy,
historical local history, etc.

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PROTO-HEGUMEN JOSAPHAT OHOTSKYJ’S
CIRCULAR LETTER (30.11.1784)

Summary. The purpose of this study is to analyze the information
content of the circular, highlighting the main thematic parts. Research
methodology is based on the use of analytical and synthetic critique
of the sources. To establish the objectivity of information, in the absence
of the original letter, its content is compared with other handwritten
copies and old printed copies which we found. The scientific novelty
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is seen in the fact that for the first time Proto-hegumen Josaphat
Ohotskyj’s circular received a wide public access. Conclusions. The
mentioned circular reflects the multilevel system of management of
Basilian monasteries: the Apostolic See, the provincial chapter and
the council. After all, in the period under consideration, the Basilian
Order already held papal law. The Pope reserved the right to approve
the decrees of the general chapters, making changes and additions to
them. The provincial chapters considered issues not only related to the
election of the provincial council, but also resolutions on the regulation
of the ascetic structure of the monks, their spiritual and intellectual
formation and the financial and property status of the monasteries.
These decrees were based on the particular law of the Basilian Order
according to which the provincial chapter was endowed not only with
elective but also with legislative functions that were limited by terri-
torial boundaries. Given the dispersion of the Basilian monasteries
due to the first division of the Commonwealth, there was a political
difficulty in convening a general chapter, as secular autocrats forbade
monks to move outside the empires. Secular rulers demanded that the
Basilian monastics form autocratic governing bodies for monasteries
located within individual states. In such socio-political conditions,
the importance of the provincial chapter and the council is growing.

Przewielebnym monasteréw prowincyi naszey przetozonym, iako tez
wielebnym Oycom i Braci wtadzy naszey poruczonym pokoéy w Panu.

Rzadzenia Prowincya zaszczycong Tytulem Opieki Nayswigtszey Maryi
Panny wlozony na nas obowigzek wymaga po nas, abysmy powszechne jey
dobro maiac za cel troskliwych staran naszych, szczegdlnieysza usilnoscig
przytozyli si¢ do wzrostu oney w doskonato$¢ zakonng; w ktérey postepowac
iest istotng powotania zakonnego powinnoscia. Czego gdy inaczey dostapié
nie mozna, ieno przez wierne zachowanie prawidel od S. Zakonodawcy
Naszego podanych, i Ustaw od prawodawczey zakonney wtadzy przepisa-
nych; przeto, nim osobiste nasze monasteréw odwiedzenie przyspieszemy,
ninieyszym listem odwiedzaigc przewielebnosci i wielebnosci wasze, do
naywiernieyszego praw zakonnych postrzegania i zachowania nayscisley
obowigzuiemy.
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Nie mamy tu potrzeby wyszczegodlnia¢ zakonnych prawidet S. Oyca
Naszego wymagaigcych po zakonniku koniecznego do siebe stosunku; bo
tych wiadomos$¢ kazdemu wraz z pierwiastkami zycia zakonnego iest udzie-
lona: ani wymienia¢ ustaw dawnieyszych kapitul; bo o tych, czescig same
kapitularne dzieta na iaw wydane, czeScig okdlne naszych poprzednikow
listy powszechno$¢ prowincyi dostatecznie zawiadomity.

Mocg ktérego
przywileiu kazdy nasz kaptan w kazdey swiatnicy na ktorym kolwiek oltarzu
maigc Msze S. w dniach wyz wyliczonych z taski do osoby przywigzaney
tyle zyskuie z skarbu zastug Chrystusowych, ile zyskiwa¢ zwykli maigcy
Msze S. na uprzywileiowanym oftarzu. Laska ta od S. Stolicy Apostolskiey
udzielona zapewnia kazdego, ze missionarskie prace wysoki maig w kosciele
Bozym szacunek. A ten wzbudzi¢ powinien zZywa ochot¢ w braciach naszych
naukami bawigcych si¢ do wezesnego zasposobienia si¢ ku tey Apostolskiey
ustudze, a to przez gruntowng umieietno$é¢ teologii dogmatyczno-moralney,
a wprawe w dobry sposob pisania i méwienia kazan, do czego iuz przez nas
dla uczacych si¢ w monasterze Krzemienieckim teologii obmyslona iest
fatwos$¢.

taigcym na ratunek.

Podobnie uczniowie teologii moral-
ney rekodzeta swoie nam okaza¢ maig. A przetozeni mieysc, gdzie takowych
rekodziet iest ¢wiczenie, materyi do tych potrzebney, i narzedzia dostarczac sa
obowigzani.

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THE ILLICIT TRADE IN KYIV PROVINCE
AT THE HALF PAST OF THE XIX CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the article is to publish and analyze
of literature and archival sources to identify components of the problem
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of illicit trade in the Kyiv Province in the first half of the 19th century.
Research methodology — the principles of objectivity, scientificity,
historicism, comparative method, methods of internal criticism of sources.
The scientific novelty is that it is for the first time that the informa-
tion from the framework of sources presented in the Central State His-
torical Archive of Ukraine in Kyiv, the State Archive of Kyiv Oblast
and its analysis is introduced in scientific circulation. Conclusions.
The research of archival sources allowed to deepen the picture of rela-
tions between the state, government officials, business representatives
in the field of trade, in particular, illicit trade. It has been discovered
that illicit trade was caused primarily by the desire for personal enrich-
ment and by external tariffs of the Russian Empire, which contained
a wide range of goods prohibited for import into the country. Strict
regulation of external trade encouraged merchants and all persons
involved in transactions with contractors of other countries to seek
means and mechanisms for transportation and sale of demanded goods.
It has been found that people with foreign connections were involved
in the illicit trade. Although, there were cases when illicit goods were
traded by merchants and burghers of the interior provinces who acted
only as intermediaries. Civil servants, whose actions were coordinated
by the Kyiv governor himself, were involved in fight against the schemes
by which prohibited and uncustomed goods entered the market. The
cases in the activities of government officials were revealed when officials
were negligent in their duties. Under certain conditions, customs officers
used their official position for personal enrichment. The abuse of customs
officers (zollners) testified risks of the border service and at the same
time showed the extent of illicit enrichment. The consequences of the
fight against illicit trade were the return of money to the treasury in
the form of penalties (fines), one-time cases of enrichment of public
supervisors abroad, taking purification oaths by smugglers in the
presence of clergy.

Summary. Purpose of the study is to characterize the ethno-
graphic and folklore interests of the little-known Galician public and
educational figure, publicist, teacher and writer — Stefan Kovaliv. The
research methodology envisages the application of traditional principles
of historicism and objectivity and general scientific and special-his-
torical methods. The scientific novelty of the study is manifested in
the fact that for the first time, based on a comprehensive analysis of
the selected creative heritage of Stefan Kovalev, his ethnographic and
folklore hobbies are characterized and the features of their influence
on creative activity are traced. Conclusions. The analysis of selected
works of art and scientific and journalistic essays by S. Kovaliv made
in the article gives an opportunity to unequivocally state that their
author had remarkable ethnographic and folklore hobbies and this
passion served him as an indispensable assistant in the creative activity.
From his works it follows that before writing anything the researcher
was engaged in active search activities: he tried to be an eyewitness
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to the events he wrote about; used oral history, recruiting from rural
and urban correspondents enough materials to study; for the sake of
clear presentation of his creative work to the population, resorted to
meticulous study of dialectical speech; studied the peculiarities of life
and way of life of ethnographic groups of the population of the Galician
region, paying special attention to the study of their spiritual and ma-
terial culture.

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THE CASE OF THE COUNTERFEITER
ADAM BOGUSZ (1868-1870)

Summary. The purpose of the research is to introduce into the
scientific circulation the history of the activity of the counterfeiter
Adam Bogusz, who played a significant role in the financial sabotage
of the British against Russian Empire during the second half of the
XIX century. The research methodology is defined by a set of general
scientific methods, citations of the archival materials are given in the
original language. The scientific novelty is that for the first time the
main stages and the result of the activity of the counterfeiter Adam Bogusz
are fully covered.

Conclusion. In the first quarter of the XIX century the increase
of the number of detected counterfeit credit notes brought to the Russian
Empire from Kingdom of Great Britain has seriously alarmed the
authorities. The investigation has gradually gained a national level of
importance. In the 1820s, the Russian authorities resorted to careful
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tracking of all Jews who went through the Kingdom of Poland and
could potentially carrycounterfeit credit notes for spending them in
Russia.

Attempts to transport so-called "English™" counterfeiting in Poland
were also recorded across the border with Prussia, the appearance
of such citizens with a high degree of authority and trust them fake
Prussian documents.

In October 28, 1868 the Governor of Warsaw received the report
from the Chief of the Radzewski County on available credible records
of a salesman who fabricated in London as early as 1864 fake ten
Russian ruble credit notes by a Polish-born owner of an estate in
Olganowo, Wioctaw County of Warsaw — Adam Bogusz, who was
selling them in the Prussian province — the Grand Duchy of Poznan
to the sheep traders. On January 11, 1870, the Warsaw Penitentiary
Court sentenced the seller of the counterfeit banknotes — Adam Bo-
gusz — to deprivation of all rights and freedoms and exile to Siberia
for six years of hard labor. But he was not the only one whose case was
notorious for investigating a financial subversive activity from London.

DOCUMENTS AS A SOURCE FOR THE STUDY
OF CULTURAL AND EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITY
OF MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKY

Summary. The purpose of the article is to investigate the
Hrushevsky studies potential of SALR collections. The methodological
basis of the work is an interdisciplinary approach. Particular emphasis
is placed on the structural and functional system analysis of histo-
riographical facts and the method of critical analysis of documentary
material. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the attempt to
comprehensively analyze Hrushevsky-related materials in the funds
of SALR. Conclusions. The article has concluded that the collections
of Lviv University (Fund 26) are marked by the biggest amount of
materials about M. Hrushevsky. The most valuable document is the
personal file of the scholar as a university professor. It contains 72
documents written in German, Ukrainian and Polish. The most diverse
Hrushevsky-related materials are deposited in the 7th description of
the university fund, which contains numerous office materials of the
Faculty of Philosophy. Protocols of the faculty council meetings are
especially informational as well. Another little-known component of
this description is the semester programs of lectures and seminars and
the related correspondence of M. Hrushevsky. The personal funds of
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Hrushevsky’s colleagues at Lviv University (K. Studynsky, L. Finkel)
are also connected with Hrushevsky-related materials. Hrushevsky
materials are deposited in the personal funds of other Galician
figures of the time (I. Kalynovych and M. Korduba). The SALR funds
contain documentation of Galician cultural and educational societies,
but also of those created by or associated with M. Hrushevsky (for
example, the Society of Supporters of Ukrainian Literature, Science
and Art in Lviv). The large fund of the police directorate in Lviv (file 350,
case 3903), contains the documents of the criminal proceedings against
M. Hrushevsky that are also little known to Hrushevsky studies scholars.
The above-mentioned Hrushevsky materials allow us to certify the
SALR collections as one of the most diverse and informative sources
for the study of the biography of M. Hrushevsky during his twenty
years of life in Lviv.

The statement of the problem. Reviews of Hrushevsky studies
collections, deposited in Ukrainian and foreign archives, are extremely
popular with specialists and are in constant demand. The reason for this
is that archival heuristics takes a lot of time and effort. A lot of studies
have been written about Hrushevsky materials in Ukrainian archival
institutions. At the same time, only two well-known indexes, one by
O. Martynenko and G. Svarnyk and other by I. Hyrych, are marked by
completeness of material inventory. The rest of the archives are mostly
uninformative causal reviews that do not allow to fully clarify the
scientific potential of the collections mentioned in them.

The depicted situation was noticeably dynamized by the project
"e-Archive of Mykhailo Hrushevsky" initiated and moderated in recent
years by Oksana Yurkova. Among its most ambitious tasks there was a
document-by-document description of the archival Hrushevsky-related
materials, primarily in Ukrainian collections. Within the framework of
the mentioned project, Vitaliy Telvak began to identify and study the
Hrushevsky collection in the funds of the State Archives of the Lviv
Region (hereinafter — SALR). The potential of this collection is the least
explored among other Ukrainian collections. This situation is due to the
fact that SALR turned out to be the only institution of such material
diversity that does not have any complete guide to its own collections.
After all, the existing one dates back to 1965 (1) when the documents of
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Ukrainian cultural and scientific institutions of the late XIX — early XX
centuries were mostly inaccessible to researchers. It is clear that this
state of affairs significantly complicates the work on Hrushevsky studies
because even a vague idea of the specifics of a fund can be formed only
directly at the institution.

Analysis of previous research. Today, there is only one special
study of V. Savchuk on Hrushevsky materials in SALR (Savchuk,
1997). The question of the peculiarities of these collections in SALR
was also briefly covered in our article "Sources to the history of Ukrainian
culture and science of Eastern Galicia during the autonomous period in
the collections of the State Archives of Lviv region” (Yanyshyn, 2019).

The purpose of the article is to investigate the Hrushevsky
studies potential of SALR collections.

The statement of the main material. Intensive search work in
SALR allowed to find and describe more than a thousand documents
that cover the life and work of Hrushevsky during the Lviv period of
life. A brief description of the content of these documents is available on
the website of the project "e-Archive of Mykhailo Hrushevsky". This
heuristic work finally made it possible to find out the scale of Hru-
shevsky-related materials in the regional archives. Since the full sub-
documentary description, as well as the planned compilation of the
catalogue, is still a matter of the future work, we will try to briefly des-
cribe the specifics of Hrushevsky collections in SALR below.

The collections of Lviv University, stored in Fund 26, are marked
by the greatest amount of materials about M. Hrushevsky. We would
like to mention that this is one of the largest SALR foundations, as it
covers a variety of materials on the history of the university from its
founding to the outbreak of World War Il. Deposited materials are
combined in 18 descriptions. Interestingly, for reasons unknown to the
employees themselves, the description 17 is immediately followed by
the description 22.

The most valuable part of this fund is the personal file of M. Hru-
shevsky as a university professor, which was deposited in description 5
(SALR, f. 26, descr. 5, file 510). The case contains 72 documents written
in German, Ukrainian and Polish. They shed light on all the key events
of historian’s twenty-year teaching career: his autobiographies, the
protocols of the competition commission, the decree of nominating for a
professorship, extensive official correspondence, numerous financial
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documents, materials of disciplinary commissions, excerpts from Polish
press of that time, characteristics of the scientific activity, materials of
the investigation (protocols of testimonies, correspondence, inquiries,
etc.) in the case of the forced departure of M. Hrushevsky from Galicia
at the beginning of the First World War, etc. The study of these docu-
ments allows us to trace the process of "othering™ M. Hrushevsky by his
Polish colleagues within the university because of his consistent defending
of the rights of Ukrainian students for education in native language.

The 5th description contains the cases of other professors and
associate professors of Lviv University that are interesting for Hrushevsky
studies. For example, the personal file of Kyryl Studynsky includes a
little-known text of M. Hrushevsky’s review of his habilitation work
"Caution" (SALR, f. 26, descr. 5, file 1833, sheets 27-29). We would like
to emphasise that this text was not included in the corresponding fifty-
volume collection of Hrushevsky’s works (Telvak & Radchenko, 2019).

The most diverse Hrushevsky materials were deposited in the 7th
description of the university fund. It contains numerous clerical materials
of the Faculty of Philosophy, including ones concerning M. Hrushevsky.
We would like to highlight the extraordinary informational value of the
minutes of the meetings of the faculty council. These protocols allow us
to reconstruct the daily routine of difficult communication between
M. Hrushevsky and his Polish colleagues; they allow to reproduce the
logic of his numerous initiatives to deepen the Ukrainian studies nature
of historical lectures at the faculty; they clarify the causes and course of
numerous conflicts between the historian and the Polish administration
of the faculty and the university. These conflicts later became a favourite
and most mythologized plot of the Polish Hrushevsky studies.

Even a superficial revision of these protocols allows us to trace a
clear tendency: more and more determinate rejection of M. Hrushevsky’s
attempts to balance Polish and Ukrainian cultural influences at Lviv
University, to stop the aggressive narrowing of Ukrainian language
rights within its walls, after all, the state legislation enshrined the utra-
quistic (bilingual) nature of this main educational institution in Eastern
Galicia. The greatest conflicts were the persistent attempts of Polish
professors to force M. Hrushevsky to communicate exclusively in Polish
about official affairs. However, being aware of the interests of Ukrainian
students, the scholar insisted on his right to communicate in his native
language. Therefore, more and more often his appeals in official matters
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remained unanswered, as the representatives of the university adminis-
tration demanded the use of the Polish language in correspondence.
M. Hrushevsky, on the other hand, appealed to state laws and insisted on
the correctness of his actions, sometimes writing official letters in
Ukrainian with Latin transliteration. Such struggle for justice eventually
led to berating of M. Hrushevsky by the Polish Galician press (Telvak,
2017).

Another little-known component of the abovementioned descrip-
tion is the semester-by-semester programs of lectures and seminars and
related correspondence of professors and M. Hrushevsky (SALR, f. 26,
descr. 7, file 365, sheets 67, 34, 90, 91, 98; file 383, pp. 27, 48; file 384,
pp. 35-35, 51). These materials allow us to reconstruct what historical
subjects M. Hrushevsky offered to introduce, as well as to clarify his
weekly teaching hours. Based on these materials, we were able to
establish that the range of proposed historical subjects reached several
dozen, covering the history of all Ukrainian regions from prehistoric
period to the end of the XVIII century. Interestingly, M. Hrushevsky, as
the closest consistent opponent of the Polonization course of the Lviv
University administration, also conducted official correspondence on
these issues exclusively in Ukrainian or the state German language.

Description 7 also contains the reports on the work of scientific
seminars and protocols of numerous faculty commissions attended by
M. Hrushevsky. We would like to highlight interesting materials of the
habilitation commissions where M. Hrushevsky participated as well.
These materials prove active participation of M. Hrushevsky in habi-
litation colloquia of Ivan Franko (SALR, file 26, descr. 7, file 362,
sheets 55-56) and Stepan Tomashivsky (SALR, file 26, descr. 7, file 623,
file 6, 19).

Researchers of intellectual biography of M. Hrushevsky might
find his documented requests for creative leave especially interesting.
Almost every year, Hrushevsky applied to the Vienna Ministry of
Education asking for one term free from teaching duties in order to carry
out, as he wrote, "scientific travels" (SALR, f. 26, descr. 7, file 514, p. 14).
Interestingly, sometimes the historian asked for the permission for
scientific trips post factum, i.e. sending applications from the places of
the planned stay (SALR, f. 26, descr. 7, file 611, sheets 44-49). It should
be noted that even in spite of such inaccuracies, in most cases M. Hru-
shevsky’s colleagues at the faculty supported his applications.
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The content of many documents of the faculty description is
directly related to the materials of the Rectorate of Lviv University,
which are deposited in three (12, 13, 14) descriptions. For example, the
above-mentioned conflicts in the relationship between M. Hrushevsky
and his Polish colleagues at the university are repeatedly confirmed by
the materials of 13th description. Thus, the first case of this description,
concerning the secession of Ukrainian students, contains a letter from
Rector Riediger to the Ukrainian historian about his participation in the
farewell meeting of Ukrainian students, as well as a letter from M. Hru-
shevsky himself, in which he emphasises his right to free communication
with youth and expresses his own vision of the Polish-Ukrainian conflict
within the walls of Lviv University (SALR, f. 26, descr. 13, file 1).

This description also contains extremely informative protocols of
the Senate of Lviv University, little-known before to Hrushevsky studies
scholars. These documents allow us to significantly enrich our awareness
of M. Hrushevsky’s struggle for the rights of Ukrainian students at the
university and the collective efforts of the Polish professors to hinder this
activity (SALR, f. 26, descr. 13, files52, 53, 81). For example, the
protocols of the University Senate for February 1916, that considered the
disciplinary case concerning M. Hrushevsky’s departure from Galicia,
provides extremely interesting data for Hrushevsky studies scholars. We
can learn not only about the nuances of the case itself, but we can
confidently state that until that time the Ukrainian scholar was formally
considered a professor at Lviv University (SALR, f. 26, descr. 13,
file 748, pp. 36-45, 77-86, 89-93; file 868). These materials signifi-
cantly supplement the documents of cases 841 (“Protocols of secret
meetings of the disciplinary commission at the Senate about the cases of
Professors Hrushevsky, Grabsky, Dobryansky, etc. and the list of
participants") and 842 ("Disciplinary case of Dr. Mykhailo Hrushevsky™).

A significant number of cases of the 13th description contain
materials discussing the problem of creating an independent Ukrainian
university in the capital of Galicia. At the same time, many of them,
already in the title, mention the name of M. Hrushevsky as the main
initiator of this movement (SALR, f. 26, descr. 13, files 46, 52). Hru-
shevsky’s support of the studies in Ukrainian language within the
university was the reason for several disciplinary proceedings against
him, the materials of which were deposited in 13th description (SALR,
f. 26, descr. 13, files 409, 747, 748, 841). The fact that part of the meetings
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of Polish professors was indicated as "secret” (SALR, file 26, descr. 13,
files 343, 345, 492) speaks volumes about the interethnic tension at Lviv
University. We would like to mention that these cases contain many
thematically selected materials of the Galician press of that time.

Finally, description 13 contains materials of the chronicle of Lviv
University during the professorship of M. Hrushevsky. Among these
materials there are autobiographies and lists of works written by the
Ukrainian historian during the relevant period (SALR, f. 26, descr. 13,
files 6, 54, 116). The value of these materials lies in the fact that the
printed version of the annals of Lviv University includes only fragments
of these manuscript reports.

Similar materials were deposited in 12th description of the rector’s
documents. It includes many cases with the programs of lectures by
M. Hrushevsky and instructions on the start and end of classes (files 956,
1022, 1055, 1090, 1054). Other interesting cases include working
materials for the university chronicle (files 1088, 1089). Hrushevsky
studies scholars would particularly appreciate the case with M. Hru-
shevsky’s biography and the list of his scientific works (files 931,
pp. 184-185), as well as the case of the historian’s acceptance of citi-
zenship of the Danube monarchy — another vocal topic of that time and
that is still little-known to biographers of the Great Ukrainian (file 961).

The content of the previous descriptions echoes the cases of 14th
description, which also contains the materials of the Rector’s Office.
Among the least known materials there is the case 2315 that contains an
excerpt from M. Hrushevsky’s biography for the Lviv period of his life.

The largest number of documents was deposited in the description
15, which contains absolutoriums (certificates of graduation) and cata-
logues of student performance of all faculties of Lviv University. These
documents allow to reconstruct M. Hrushevsky’s student audience over
the years and to dismantle common negative stereotypes in historiography
about the students’ attitude to him as a teacher. Long-term work with
this large documentary array, which contains tens of thousands of sheets,
will allow to draw convincing conclusions about the significant popularity
of M. Hrushevsky’s lectures among students. Today we have managed
to establish the names of about two thousand (1) of his students. In-
terestingly, the most significant fraction of audience was represented by
law students, as the Faculty of Law was the largest at the university.
Other groups were represented by students of philosophical and theo-
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logical faculties. Only a few students of the medical faculty attended
Hrushevsky’s lectures. The biggest national group was represented by
Ukrainians. Another fairly large group of students was of Jewish natio-
nality. Despite the long-standing Polish-Ukrainian antagonism within
the walls of Lviv University, there were a lot of Poles among M. Hru-
shevsky’s students. All this data indicates the need for a comprehensive
analysis of these documents and revision of many established theses in
Hrushevsky studies.

The mentioned description contains interesting protocols on
passing doctoral exams and conclusions on doctoral dissertations. These
documents provide valuable information about a small group of the most
loyal students of M. Hrushevsky, who devoted themselves to science
and obtained doctorates. Among those who obtained doctorates there are
representatives of the Lviv historical school: S. Tomashivsky, O. Ter-
letsky, O. Sushko, I. Krypyakevych, 1. Dzhidzhora, F. Sribny, V. Gera-
symchuk, I. Krevetsky, I. Shpytkovsky, B. Barvinsky and others. It is
worth mentioning that M. Hrushevsky’s reviews of his students’ doctoral
dissertation have already been published (Telvak & Pedych, 2016,
pp. 380-391).

Other interesting cases of this description include the book of
registration of seminar papers and doctoral dissertations with lists of
students who took the first steps in science under the guidance of
M. Hrushevsky, as well as the topics of their research (SALR, f. 26,
descr. 15, file 1336). The names of Hrushevsky’s students are also
mentioned in the case which contains an album of doctoral diplomas
(SALR, file 26, descr. 15, files 1344-1349).

The first manuscript scientific works of M. Hrushevsky’s students
(essays, reviews, articles) can be found in description 11 ("Master’s
works, articles™). The most prominent documents in this case are little-
known manuscript versions of S. Tomashivsky’s research carried out
under Hrushevsky’s supervision (“The Bourgeoisie of Lviv and the
Khmelnytsky Uprising in 1648") (SALR, f. 26, descr. 15, file 1880), a
review of M. Chechulin’s work (SALR, f. 26, descr. 15, file 1881),
M. Korduba ("The Attitude of Bela Il to Byzantium and the Third
Crusade™) (SALR, f. 26, descr. 15, file 1652) and a few abstracts by
O. Terletsky (SALR, f. 26, descr. 15, file 1867-1873).

The personal funds of Hrushevsky’s colleagues at Lviv Univer-
sity also contain valuable materials for Hrushevsky studies. For example,

we can find unknown before letters of M. Hrushevsky’s to the well-
known Polish historian Ludwik Finkel in Finkel’s personal file. However,
the case with the letters turned out to be largely ransacked, as only four
sheets of eleven remained. Among the documents there was only one
letter and the rest were envelopes (SALR, f. 254, descr. 1, file 313).
Interestingly, the mentioned letter, apparently for a better understanding
of its content by the addressee, was written in Ukrainian with a Latin
transcription. In addition, in L. Finkel’s fund there is a well-known
brochure of the anonymous "Committee of the Public Good" entitled
"Before the General Meeting of the Shevchenko Scientific Society". The
document contained baseless accusations against the head of SSS. The
presence of this brochure among the documentary heritage of the Polish
scientist proves his meticulous attention to the activity of the Ukrainian
colleague in Lviv intellectual circle.

Hrushevsky materials can be found in the personal funds of other
Galician figures of the second half of the nineteenth — first third of the
twentieth century. For example, there are interesting Hrushevsky-related
documents in the personal fund of the well-known Ukrainian biblio-
grapher Ivan Kalynovych (f. 306). One of the most interesting files is an
obituary of M. Hrushevsky, published in the pages of the German-
language Prague newspaper "Prager Presse” (SALR, f. 306, descr. 1,
file 163, sheet 88).

Other little-known Hrushevsky materials can be found in the
personal fund of the iconic representative of the Lviv historical school
Myron Korduba (F. R. 2923). First of all, let us mention the article of the
scientist "Mykhailo Hrushevsky as a researcher of the princely era of
Ukrainian history" (SALR, f. 2923, op. 1, file 8) that was the final chord
of Korduba’s works related to Hrushevsky studies (V.V. Telvak &
V.P. Telvak, 2018). In this text, contrary to the expectations of the
communist authorities, M. Korduba praised the legacy of his teacher.
The article was the reason for slandering the author, which eventually
led to his premature death. Hrushevsky studies elements can be found in
other creative materials of M. Korduba, e.g. university lectures, reviews,
abstracts, etc.

The SALR funds also contain documentation of several Galician
cultural and educational societies of the late 19th and early 20th cen-
turies, as well as those created or associated with M. Hrushevsky. First
of all, let us recall the Society of Supporters of Ukrainian Literature,
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Science and Art in Lviv, founded in February 1904 by scientists and
Hrushevsky colleagues I. Franko, 1. Trush and V. Hnatyuk. The materials
of this group materials were deposited in the fund 298. The most
important thing is the protocol book of member and board meetings
where among different signatures we can see the autographs of the head
of the institution M. Hrushevsky. The mentioned protocols of the
Society are currently published by the Lviv researcher Oleg Kupchynsky
(Kupchynskyi, 1994), and Bohdan Yanyshyn (Yanyshyn, 2018). The
latter conducted a detailed investigation of the characteristics of the
Society’s activity.

Excerpts from the protocols of member and board meetings,
deposited in the fourth case, as well as drafts and originals of the statute
of the Saociety (files 1 and 2) will be interesting for researchers of scien-
tific and organizational activities of M. Hrushevsky. The letters of the
members of the Society to its chairman can be found in the fifth case.
Institutional correspondence is preserved in the sixth case (“"Letters of
the Regional Department, Kyiv Literary and Artistic Society, editor of
the publishing house «Rus Writing» Yu. Romanchuk on sending infor-
mation about the society’s preparation for the publication of works by
Mark Vovchok™). Finally, the documentation of two major cultural and
educational events organized by M. Hrushevsky under the auspices of
the Society, the Higher Summer Vacation Courses and the Exhibition of
Ukrainian Modern Art, were collected in 8th and 9th cases of the
mentioned fund.

Researchers of the Lviv period of M. Hrushevsky’s life and
activity are much less familiar with the documents of the board of the
"Committee of Academic House" society in Lviv, which were deposited
in the fund 292. The fund has 33 cases that allow to fully reproduce the
genesis and implementation of Hrushevsky’s idea to build a dormitory
for Ukrainian students in the Galician capital. The scholar devoted a
number of journalistic articles to this idea, thus drawing the attention of
the Ukrainian public to this important issue. The fund contains various
documents (invoices, contracts, cadastral maps, etc.) related to the
acquisition of land for the construction of the Academic House (file 1),
cash book of the Academic House (file 2), information on the calculation
of taxes on the premises of SSS (file 3), appeal of the head of SSS to
Ukrainians on both sides of Zbruch about collecting voluntary donations
for the construction of the Academic House (file 5), various financial
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materials regarding the construction and operation of the Academic
House (files 7, 8, 13, 14, 18, 20, 21, 23, 25-32), numerous inventory
descriptions (file 9), regulations (file 11), etc. Hrushevsky studies
scholars would particularly value the fourth case which preserved the
unnoticed correspondence of the head of the SSS M. Hrushevsky on
many issues related to the construction and operation of the Academic
House.

The materials of the large fund of the Lviv Police Directorate
(f. 350) are also little known to Hrushevsky studies scholars. First of all,
let us draw the researchers’ attention to case 3903, which contains
various documents of criminal proceedings against M. Hrushevsky
opened in 1916. At that time, the Ukrainian scholar was suspected of
treason for giving well-known journalistic speeches in the Russian
newspaper “"Rech", which allegedly called for the separation of Eastern
Galicia from the Danube monarchy and its annexation to the Romanov
empire. We are convinced that a careful study of the materials of the
police fund will reveal interesting information for Hrushevsky studies
scholars.

Conclusions. In conclusion, we would like to note that our brief
overview is far from exhaustive. Pointing to the most important Hru-
shevsky-related materials, we strive to outline the directions of further
research for Hrushevsky studies scholars. However, the above-mentioned
Hrushevsky materials allows us to certify the SALR collections as one
of the most diverse and informative sources for the study of the biography
of M. Hrushevsky. They provide information about Hrushevsky’s
extremely productive creative achievements during his twenty years in
Lviv. The study, along with the compilation of the above-mentioned
catalogue of Hrushevsky studies, should result in the creation of a
synthetic study of the Galician era of life of the Great Ukrainian.

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MUSEUM OF SAMPLES - THE MINIATURE
REPRESENTATION OF EXPORTERS
IN THE CAPITAL CITY OF RUSSIAN EMPIRE
AT THE BEGINNING OF 20-th CENTURY

Summary. Museums of samples, which were massive founded
in the economic developed countries at the end of 19-th and the beginning
of 20-th century, can be hold as a unique phenomenon, because these
institutions sought not to save their exhibits, but to sell them. The
largest and the first such museum in Russian Empire was museum of
samples by the Russian Export Chamber. The purposes of the article
are the analysis of the creating process, the main activities and the
targets of museum of samples by the Russian Export Chamber (1913,
Saint Petersburg) and the demonstration of the correlation between
the content of exposition in the institution and the priorities in the export
policy in the investigated period. The research methodology is based
on the system of principles (scientism, objectivism and historicism)
and the scientific methods. The use of general scientific (analytical,
synthetic, systemic) and special-historical (historical-typological,
historical-comparative, chronological) methods allowed to analyze the
worldwide experience of export museum founding, to select the features
of the museums of samples by the Russian Export Chamber. Scientific
novelty. Museum of samples was analyzed from the point of view of
the one of instrument of increase the export trade. Article shows that
the most of museum exhibits was agricultural and handicraft wares.
It was highlighted that this priority was conscious and reflected the
prevailing opinion of society of that time about agrarian nature of the
economy of Russian Empire. In the article was made the conclusion
that such museums of samples was needed for development of export
trade and partnership relation between producers and consumers
and that wares from Ukrainian lands had insufficient representation
in the expositions of this "miniature export bureau in capital city".

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FEATURES OF THE DEVELOPMENT
OF VOCATIONAL EDUCATION AND TRAINING
OF TEACHERS IN VOLYN AT THE BEGINNING
OF THE XX CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the study is to reveal the peculiarities
of the formation of professional training of students and the improvement
of pedagogical skills of teachers of primary schools in Volyn in the early
twentieth century on the basis of the analysis of the works of Ukrainian
scientists and archival documents. The research methodology is based
on a combination of the principles of scientificity, objectivity, historicism
and multifactoriality in the study of the proposed topic. The scientific
novelty is that the peculiarities of the development of vocational edu-
cation in Volyn in the early twentieth century are studied on the basis
of archival documents. The authorities intensified the process of opening
educational institutions where students had the opportunity to receive
vocational education. The role of zemstvos in the organization and
conduct of pedagogical courses for primary school teachers in the pro-
vince has been clarified. The result of the study led to the conclusion
that there was an urgent need to form a network of professional edu-
cational institutions in Volyn in the early twentieth century. Local go-
vernments played an important role in that process covering the costs
associated with the opening of vocational schools. After their formation,
zemstvos also took an active part in this work. One of their priorities
was to expand the network of primary schools in the region and to
conduct pedagogical courses for primary school teachers. An important
feature was the growing number of subjects studying psychology and
natural sciences. But not all plans were realized due to the refusal of
zemstvos to finance the opening of individual craft schools. Many deci-
sions remained unfulfilled due to the outbreak of the First World War.

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SOCIO-POLITICAL ACTIVITY
OF THE PEASANTRY OF UKRAINE IN 1917

Summary. The purpose of the study is to research the causes,
nature, and features of the socio-political activity of the Ukrainian
peasantry in 1917.

Research methodology. The study is based on the principles of
historicism, comprehensiveness, objectivity, and systematicity. During
the study of this topic, the authors used general scientific (analysis,
synthesis, elements of the statistical method) and special-historical
(problem-chronological, historical-typological, historical-systemic)
research methods.

The scientific novelty lies in the substantiation of the thesis
concerning the fact that the peasantry became an active subject of
socio-political processes in 1917 in Ukraine.

Conclusions. The changes that took place in early 1917 in the
political life of the state became a catalyst for the active actions of the
peasantry, which required radical changes in land tenure/land use.
The agrarian problem worsened during 1905-1907 and in 1917 deto-
nated an explosion of socio-political activity of the peasantry. It was
expressed in the speeches of the peasantry, the organization of peasant
congresses, the creation of peasant organizations, the involvement of
workers and soldiers in speeches, etc. During 1917 the socio-political
activity of the peasantry underwent changes. The end of 1917 was marked
by its strengthening, which forced the government to take into account
the needs of the peasantry as an active participant in the socio-political
life of the state.

Key words: Ukrainian peasantry; the Ukrainian revolution;
socio-political activity of the peasantry; the agrarian problem.

Formulation of the problem. The milestones of Ukrainian
history in modern historical science attract the attention of many re-
searchers. After all, they have a significant transformational impact on
the future development of history. One of these is the Ukrainian Revo-
lution of 1917-1921. It became the historical phenomenon that summed
up the nineteenth century and identified trends in the twentieth century.
In general, the beginning of the twentieth century became a period of

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intertwining of two epochs: agrarian and modern. Therefore, we fully
share V. Verstyuk’s opinion that the events of the Ukrainian revolution
are central to the modern history of Ukraine (Verstiuk, 2000).

Analysis of recent research and publications. It is well-
established in modern historiography that socio-political activity of
the peasantry during the Ukrainian Revolution became active in early
1918. In our opinion, the reason for this is successfully explained by
O. Zhytkov, determining that socio-economic history is studied "dotted"
in our state (Zhytkov, 2014, p. 13). At the same time, there is reason
to say that the revolutionary activity of the peasantry began much
earlier — in March 1917. Among others, we will also mention the works
of Yu. Kotlyar (Kotliar, 2005), S. Kornovenko (Kornovenko & Pasichna,
2019), O. Gerasemenko (Herasymenko, 2007) and others.

The purpose of the article is to investigate the causes, nature and
features of socio-political activity of the Ukrainian peasantry in 1917.

Statement of the main material. The aggravation of the agrarian
question in the spring-autumn of 1917 was a consequence of the ag-
rarian policy of the tsarist government officials. The coming to power
of the Provisional Government did not improve the situation signifi-
cantly. The peasants perceived the revolution as the end of the old
order in general and the land in particular. They were confident that
the Provisional Government would soon begin resolving the agrarian
issue. However, government indecision led to peasant protests.

The active participation of the peasantry in the Ukrainian revo-
lution determined its peasant character (Danilov, 2011). The agrarian
issue has been in the centre of attention of the governments of the
Russian Empire, various political parties, etc. since the second half of
the nineteenth century. The peasant reforms of 1861 and the Stolypin
reforms of 1906 became the starting point in resolving the agrarian
issue. The February Revolution, caused by the previous stages of socio-
economic and political development of the state, became a natural
historical phenomenon. After the February Revolution of 1917, the
solution of the agrarian issue became very important.

At the beginning of 1917, the peasantry of Dnieper Ukraine was
in a difficult economic situation: high rents for land, low labour prices
for acute scarcity of land, low incomes from agriculture and more (Igri-
tskiy, 1929). At the beginning of 1917, 2/3 of the rural population was
employed in the agricultural sector. For example, in 1917, out of 31,214.5
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thousand inhabitants of the nine Dnieper Ukrainian provinces, 24,237.3
thousand were peasants (77.7%) (Rybalka, 1987, p. 38).

Agrarian challenges worsened in 1902-1907 (Bartenev, 1996;
Ramazanov, 1995, p. 5). The state was shaken by the peasant revolution
(Sviashchenko, 2013; Ananich, 1997, pp. 136-140; Danilov, 1996,
pp. 4-23; Oktyabr 1917 g., 1998, p. 9; Dumbrovskiy, 1995; Istoriya
SSSR, 1963; Leshchenko, 1977; Smirnov, 1979; Kornovenko & Hera-
symenko, 2017). According to estimates by Yu. Kotlyar, the peasants
had 28 million des. of land, or 64% of the total economic land area.
In the regional division, each peasant farm had: on the Right Bank —
5.4 des.; on the Left Bank — 6.8 des.; in the South — 8.5 des. (Kotliar,
2005). At the same time, the size of landed estates averaged 1.740 acres
per estate (Malkin, 2009).

The reasons for the strengthening of socio-political activity of
the peasantry in early 1917 were as follows: 1) the objective processes
of establishing market relations in agriculture, for which the peasants
were not ready; 2) the preservation of the remnants of landlord op-
pression, and especially the workings off, which were quite sensitive
for the peasants. The most common were working off for land leased
by peasants from landlords; 3) performance in favour of the landlords
and the state of numerous in-kind and monetary duties. The most sig-
nificant of these were redemption payments. Due to chronic insolvency,
peasants from year to year underpaid 10, 20 percent or more of a certain
amount of payment, which led to an increase in the amount of arrears;
4) non-yielding years, which were repeated in Russia with a frequency
of 3—4 years (Herasymenko, 2007).

In our opinion, summarizing the data of historiographical and
historical sources on the causes of the peasant uprisings of 1917, it is
necessary to add the following: 1) deficit of labour in the countryside.
About 4 million men in the countryside were mobilized into the army;
2) by the spring of 1917 a third of the peasants’ horses had been requisi-
tioned for the needs of the army (Malkin, 2009). The requisitions for
food for the needs of the army legalized on November 29, 1916, also
fell on the shoulders of the peasants (Motenko, 2005); 3) a sharp decrease
in the supply of the countryside with agricultural equipment, machinery,
such simple, but necessary for the peasants’ tools such as sickles and
scythes. At the beginning of 1917, every second peasant farm did not
have arable tools; in addition, it was forced to hire working cattle,
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because they also did not have their own (Motenko, 2005). 88.46% of
the poor and middle peasants did not have enough land, 88.1% — working
cattle, 84.2% — cows, 44.9% — equipment (Kutashev, 2002). If the
landowner household had 17 horses and 24 head of cattle, then the poor
had 1.2 horses and 1.5 head of cattle (Kutashev, 2002). S. Maslov, one
of the leaders of the Socialist-Revolutionaries, considered the reason
for the peasants’ protests to be the peasantry’s scarcity of land: "Land
needs are all over the country" (Maslov, 1917, pp. 1-2). According to
K. Kononenko’s calculations, the landless and low-land peasantry of
Ukraine made up a total of 78% (Kononenko, 1965).

Mobilization of the population, shortage of labour, tools, etc.
have led to a sharp decline in crop capacity. For example, in Poltava
province, compared with 1913, in 1917 the yield of rye in peasant
farms decreased from 78 to 48 poods, winter wheat — from 97 to 37
poods, spring wheat — from 67 to 46 poods, barley — from 79 to 48,
oats — from 80 to 52 poods, etc (Revehuk, 2002, p. 93). However,
despite the decrease in yields on the territory of Ukraine in peasant
households, the export of fodder and food for the needs of the army
only increased.

In addition, peasant households had a low agricultural culture.
Most of the land in peasant households was cultivated by three-field
and multi-field systems and so on (Motenko, 2005). Land yields in
peasant farms were half as low as in landlord and wealthy peasant
farms. Due to this, the peasants were forced to rent arable land. For
example, in the Kharkiv province, the rental price in early 1917 was
20 rubles 20 kopecks per dessiatin (Motenko, 2005).

According to the research of Yu. Kotlyar, V. Malkin and I. Ku-
tashev, the property differentiation of peasant farms in 1917 was as
follows:

Despite all the challenges of the peasantry that arose before
him in early 1917, one of its main tasks, he saw the elimination of
large landholdings. Large landowners, who accounted for 0.8% of the
population, owned 40% of the total land fund, while 57.6% had a small
and middle peasantry — 11.5% of the land fund.

At the beginning of 1917, during the First World War, we observed
a contradictory social differentiation of peasant farms. There were
cases when rich peasants were redeemed from conscription into the
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Peasant households of Ukraine (1917)
(Kotliar, 2005; Malkin, 2009; Kutashev, 2002)

army, while the poor were deprived of a single worker (Motenko &
Shyshkina, 2015, p. 48). Therefore, the confrontation among the pea-
santry itself intensified. The situation was also aggravated by the fact
that wealthy farmers hired workers. In order to somehow improve their
financial situation, the peasants combined work in agriculture with
earnings in industry and the lease of land. The rent was too high for
the peasant (Lozovyi, 2010). The peasantry of Ukraine leased 3.9 million
des. of the landlords’ land, for which they paid 60 million rubles an-
nually (Kutashev, 2002). This rent was half the value of the annual
income. It is clear why not all farms could afford to rent land. Therefore,
poor and middle households were at risk of bankruptcy (Shcherba-
tiuk, 2010, p. 187). Prior to all this, the number of farms increased, so
land plots were not enough to meet the needs of the entire peasant
population.

Peasant gatherings had a significant influence on the formation
of peasant activity. In general, researchers consider rural meetings
(gatherings, congregations) in two planes: as a gathering of citizens
and as a body of local self-government (Kovalova, 2013, p. 20). As a
body of local self-government, they solved various administrative
issues, and at the same time became a catalyst for the active actions
of the peasantry. However, if at the beginning of 1917 the peasant
congregations were mass, in particular in Podillya, Poltava, Kyiv,
Kherson, etc. provinces (Kovalova, 2013, p. 20; 2016, p. 187), then
at the end of the year such meetings were much less frequent. Also,
the formation of views and attitudes of the peasantry was significantly
influenced by the behaviour of peasant veterans. Those people who

visited the front line and "saw the world" informed about the real, as
it seemed to them, the situation in the country, were more determined
and often led peasant uprisings (Kovalova, 2016, p. 188).

Based on the historical sources analysed by us, the forms of peasant
demonstrations are divided into three groups. The first — actions aimed at
full or partial liquidation of privately owned estates (Sharapov, 1968).
The second group includes secret actions, and the third — actions
against landowners. The most common were the performances of the
first group. The peasants sought not only to obtain their land, reduce
the cost of rent, etc., but also to restore justice. For the peasants, this
meant punishing the landlord, who during many years worsened their
working conditions.

At the beginning of 1917 the socio-political activity of the pea-
santry took place under the slogan “Land to the working people!" (Kotliar,
2005). Scholars’ views on the regional features of peasant protests
differ. For example, N. Kovaleva claims that the leader of the peasant
actions was the Left Bank, the second place was occupied by the Right
Bank and the third — Southern Ukraine (Kovalova, 2016, p. 190), and
V. Malkin singled out as the leader of the peasant uprisings the Right
Bank, explaining that the region was closest to the front line, so was
socially unstable (Malkin, 2009). In general, the socio-political per-
formances of the peasantry in early 1917 were determined by relations
between landlords and peasants. The peasants could no longer with-
stand the oppression of the landlord. Immediately after the February
Revolution, 25% of landowners left their estates and moved to the
city (Kovalova, 2015, p. 34).

The first forms of peasantry’s actions were the poisoning of crops,
cutting down forests, attacks and looting of landowners’ estates, seizure
of weapons, seizure of land and more (Kutashev, 2002). Socio-political
activity of the peasantry in late March 1917 was the signal to the autho-
rities, which warned of the reluctance of the peasants to procrastinate
with the solution of the agrarian issue. As early as March 16 and 18,
1917, the Ministry of Internal Affairs received a report of the looting
and burning of six landlord estates in Volyn. On March 20, 1917, the
peasants of the Podillya province of Haisyn district looted and divided
the property of the landlady Khanenko (Kutashev, 2002). The govern-
ment received numerous complaints from landowners about peasant
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uprisings and land seizures. The landlords asked the government to
take appropriate measures.

In April 1917, the socio-political activity of the peasantry focused
on the wealthy peasantry, church and monastery land ownership. Mo-
nasteries and churches of Kharkiv province in 1917 owned 37.840 des.
of land (Reshodko, 1962, p. 81). Peasants begin to graze their cattle
on church lands, refusing to pay rent for it. For example, April 24, 1917
in the village Kamenske, Okhtyrka district, peasants seized church lands
on April 29, 1917 in the village of Zavodyanka of Starobilsk district.
The peasantry arbitrarily distributed the seized church land among
the low-land peasants (Reshodko, 1962, p. 81).

In the spring of 1917, the protests of the peasantry were isolated
and unorganized. The peasants demanded the abolition of private owner-
ship of land, its transfer to peasant ownership without redemption
and the final solution of the agrarian issue. In March-May 1917 there
were 936 peasant actions (Kutashev, 2002). May-June 1917 was a period
of peasant struggle for the establishment of peasant organizations.

At the end of summer and the beginning of autumn 1917, the
actions of the peasants became radical. In July-August 1917, the socio-
political activity of the peasantry intensified. Peasants resorted to the
seizure of landed estates, lands, equipment, crops, protested against
forced rent. Their performances became organized and planned, and
most importantly — frequent. During this period, 817 agrarian actions
took place in Ukraine (Kutashev, 2002). Peasant actions spread through
the Dnieper region: they covered Volyn, Kharkiv, Kyiv, Podillya,
Poltava, Kharkiv, Kherson, and partly Chernihiv provinces.

Numerous appeals of landlords to the Provisional Government
to take the necessary measures to suppress the socio-political activity
of the peasants did not go unnoticed by the authorities. If in the spring of
1917 the government appealed to the peasantry for a peaceful solution to
the situation, made efforts to adopt the necessary preparatory bills to
resolve the agrarian issue by the Constituent Assembly, then in late
summer-early autumn of 1917 finally understood the need for more
radical action. In the autumn of 1917, the measures taken by the autho-
rities, as well as the actions of the peasantry, were decisive and radical.

General L. Kornilov defended large landowners. The first punitive
detachments were sent to the Podolsk province on April 17, 1917. At
the end of the summer of 1917, the state swept a wave of detentions
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of peasants and court hearings (Kutashev, 2002). In July-August 1917,
General L. Kornilov made several attempts to combat peasant pogroms
and actions (Egorov, 2005, p. 58; Tsvetkov, 2006). In particular, on
July 8, 1917, he issued an order extending to the front-line territory.
According to the text of the document, the peasants were forbidden to
prevent the landlords from harvesting by agricultural machinery, as
well as to take away the landowners’ inventory, loot crops, take any
action against preparing the fields for winter, demand a reduction of
rent and other. Provincial and county land commissioners were appointed
to monitor the order, and local judges were appointed to review vio-
lations.

Undoubtedly, in this way the landowners felt the support of
General L. Kornilov, and therefore he received their complaints and
requests. After numerous appeals from the landlords, L. Kornilov
continued to follow a certain course in this direction. On July 13, 1917,
he issued Order 777, which provided for more severe punishments
for violators, convictions of guilty, and the introduction of punitive
troops. Order of L. Kornilov Ne 737 of July 31, 1917 extended the
validity of the law of July 8, 1917 to the territory of the theatre of
operations. L. Kornilov justified this by the fact that peasant pogroms
and actions could not be a tool for solving agrarian issues. Violators
were sentenced to 6 months in prison, up to 3 months of correctional
labour and fines of up to 300 rubles (Khitrina, 2003, p. 260).

On August 6, 1917, L. Kornilov sent a telegram to O. Kerensky, a
message proposing to protect private households from peasant seizures.
However, L. Kornilov’s bills were not successful ("Postanovleniya
Vremennogo pravitelstva”, 1917, p. 1). They, as well as the position
of L. Kornilov, were sharply criticized by V. Chernov. The latter even
called on the peasantry to oppose the general and support the Provi-
sional Government, because, in his opinion, the latter cares not only
about the solution of the agrarian issue, but also about the interests of
the peasantry.

In the summer of 1917, the vector of socio-political activity of
the peasantry changed. It required the transfer of all privately owned
land to the disposal of volost land committees. At the same time, the
slogans have changed. The peasantry demanded the elimination of
large private land ownership. For example, on July 14, 1917, the pro-
vincial commissioner of Poltava region S. Ivanenko sent a telegram
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to the Minister of Internal Affairs of Russia with the following content:
"The agrarian movement is intensifying. The awareness that the land
issue can only be resolved by the Constituent Assembly has been
shaken... The movement is unfolding" (Revehuk, 2002, p. 60). One
of its forms, as noted above, was the refusal of peasants to harvest in
the fields. Thus, the county commissioner Sochansky informed the
Provisional Government that the peasants of Cherkasy district refused to
harvest the landlords’ bread and it was rotting in the fields. The Commi-
ssioner requested the Provisional Government to intervene and take the
necessary measures (SAChR, f. R-504, op. 1, spr. 9, ark. 77-77 zv.).

Monastic and church lands did not cease to be the object of
socio-political activity of the peasantry during 1917. Their enthusiasm
only intensified in the summer. For example, in the Kharkiv region
during May-June 1917 there were 13 cases of seizure of church lands
by peasants, during July-August there were 20 of them (Motenko, 2005).
At the end of the summer of 1917, church lands in the Cherkasy region
also became the objects of peasant actions. Thus, on August 16, 1917,
the priest from the village Samoridnya of Kaniv district informs the
authorities about the seizures of church land by peasants. In his address,
he mentions the name of Hryhoriy Kibalnyk (Dvadtsiat chetverta
berezneva naukova sesiia, 2014, p. 58). According to the priest, Hry-
horiy Kibalnyk not only "sowed doubts among the population, but
also voluntarily divided church lands among the peasants" (Dvadtsiat
chetverta berezneva naukova sesiia, 2014, p. 59).

The greatest socio-political activity of the peasantry reached
the autumn of 1917 in the Kyiv, Volyn, and Podillya provinces. Accor-
ding to I. Kutashev’s estimates, in September-October 1917 there were
849 peasant actions (Kutashev, 2002). According to the research of
Yu. Kotlyar, there are slightly fewer of them: during July-October
1917 the number of agrarian protests was 572 and, in the future, only
increased (Kotliar, 2005).

On September 8, 1917, the order of the Supreme Commander-
in-Chief O. Kerensky "On measures to suppress the peasant move-
ment" was issued. He declared the solution of the agrarian issue by
seizures, speeches, etc. inadmissible (SARF, f. 1797, op. 1, d. 10). A
list of actions recognized by the authorities as illegal was added to the
order. Violators were severely punished (Oktyabrskaya revolyutsiya,
1926). Landowners were obliged to harvest, and any actions to prevent
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the solution of this issue were declared illegal, violators were punished,
which were prescribed in the order of L. Kornilov from July 31, 1917.

In our opinion, the order of September 8, 1917 by O. Kerensky
completely repeated the law of L. Kornilov of July 31, 1917. Both
documents were aimed at the rapid cessation of peasant protests, but
their repressive nature and recourse to radical measures of punishment
confirms the inability of the authorities to stabilize the current situa-
tion. The peasantry was tired of waiting for a solution to the agrarian
issue. The inaction of the Provisional Government, as well as the rep-
ressive orders and laws of L. Kornilov and O. Kerensky, only compli-
cated the situation. Instead of dialogue and mutual understanding between
the authorities and the peasantry, the confrontation only intensified.

The second coalition government of the Provisional Government
also delayed resolving the agrarian issue. This had negative consequences
for the provisional government, as it exacerbated the situation in the
countryside. At the end of 1917 and the beginning of 1918, the socio-
political activity of the Ukrainian peasantry was gaining new mo-
mentum. It was characterized by sharp forms of struggle and radical
measures. The peasantry demanded the abolition of landlordism: "To
smoke the landlords out of their ancestral nests" (Kutashev, 2002).
Peasants looted the estates of landlords, seized land, established con-
trol over it, and later — divided it among themselves.

D. Doroshenko wrote about the activity of the peasantry. Accor-
ding to him, this was significantly influenced by agitation by various
political forces and the filling of the countryside with soldiers, who
called for active struggle (Doroshenko, 2002, p. 141). D. Doroshenko
believed that their actions both society in general and the peasantry in
particular "put an end to the old political order" (Doroshenko, 2002,
p. 149). For example, in the Kyiv province, in the town of Fastovets,
a landowner’s estate was destroyed by soldiers returning from the
front-line, and valuables began to be distributed to peasants. Quite often
the government received information about the actions of the peasantry
together with the soldiers (Malkin, 2009).

The activity of the peasantry intensified after the proclamation
of the Third Universal of the Central Council (Hrebeniuk, 2012, p. 124).
The peasantry was not satisfied with the explanations of the General
Secretariat of the Central Council to the Third Universal. V. Vynny-
chenko noted in this regard: "The rural proletariat did not believe in
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the promises and laws of the land, believing more in the real facts"
(Vynnychenko, 1920).

One of the forms of socio-political activity of the peasantry
was the activities of peasant organizations. The All-Russian Peasants’
Union was the first organization to advocate the establishment of
peasant organizations as early as March 1917. On March 25, 1917, a
provincial committee was formed in the Ekaterinoslav Province, which
issued orders to establish various peasant organizations. In the spring
of 1917, such committees were organized throughout Ukraine, but
this process was not systematic. Political pariahs joined in the inten-
sification of the creation of various peasant organizations, but the
peasant unions in March 1917 did not justify themselves.

The starting point in the history of the creation of peasant orga-
nizations can be considered the First All-Russian Peasants’ Congress,
which took place from May 28 to June 2, 1917 at the Solovtsov Theatre
in Kyiv (now the Ivan Franko Theatre) (Khmil, 1992, p. 4). The reso-
lutions "On the Land" and "On the Organization of the Peasantry"
became significant results of the First All-Russian Congress of Peasant
Deputies.

The resolution "On Land" was based on the proposals of M. Ko-
valevsky, who was elected a representative of the Poltava province
and a member of the Small Council. In his speech at the discussions,
he supported the idea of socialization of land, called for the abolition
of private property and considered the right solution to agricultural
problems in the Seimas by representatives of parishes and counties
(Khmil, 1992, p. 19). The resolution "On Land" abolished private owner-
ship of land. It provided for the formation of a land fund, which was
to be subordinated to the Ukrainian Sejm. Land use was provided to
those who would cultivate the land "with their own hands". The impor-
tance of establishing a labour norm was noted. All costs associated
with agrarian transformation were borne by the state. The creation of
the Central Ukrainian Land Committee was considered appropriate
for a fair solution to the agrarian problem. Resolving resettlement issues
was a priority. The possibility of creating a group farm by creating
agrarian societies was allowed (Khmil, 1992, pp. 23-24).

The first paragraph of the resolution "On the organization of
the peasantry" read: "Only the most systematically organized peasantry
can provide freedom and land to the Ukrainian people™ (Khmil, 1992,
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p. 27). As we can see, the peasantry was entrusted with a great mission —
the construction of the state. The form of the peasant organization
was determined by the Ukrainian Peasants’ Union, and its legislative
bodies — the All-Ukrainian, provincial, county, township and village
committees (Khmil, 1992, p. 27).

The resolutions had an almost immediate reaction from the
peasantry. First, the socio-political activity of the peasantry, which was
expressed in the seizures, pogroms and distribution of property of the
landlords, intensified; secondly, the local peasantry began to be actively
involved in the creation of various peasant organizations, which in
the future acted as bodies of the peasantry’s organization, their control
and actions, and so on.

Peasant congresses of various levels met throughout 1917
throughout Ukraine. The provincial congresses paid the most attention
to resolving the agrarian issue. Their position on the solution of the
agrarian issue was in tune with the agrarian program of the Socialist-
Revolutionary Party — the land must be socialized (Skalskyi, 2009,
p. 124). Peasant congresses supported the peasantry in resolving the
agrarian issue. Their views evolved during 1917: from loyal in the spring
of 1917 to radical in the autumn of 1917. For example, the first peasant
congress of the Chernihiv province on April 7-9, 1917 considered the
solution of the agrarian question possible by the Constituent Assembly,
and in the requirements for agrarian reforms expressed the following
address: "During the consideration of the land issue at the Constituent
Assembly there is a desire..." i.e. there was no call for radical action.
At the end of April-April 16-17, 1917, the Peasants’ Congress of Pol-
tava Province used the following phrases in its resolutions to solve
the agrarian problem: "it is necessary to establish”, "to confiscate
without ransom", "'to prohibit", "to cancel" etc. (Skalskyi, 2009, p. 124). In
August, the resolutions of the peasant congresses show notes of radi-
calism. For example, on August 14—-17, 1917, the Peasants’ Congress
of the Kherson Province, in a resolution on the agrarian issue, demanded
that "the following measures be taken immediately" (Skalskyi, 2009,
pp. 124-125).

The Provisional Government considered the implementation of
the necessary preparatory measures to optimize the activities of the
Constituent Assembly to resolve the agrarian issue a priority. To this
goal, for example, on April 21, 1917, the Provisional Government adopted
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a resolution on the establishment of land committees (SARF, f. 1796,
op. 1, d. 1). Thus, the Provisional Government entrusted the Main
Land Committee with all the necessary preparatory measures to resolve
the agrarian question in the Constituent Assembly, as well as to some
extent to control the actions of the peasantry on the ground. In Ukraine,
by December 1917, land committees had been established on 80% of
the territory of Ukraine. The grassroots land committees fully supported
the position of the peasantry and advocated the liquidation of private
property, the endowment of landless and low-land peasants with land,
and so on.

The government was oriented in the socio-political situation.
Numerous reports and complaints from landlords and large landowners,
information about land seizures and looting, peasant demonstrations,
etc., constantly came from different regions. The government aimed
to prepare the necessary bills to address the agrarian issue by the
Constituent Assembly. Representatives of the Central Council shared
the position of the Provisional Government in this regard. In his first
speeches, M. Hrushevsky brought to the fore the solution of political
problems in Ukraine. In his opinion, the first thing that needed to be
achieved was autonomy, and only then — to solve all the problems of
the state, among which the agrarian one was urgent. At the beginning
of 1917, no political party had a clearly defined agrarian program.
However, with the intensification of socio-political activity of the
peasantry, representatives of political couples put forward different
scenarios for solving the agrarian issue. Socialist-revolutionaries were
the most popular among the population. By the end of 1917, more
and more politicians and members of the Central Council understood
not only the failure of the adopted agrarian bills, but also advocated
the introduction of such agrarian laws that would meet the demands
of the peasantry. For example, at the VIII session of the Central Council,
which took place from 12 to 17 December 1917, B. Matros proposed
to pass a bill that would help "take the land from the lords", dispose
of equipment, "'to reassure farmers". A representative of the Socialist-
Revolutionary Party B.O. Zarudny also advocated "meeting the needs
of the peasants" (Hlazunov, 2008).

At the end of 1917 the socio-political activity of the peasantry
took new forms. This is due to the councils of peasant deputies and land
committees. They created control commissions, sent them to the estates

of landlords and put them on record and control. Such forms of socio-
political activity were common in Kyiv, Podillya, Kharkiv, and Volyn
provinces. For example, the land committees of the Kyiv province
took into account during November-December 1917 12 savings and
estates of landowner Tereshchenko, and the village land committees
of the Kharkiv province — more than 20 manors and estates (Kuta-
shev, 2002). Such peasant control in December 1917 was established
throughout Ukraine.

The behaviour of the peasants at the end of 1917 changed dra-
matically. If in the spring they plundered and burned the landlord’s
property, and divided the land between the landless and low-land
peasantry, by the end of 1917 the peasants did not so often destroy and
burn the landlord’s property, although they divided it among them-
selves. There were isolated cases of landlords being taken hostage. For
example, the newspaper "Kyivskaya Mysl" in the issue of November
16, 1917 reported on the pogroms, robberies, etc. of landed estates in
Skvyra district of Kiev province, as well as that the landlords were
taken hostage (Kutashev, 2002).

Socio-political activity of the peasantry only intensified. Thus,
the Central Rada received information about 425 pogroms and seizures
of landed estates only on December 15-16, 1917. In December 1917,
the socio-political activity of the peasantry with its various forms covered
the Volyn and Podillya provinces. According to I. Kutashev’s calcu-
lations, during November-December 1917 the peasants’ protests covered
5-10% of the total territory of southern Ukraine and the Left Bank,
20-25% — in the Kiev province and eastern counties of Volyn and
Podillya, 50-60% — in counties of VVolyn and Podillya provinces (Ku-
tashev, 2002).

With the coming to power of the Bolsheviks, the socio-political
situation worsened. The peasantry did not accept the new government
and no longer believed in its promises to solve the agrarian problem.
In addition, relations within the peasantry itself between the poor and
the wealthy peasantry are deteriorating.

Conclusions. Thus, the socio-political activity of the peasantry
in 1917 is an example of the peasantry playing a decisive role in the
revolutionary events of 1917. The attempts to postpone the solution
of the agrarian issue during the war ended in the overthrow of tsarism,
change of power, promises to fulfil the demands of the peasantry. The
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change of power and the coming to power of the Provisional Govern-
ment were perceived by the peasantry as the solution to all their
challenges. However, the democratic approach of the Provisional Go-
vernment to the agrarian question was perceived by the peasantry as
inaction. Agrarian challenges against the background of aggravation
of the political situation in the state initiated the activity of the peasantry.
1917 was the beginning of the revolutionary activity of the peasantry
to satisfy the desire to improve agrarian living conditions.

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AGRARIANISM AS A PEASANT-CENTRIC PHENOMENON
OF THE UKRAINIAN REVOLUTION OF 1917-1921
IN THE FOCUS OF FOREIGN HISTORIOGRAPHY

Summary. The purpose of the article is to conduct a historio-
graphical analysis of foreign discourse in the coverage of agrarianism
as a peasant-centric phenomenon of the Ukrainian revolution of 1917—
1921. The research methodology is based on the combination of the
principles of historicism, multifactoriality, systematics, and logic. General
scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special-historical
(historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-systemic) methods
are used. Scientific novelty. For the first time in Ukrainian historio-
graphy, we carried out a comprehensive analysis and actualization of
a disparate array of literature on the issue of agrarianism as a peasant-
centric phenomenon of the Ukrainian revolution of 1917-192, deve-
loped by foreign researcher. Conclusions. The phenomenon of agra-
rianism is widely reflected in modern foreign historiography. Today,
recognized specialists in the field of agrarianism are J. Elland, Z. Hem-
merling, R. Golets, A. Lech, B. Stochevskaya, A. Toshkov, M. Tomek,
B. Trencheni, X. Schultz, A. Haare, J. Ryhlik, J. Garna, M. Novak,
M. Brunklik, V. Havlik, V. Medzhetsky, W. Mueller, E. Cuba, I. Suaa,
T. Lorenz etc. In foreign scientific publications, there are only a few
mentions of the Ukrainian version of agrarianism in the context of
Central and Eastern Europe. And even in this case, Ukrainian agrarians
are often reduced by foreign researchers only to the agricultural
ideology of V. Lypynsky. Much more often in foreign works, they talk
about Ukraine as an object of interest from foreign theorists of agrarian-
nism. In view of this, we can state that the domestic historical science
faces the task of substantiating the peculiarities of the Ukrainian version
of agrarianism in comparison with its neighboring versions (Polish,
Czech, Slovak, Romanian, Bulgarian), as well as reaching the level of
international research projects, which is the phenomenon of European
agrarianism.

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TOURIST POTENTIAL
AND INFRASTRUCTURE OF BOHEMIA
IN THE PERIOD OF THE FIRST REPUBLIC

Summary. Purpose. The article analyzes the history of the deve-
lopment of the tourist potential of Czechoslovakia (1918-1938) on the
example of the Bohemia region. The author considers the historical
process of formation of the tourist infrastructure of this territory and
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its positive impact on the development of the "tourist movement", which
eventually became a kind of patriotic, cultural and economic life of
Czechoslovak society. Research methodology. During the study, the
author was guided by the principles of positivist history. The following
scientific methods were used to solve scientific problems related to the
complex analysis of the study of the tourist potential and infrastructure
of the Czechoslovak region of Bohemia during the First Republic
(1918-1938), in particular: logical and analytical, generalization method,
systematization and classification method, method deduction and in-
duction, method of synthesis and analysis, method of comparison, method
of historicism, etc. Scientific novelty. For the first time in Ukrainian
historiography, the historical process of formation and development
of the tourist potential of Bohemia is considered, which began in the
Middle Ages and reached its heyday at the turn of the X1X and XX cen-
turies. The article comprehensively considers the factors that contri-
buted to the emergence of "summer" and resort tourism in the Czech
lands. Also, the author analyzes the history of the tourist "heart" of
Bohemia — "Czech Paradise". Conclusions. It has been proven that
the tourist potential of Bohemia has developed over many centuries
and was represented during the First Republic by the Czech Paradise
Reserve, numerous historical, cultural and natural monuments, as well
as significant recreational resources. The presence of thermal springs in
the western Czech lands contributed to the emergence of health resorts
and tourist resorts in the Karlovy Vary region, which have remained
popular to this day.

THE STUDY AND INTERPRETATION
OF POLISH HISTORIANS

Summary. The purpose of this study is to show the achievements
of Polish historiography in the study of international aspects of the
Ukrainian question during 1919-1923. Research methodology is based
on the principles of historicism, systemicity, and objectivity. In solving
specific problems, methods of historiographical analysis and synthesis
were applied. The scientific novelty is that the qualitative completeness
of historical information of historiographical sources, the personal
contribution of Polish scholars to the study of Ukrainian statehood in
the international arena during 1919-1923 is highlighted. Conclusions.
The analyzed problem began to be studied in Poland at the scientific
level in 1960-7980’s. The historians tried to show the place of the
Ukrainian question in the system of international relations after the
end of the First World War; the attitude of the Entente countries to
Ukrainian statehood; Polish-Ukrainian military and diplomatic con-
frontation for Eastern Galicia; transformation of the political status
of Eastern Galicia; actualization of the Ukrainian question in the
League of Nations and its place in Polish-Soviet relations, etc. After
1989, an important event in the Polish-Ukrainian studies became the
emergence of special monographic studies. The authors deepened the
work of historians period of people’s Poland, especially in such areas as
Pilsudski’s federal program, Polish-Ukrainian military-political union
of 1920, the Treaty of Riga and the Ukrainian question. In fact, modern
researchers were the first to violate the problem of state and legal
status Carpathian Ruthenia and Northern Bukovyna. However, despite
significant scientific advances, the following aspects need in-depth
study: miscalculations and inconsistent actions of Ukrainian govern-
ments, that influenced the policies of the victorious states concerning
the Ukrainian People’s Republic and the Western Ukrainian People’s
Republic; Anglo-French controversy over the problem of Eastern Galicia;
activities of special Entente missions in order to reach a truce bet-
ween Poland and the Western Ukrainian People’s Republic. Polish
historians have mostly covered the Ukrainian question through the
prism of the foreign policy of the reborn Republic of Poland and Polish
national interests. Therefore, it would be good if in the Polish histo-
riography the diplomacy of the UPR and ZUNR in the period of the
Ukrainian revolution became a separate topic of research in the future.

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LEMKO EMIGRATION DURING THE INTERWAR
PERIOD AS REFLECTED BY "NASH LEMKO"

Summary. The purpose of the study is to find out the peculiarities
of the coverage of Lemko emigration by the newspaper "Nash Lemko".
The article uses the following methods and approaches: systematic,
comparative and critical analysis of the source base represented by
large text arrays. The application of the content analysis method made it
possible to carry out the correct interpretation of various genres of
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newspaper information. The scientific novelty of the article is a com-
prehensive analysis of the emigration discourse of the newspaper "Nash
Lemko". Conclusions. According to the study, the emigration theme
was one of the dominant ones on the pages of "Nash Lemko". Such
popularity was caused by the importance of emigration in the life of
the Ruthenian community: the possibility of earning more money in a
foreign land opened up prospects to change miserable life circumstances.
Lemkos abroad were usually almost the last hope for exhausted by
poverty fellow villagers. Therefore, the newspaper wrote mostly about
the causes and destinations of emigration, as well as covered the life
of the Lemko diaspora in the United States, Canada, Brazil, Uruguay,
Peru and others. The newspaper provided detailed information about
the social and cultural-educational life of foreign Ruthenians: cultural
institutions, concerts, exhibitions and radio programs. However, in a
short time, emigration as a means of economic modernization became
the means for leaving the country completely, transforming into the
main threat to Lemko’s existence in their native lands. Therefore, "Nash
Lemko" justifiably initiated anti-emigration sentiments: instead of sear-
ching for new "promised" lands, it called for their creation in their
native mountains. Along with the adoption of protectionist laws by
most countries at the time, this agitation significantly slowed down
resettlement processes. This did not save Lemkivshchyna from dena-
tionalization because the winners of World War |1 determined its fate
in a completely different way.

The statement of the problem. During the interwar period the
problem of mass emigration was the most acute for the Second Polish
Republic. It was caused by a significant agrarian overpopulation, which
was especially dire in the Ukrainian voivodships. Therefore, emigration
issue has been in the focus of many studies by historians, demographers
and sociologists for a long time. They convincingly proved that Polish
government kept emigration processes under special control, seeing
them as almost the only way to reduce the surplus labour force, revive
the country’s economy, and gradually change the ethnic composition
of Ukrainian territories in favour of Polish population.

At the same time, the regional aspect of Warsaw’s emigration
policy was almost completely overlooked by researchers. The reason
for this is the lack of attention to the diverse local periodicals deposited
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in few library collections. Instead, as we will try to show below on the
example of "Nash Lemko", the study of emigration processes on the
basis of periodicals in interwar Poland will make it possible to cover
hitherto unnoticed topics. In particular, it is a question of nuanced
character and intensity of emigration processes considering climatic
and natural features of Lemkivshchyna. The problems of Ruthenian
adaptation to new conditions, as well as the cultural and social life
established by them in new places of residence, are also of considerable
interest. It is interesting to analyse the purely Ruthenian view of the
problem of emigration, which can be implemented only by studying
the regional press. After all, Lemko newspapers, which were usually
published by representatives of the Ruthenian intelligentsia, conducted
an active epistolary dialogue with their readers, recording on the pages
of edited newspapers the most significant problems of the community.
Analysis of previous research. Among the most significant
works of recent decades we would like to mention the works of Polish
researchers Anna Rechynska, Edward Kolodej, Halyna Yanovska and
their Ukrainian colleagues Stepan Makarchuk and Volodymyr Tro-
shchynsky. Stepan Kacharaba devoted a monographic study to the
problem of Ukrainian emigration from the western Ukrainian lands
(Karachaba, 2003). Several of our publications are devoted to the phe-
nomenon of the newspaper "Nash Lemko" as well (Nakonechnyi, 2019).
The purpose of the article is to find out the peculiarities of
the coverage of Lemko emigration by the newspaper "Nash Lemko".
The statement of the main material. While contemplating
about the reasons for emigration, Lemko publicists unanimously pointed
out the scarcity of land and a natural desire to earn more in countries
with higher wages. At the same time, the reasons were marked by
purely Ruthenian specificity, which consisted in the rapid fragmentation
of already small terrains and difficult agrarian conditions of poor moun-
tainous soil. This circumstance was quite a popular reason for com-
plaints on the pages of periodicals. The authors of the articles used
numerous examples — in artistic, journalistic and essay forms — to show
the perniciousness of land fragmentation in large Lemko families. The
traditional peasant culture idealized the image of the landowner, which
resulted in the constant division of usually small farms and neglect of
opportunities for cooperation. As a result, most Ruthenian families
barely survived, encouraging their children to seek sources of income
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outside the usual circle of rural occupations. And since the Lemko
territories were surrounded by mostly depressed economically regions,
the only prospect for earning money was to go to foreign countries.
Lemko writer O. Kostarevych described this situation as follows: "You
[Lemkivshchyna] sent half of your sons overseas to seek their destiny,
because life became difficult" (Kostarevych, 1934, p. 3).

Many Lemko newspapers also blamed poor soils and the harsh
conditions of land cultivation in mountainous areas with a capricious
climate. These troubles, which became chronic companions of Lemko
life, gave rise to emigration sentiment in the Ruthenian environment
immediately after the demolition of personal dependence of the peasants
in the Austro-Hungarian Empire. Therefore, because of the above-
mentioned natural conditions, Lemkos were the first to initiate emig-
ration processes among Ukrainians, paving the way for their brothers
from Galicia, Volhynia and Transcarpathia. At first, it was seasonal
work in other regions of the Habsburg Empire, and longer trips to richer
European countries later. Finally, the Ruthenians discovered the countries
of the other hemisphere as they favoured working conditions in the
United States and Canada the most. Lemko newspapers with a certain
complacency unanimously called the Ruthenians to be the first
Eastern Slavs to establish settlements on American soil. Describing
the emigration wanderings of the Ruthenians, "Nash Lemko" noted:
"An unenviable fate told us to say goodbye to our native lands and go
to distant lands to see a better life. So, our brothers travelled far across the
sea to the United States, Canada, Argentina, Brazil, and others to France,
Czechoslovakia, and elsewhere™ (Do brativ na chuzhyni”, 1934, p. 5).

According to "Nash Lemko", during the second half of the XIX —
early XX centuries half of the Lemko subethnic group left native lands.
The effect of these first great waves of emigration for the Lemko region
was invaluable. First of all, the emigrants managed to save their fellow
villagers at home not only from extreme impoverishment, but from
starvation as well. Another significant effect was the reduction of social
tensions in the countryside and suspension of land fragmentation.
Finally, Lemko newspapers emphasised the modernising effects of
emigration on the Lemko village, as the emigrants often returned with
new ideas, technologies and land cultivation practices. All Lemko
publications, regardless of ideological orientations, were grateful and
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appreciative to their emigrants. Thus, "Nash Lemko" wrote: "We [...]
highly value our well-established Lemko emigration” ("Do Vas, Brattia
Lemky", 1934, p. 4).

Regarding the positive effect of the emigration, the Ruthenians
in 1920s and 1930s suffered from a true despair, when the whole
world was engulfed in an unprecedented economic crisis. One of its
consequences was the introduction of anti-immigration laws in many
countries, designed to limit the influx of migrants, giving work to
their own citizens. Moreover, some countries (e.g. France) began to
forcibly evict unwanted emigrants, many of whom were Lemkos.
Those emigrants who were lucky enough to stay, were mostly unable
to help their small homeland due to the scarcity of earnings. The
effect was immediately felt by their relatives in the economically
devastated Poland.

In these circumstances, Lemko periodicals acted as guide for
their readers who were looking for a better life abroad. Newspapers
provided variety of information about the conditions of emigration,
the cost of travel and its logistics, possible dangers and more. In
addition, newspapers warned against various fraudsters that profited
from Lemko’s misfortune and lured the last funds from gullible peasants,
promising them better conditions elsewhere. The articles with head-
lines like "Away from the Deceiver" or "Voice of Caution" appeared
rather often at that time.

Lemko newspaper editors searched for new areas of emigration
for their readers. They considered this problem to be one of the top
priorities for the Polish state: "The number of unemployed peasants
in villages is growing in a frightening way" ("Bezrabotny na seli", 1935,
p. 1). "Nash Lemko" was in search of new emigration directions that
would satisfy the interests of the Ruthenians: the newspaper often
offered to go for seasonal work to Volyn and Podillya ("Ne emihruite
do Slavonii!", 1934, p. 4).

In covering the life of the Lemko diaspora, "Nash Lemko"
accurately recorded the settlement of the Lemkos in many countries
of the world and urged to nurture native culture there as much as possible.
Newspapers mostly reported about numerous American and Canadian
settlements, emphasising with undisguised pride that "our Lemkos are
the oldest Ukrainian emigrants in America". Newspapers even intro-
duced independent thematic sections on the life of Ruthenians in North
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America. It is important to mention that these columns were written
by Lemko correspondents in exile, thus, the reader received first-hand
information. In this way, the contributors could form a fairly complete
picture of the richness of the cultural and social life of their fellows in
the largest communities in New York, Philadelphia, Chicago, Winnipeg,
Montreal, Toronto, and others.

Alongside with the mentioned countries, newspapers told about
Lemko settlements in the South American countries — Brazil, Peru
and Paraguay. The newspapers also published about the emigrants in
the Old World, mainly in France, Germany, Britain, Czechoslovakia,
Lithuania, and Yugoslavia. Sometimes they published about distant
Manchuria (Green Wedge) and Australia, which demonstrated the
scale of Lemko’s emigration. With such a scattering of the Lemko
community around the globe, "Nash Lemko™ even introduced the rubrics
"Ukrainian life around the world" and "Ukrainian life in both hemis-
pheres" that reported about the Ruthenian diaspora.

Lemko publicists unanimously praised the uniqueness of the
adaptive abilities of the Ruthenians. While somewhat romanticising
this trait, one of the Ruthenian publicists wrote: "Wherever our brother
Lemko is, he gets used to all circumstances very quickly. [...] Lemko
becomes a famous farmer during his hard work in Germany, Ugra
and France. Canadians are fascinated by the entrepreneurship of our
brothers, who are setting an example for them. Lemko is never afraid
of a difficult task — once he faces it, his hands are already doing it.
His mind works quickly. He goes underground to mine the American
coal while singing, joyfully cries out at the forest works in Canada,
wanders in the Brazilian wilds, fondly feeds cattle among the lush
Argentine steppes. He does not dawdle. That is why he finds friends
among strangers, earns their praises and gets a decent pay" ("Ukraintsi
lemky", 1935, p. 2). We deliberately provided a longer quote to show
what traits of their character the Lemko emigrants considered the
most needed in the labour market.

Such a persistent and proactive attitude to work gave noticeable
results in a short time. Lemko newspapers willingly informed their
readers about the cultural achievements of emigrants abroad: cultural
institutions were built, concerts and performances were held, radio
programs were organized, and so on. This news was often illustrated
by photographs of cultural and educational centres and Lemko activists.
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Lemko newspapers provided their readers with information about the
institutionalization of Ukrainian life in exile. In particular, they fully
covered the work of the First Congress of Lemkos, which took place
in New York in August 1935. The most notable achievement of this
forum was the creation of the "Lemko Defence Organization" ("Zizd
lemkiv", 1935, p. 5). Such social maturity of the Lemkos was gradually
turning the Ruthenian community into a prominent actor on the socio-
political scene in the United States and Canada. According to the
Lemko newspaper, representatives of local elites increasingly cooperated
with the leaders of the Ruthenian movement to win the vote.

Along with the successes, Lemko’s publications did not hide
the difficulties of emigration life. It was pointed out that the most diffi-
cult thing for every immigrant was to lose touch with their homeland.
Therefore, the Lviv newspaper served as a mediator between emig-
rants and their small homeland: "There is a spiritual connection between
emigrants and the native land. In order for that connection to remain,
«Nash Lemko» steps in to strengthen it. Lemko’s emigration is a living
part of our native lands" ("Do brativ na chuzhyni", 1934, p. 5). Thus,
newspapers provided cultural updates for compatriots abroad. These
included small works of art and journalistic articles, as well as nu-
merous illustrations of outstanding natural and cultural monuments of
the Lemko region.

The biggest problem, that was rooted in the emigration itself,
was the significant atomization of the Lemkos abroad. Daily problems
made it difficult to realize the need for national unity. ldeological con-
tradictions, the roots of which dated back to the nineteenth century,
came between different groups as well. However, the young gene-
ration of Lemkos in the 1920s and 1930s gradually overcame parental
stereotypes, emphasising the need for solidarity to achieve the greatest
possible results ("Oi, ne bude tak dobre", 1934, p. 3). These consoli-
dation efforts were supported by the newspaper under research, trying to
unite the Lemkos abroad with an understanding of emigration’s mission.
The main point of the mission was to assist everyone in their region,
primarily financially, to help Lemkos develop their culture. The news-
paper was constantly demonstrating the significance of the unity of
the Lemko world: "The belief that our Brothers overseas do not forget
the good of the native lands overcomes all difficulties” ("Zbirna zhertva",
1936, p. 7).
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Along with the above-mentioned well-deserved appreciation,
Ruthenian publicists noted the considerable threats posed by the long-
term uninterrupted outflow of the most active population from Lem-
kivshchyna. Thus, even in the first letters from abroad, Ruthenian pub-
licists saw those disturbing moments that later became a real threat to
the very existence of the people. The initial departures from native
lands had the sole purpose of earning money. The Lemkos emigrated
in the hope of good earnings, which, upon return, were to intensify
the traditional agriculture. However, the estimated length of staying
abroad increased, and the workers themselves, feeling the benefits of
the new life situation, were in no hurry to return to their homes. They
saw a certain justification for themselves in the constant funding their
relatives in the homeland. Those, in turn, quickly became accustomed
to constant cash subsidies, replacing the activist attitude to life with
consumer ones. Thus, a vicious circle was formed: the emigrants could
not return because everyone was constantly waiting for their help at
home, and their compatriots in Lemkivshchyna did not see the point
in constant exhausting work, because it was possible to ask for new
help and live exclusively from it.

This problem became even more acute in the post-war years,
as the economic crisis significantly reduced the amount of financial
help from abroad. Thus, once again, the most entrepreneurial and active
part of the Lemkos, instead of looking for opportunities to improve
their lives on the spot, chose the emigration route paved by previous
generations. Unlike the first waves, this time it was obvious that global
economic crisis and the need to settle in new lands forced the Ruthe-
nian workers to leave their homeland for a long time and maybe forever.
This, according to the Lemko newspaper, energetically weakened the
Lemko region, making it an easy prey for colonisation by other peoples.
"Nash Lemko" warned: "Mass emigration of Lemkos [...] would greatly
harm our Lemko region. The most mobile, brave, capable and smart
boys and girls would leave our land. The population of Lemkivshchyna
would be very thin, and in the meantime, we would be very weak"
("Oi, ne bude tak dobre", 1934, p. 3).

Therefore, the Lemko newspaper launched a powerful anti-immig-
ration propaganda campaign. First of all, it emphasized the need for
conscious changes, this included the rejection of the established ste-
reotype of the inevitability of the emigration. "Nash Lemko™ actively
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fought against another stereotypical belief in the exceptional unsuitability
of Lemko lands for productive agricultural work. It was rightly em-
phasized that mastering the latest land cultivation techniques should
eliminate this problem in general. Thus, the peasants must be actively
engaged in education. "Nash Lemko" has repeatedly convinced its
readers: "The Germans also have bad lands, in Switzerland there are
even higher mountains than ours, in Finland they have only stones
and swamps, but thanks to science people there do not suffer as we do"
("Vsiudy dobre", 1934, p. 4).

The Ruthenian publicists concentrated their efforts on instilling
in the Lemkos an activist attitude to life and returning them the faith
undermined by troubles. Many publications have pointed out that the
energy and endurance that Lemkos usually demonstrate in the colonies
are astonishing, but they are also capable of miraculously transfor-
ming their native mountains. Therefore, there is no need to look for
the better place elsewhere, it is necessary to simply become the initiative
and clever owner of their native territories. As the Lemko newspaper
emphasises, the whole matter of emigration, should not be considered
as the most important in people’s lives, it cannot be perceived as
something the whole Lemkivshchyna will perish without. By the same
token, even finding new territories to settle will not be able to signi-
ficantly improve the difficult situation in the countryside. "Nash Lemko",
trying to convince its reader, asserted that "only through great work,
consolidation, community of aspirations [...] we will discover America,
the promised land, here, on our lands" ((-vych), 1935, p. 7).

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THE DEVELOPMENT OF CREDIT COOPERATION
IN DROHOBYCH REGION (1920s —1930s)

The purpose of the study is to reveal the activities
of credit unions in Drohobych region in the interwar period, to show
their role in the economic protection of the Ukrainian population of
Galicia in interwar Poland. The research methodology is based on
the principles of historicism, systematicity, scientificity, authorial ob-
jectivity, as well as the use of general scientific and special-historical
methods. The scientific novelty lies in the study of the development of
credit cooperation in Drohobych in the 1920-1930’s. Conclusions.
An important place in the cooperative movement of Eastern Galicia
in the interwar period belonged to credit cooperatives. In 1938, there
were 25 credit cooperatives of Raiffeisen type (rural associations) and
Ukrainian banks (Schulze-Delich city cooperatives) in Drohobych
region, which were united around Central Bank (Central Cooperative
Bank of "Krai Credit Union™). The capital of these institutions consisted
of shares of members and contributions of the population. Credit
cooperation protected Ukrainians, increased their solvency and economic
independence, national consciousness. The main financial institution
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of the Ukrainian credit cooperative was Central Bank. With well-
developed cooperation, Ukrainians could work effectively even under
unfavourable conditions and hostility from the Polish occupation regime.
The cooperation protected not only the material but also the spiritual
needs of Ukrainian citizens, it was a natural manifestation of social
and economic self-organization of the people, a source of its cultural
self-development. The financial and credit system contributed to the
development of cooperation through the organization of affordable
credit for the population, the facilitation of mutual relations between
national organizations and the strengthening of the legal status of
cooperation.

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in the pages of Polish periodicals of the early twentieth century. The
methodological basis is an interdisciplinary approach. Special emphasis
is placed on the structural-functional systematic analysis of historio-
graphical facts and the method of critical analysis of documentary
material. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the attempt to com-
prehensively analyse the Polish Hrushevsky studies in terms of the
reaction of its representatives to the socio-political initiatives of a
prominent Ukrainian historian. Conclusions. The conducted historio-
graphical analysis showed that Polish journalism was unconditionally
critical towards M. Hrushevsky’s numerous cultural and public initiatives.
None of the scientist’s attempts to gain more rights for Ukrainians in
Eastern Galicia were met with sympathy. We would like to note that
Polish publicists of all parties united in a consistent denial of the ar-
guments of the Lviv professor. Instead, we can note a clear change in
tone in the discussion with M. Hrushevsky. Thus, the balanced critical
writings at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries were replaced in
the last pre-war years by the demonstrative profanation of his sugges-
tions for the normalization of Polish-Ukrainian relations. At the same
time, the image of the scholar in the pages of Polish periodicals became
more and more demonised. All these actions were components of the
general ideological attack of Polish intellectuals on modern Ukrainians,
that in the last years of the Great War turned into an armed conflict.

Problem statement. National traditions of reading and interpreting
Hrushevsky’s texts of various genres have currently become a popular
subject of studies dedicated to his personality. However, the studies
of the last thirty years put the emphasis mostly on clarifying the asse-
ssment of the scientific and organizational component of Hrushevsky’s
works. At the same time, the peculiarities of how contemporaries
reacted to the socio-political work of M. Hrushevsky is extremely rarely
articulated as an independent scientific problem. Such neglect of this
topic does not correspond to the scientist’s outstanding contribution
to the modernization of the Ukrainian movement, nor to the solidity
of the sources identified today, which contain reflections on the various
public initiatives of the Great Ukrainian.

As a first step towards solving this problem, hereinafter we will
try to explore the peculiarities of the attitude of Polish intellectuals to
the socio-political work of M. Hrushevsky, which is reflected in nu-
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merous journalistic texts, mostly published in Galician periodicals.
We will focus on the period of the late nineteenth — early twentieth
century. We decided to choose the said time limit due to the fact that after
the beginning of the First World War M. Hrushevsky left the western
Ukrainian lands forever, and his activities lost relevance for Polish
publicists.

The analysis of sources and recent researches. The main
source for clarifying the reception of M. Hrushevsky’s cultural and
public initiatives was the critical articles devoted to him on the pages
of the Galician periodicals "Dilo", "Stowo Polskie", "Swiat Slowianski"
and others. Vitaliy Telvak has most fully researched the Polish Hru-
shevsky studies in different articles (Telvak, 2006) and monographic
studies (Telvak, 2008, pp. 40-157). However, his texts present the
analysis of the Polish reception of Hrushevsky’s scientific and organi-
zational work while assessments of cultural and social activities are
mentioned occasionally. This determines the relevance of our study.

The purpose of the publication is to clarify the dynamics of
assessments of M. Hrushevsky’s socio-political activities in the pages
of Polish periodicals of the early twentieth century.

The statement of the main material. The most important dis-
cussion during the period under study was the polemics of Polish pub-
licists with educational proposals of M. Hrushevsky. The Ukrainian
professor, having experienced the discriminatory attitude of the Polish
administration of Lviv University to Ukrainians within its walls, sup-
ported the initiative of Ukrainian students to reorganize the main edu-
cational institution of the Galician capital (V.V. Telvak & V.P. Telvak,
2019a). His main idea was to divide the existing Lviv University into
Polish and Ukrainian educational institutions. An alternative to this
project was the proposal to establish a completely new higher educational
institution in Lviv, designed for Ukrainians of the Danube Monarchy.
M. Hrushevsky supported his younger colleagues, and later led the
public movement for Ukrainian higher education in Eastern Galicia.
He presented numerous journalistic pieces in Ukrainian periodicals
about this problem, as well as prepared a memorial about the state
university affairs, which was presented by the Ukrainian parliamentary
delegation in Vienna.

To understand the logic of M. Hrushevsky’s educational initiatives
aimed at restructuring higher education in Eastern Galicia, here are
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some of the most eloquent quotations from his journalistic pieces of
that time. "The spiritual needs of the Ruthenian people are seriously
neglected because of the lack of Rus’ universities" (Hrushevskyi, 1899,
p. 88). Long before tumultuous student riots of the late 19th and early
20th centuries, Hrushevsky outlined a strategy for the fight for a Ukrainian
higher education institution: "In Lviv, the capital of Galician Rus,
and, considering modern circumstances, in Ukraine-Rus from the San
to Kuban, every Ukrainian has the right for its own educational in-
stitution. Lviv University belongs to the Ruthenians! We do not try to
tell the government what it should do with Polish education, maybe it
would like to give the Polish people a second university in the region,
maybe they would leave the current Lviv University in their hands
and establish a new one for the Ruthenians. The most important thing
is: Ruthenians must have a Ruthenian university in Lviv!" (Hrushevskyi,
1897, p. 1). "Of course, — as M. Hrushevsky added later, — as long as
there is no separate university, it does not eliminate the need, does
not relieve the burden of the current situation, to establish more Ru-
thenian departments at the current Lviv University" (Hrushevskyi,
1899, p. 90).

Polish intellectuals completely denied the expediency of the
above-mentioned proposals of the Lviv professor, rightly seeing the
emergence of Ukrainian higher education as a serious threat to their
dominant position in the Ukrainian lands of Galicia. The first Polish
reaction to M. Hrushevsky’s initiative to Ukrainianize Lviv University
was demonstrated in the context of a well-known conflict between a
Ukrainian professor and his Polish colleagues in July 1901. M. Hru-
shevsky, who in communication with his Polish colleagues used Ukrai-
nian exclusively, was interrupted by Dean Kazymyr Twardowski,
asking to use Polish. When the Ukrainian historian did not heed this
request, the chairman asked another Ukrainian professor, Kyryl Stu-
dinsky, to translate his colleague’s speech. Instead, the latter, instead
of explaining the essence of M. Hrushevsky’s position, began to sub-
stantiate his own vision of the problem. Deprived of the opportunity
to convey his position to colleagues in this way, M. Hrushevsky left
the meeting room.

It should be noted that this was neither the first nor the last
clash of M. Hrushevsky with Galician Poles about the right for edu-
cation in one’s native language. However, the events of July 1901 were
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destined to become a turning point in M. Hrushevsky’s permanent
confrontation with the leadership of Lviv University, which was
predominantly Polish. The Lviv press, both Ukrainian and Polish, en-
hanced the importance of this general everyday conflict. The Ukrainian
press focused on the disenfranchisement of Ukrainians and their lan-
guage within the walls of the university, portraying M. Hrushevsky
as a fighter for the restoration of historical justice, because from the
very beginning the school had a legal bilingual status. On the other
hand, the Polish press portrayed Ukrainian historian as a vicious violator
of written and unwritten corporate traditions and rules, a constant dis-
turber of academic harmony — an image that was only more exagge-
rated by Polish journalism until the beginning of the First World War
(V.V. Telvak & V.P. Telvak, 2019b). Moreover, in order to achieve
the necessary emotional reaction from readers, the correspondent of
the magazine "Gazeta Narodowa" reported that while leaving the
meeting, M. Hrushevsky allegedly slammed the door.

Media coverage forced the parties of the conflict to explain to
the public the reasons of their behaviour. The position of Polish
professors was reflected in the journalistic letter of K. Twardowski’s
successor as dean, Ludwik Finkel. In a brief article in the pages of the
Lviv newspaper "Dilo", he refuted the fabrication of "Gazeta Narodowa"
about the behaviour of his Ukrainian colleague. Furthermore, the well-
known Polish historian pointed out with considerable politeness the
right of the Polish administration to demand from all its employees
Polish-language communication given the fact that Lviv University
was essentially Polish (Finkel, 1901, p. 2).

However, further conversation about the ways to Ukrainianize
higher education in Austria-Hungary markedly radicalized the public
discussion of this important issue for the East Galician community.
Once again, M. Hrushevsky was put in the focus of critical articles in
Polish journalism as he was rightly considered the creator of the idea
of a Ukrainian university. The tone of Polish journalism of that time
is well conveyed by the letter of another Hrushevsky’s colleague at the
University, the famous Polish biologist, geographer, physician and
literary critic Benedict Tadeusz Dybowski. In the Lviv newspaper "Stowo
Polskie", which opposed cultural and educational work of Galician
Ukrainians the most, he published a journalistic reflection "On the
article by prof. Hrushevsky" (Dybowski, 1906). The Polish author meant
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the letters of the Ukrainian scientist about university affairs in Lviv,
reprinted in Dnieper journals.

B. Dybowski’s article marked a new quality in the Polish dis-
cussion of Ukrainian initiatives regarding a fairer solution to the language
problem in the Galician region. At least some argument-supported
polemics and attempts to understand the other side were replaced by
the unappealable denial of any rightness of the opponent, the profa-
nation of Hrushevsky’s arguments, the dehumanization of the very
image of Ukrainians. This was reflected at the very beginning of the
scholar’s text, where the Ukrainian resistance to the Polonization of
the region and the behaviour of its leaders are depicted in the style of
apocalyptic Polish stories about Khmelnytsky era: "This stream of hatred
in the masses and among the leaders, has not decreased, but on the
contrary, has been growing and growing, especially since Prof. My-
khailo Hrushevsky came here, to Lviv, and spoke in favour of Hai-
damak’s propaganda" (Dybowski, 1906, p. 3). The unequal struggle
of Ukrainian youth for the rights for the education in the native lan-
guage at Lviv University was depicted with exaggerated emotionality
and brutality. The Polish publicist describes the actions aimed at protec-
ting the Ukrainian voice within its walls as "something wild, thoughtless,
barbaric". At the same time, B. Dybowski rejected the naturalness of
such resistance, emphasising that Ukrainian youth allegedly fell com-
pletely under the influence of their professor’s anti-Polish views: "The
barbaric struggle at the university and the whole Sich movement in
general developed and flourished thanks to him" (Dybowski, 1906, p. 3).

After such characteristics of the Ukrainian youth and their de-
fender, B. Dybowski’s strong objections to the slightest validity of
Ukrainian claims for equal rights within the walls of the main higher
school of the Galician capital were fully expected. The author decided
not to burden himself with the analysis of the issues raised by M. Hru-
shevsky in his articles, showing the cynicism of the Polish resistance
to give Ukrainians proper rights at Lviv University, which were guaran-
teed by the state constitution. In the general context of profanation of
Ukrainian claims, the Polish scholar does not acknowledge the con-
clusions of his Ukrainian colleague: "Coverage of Ruthenian secession
at the university, as well as coverage of all other facts contained in the
article by Mr. M. H. [Rushevsky] are biased and untrue" (Dybowski,
1906, p. 4). Moreover, at the end of the article B. Dybowski’s polemic
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acquires a distinctly personal character: rejecting elementary ethics,
he gives the opponent the nickname "Haidamak’s backer". It should
be noted that due to such impolite wording, this nickname became
popular among Polish publicists concerned about the progress of the
Ukrainian movement.

Polish publicists criticised with the same recklessness other
aspects of cultural and social work of M. Hrushevsky. Thus, they
were greatly concerned with the influence of the Ukrainian professor
on the Galician youth, who, according to Polish magazines, became
"politicised" under the influence of their teacher, that is, became increa-
singly critical towards Galician realities. For example, here is a series
of articles from the already mentioned Lviv newspaper "Stowo Polskie"
authored by historian and teacher, public figure Jan Kaminski, devoted
to the characteristics of the closest to M. Hrushevsky circle of Galician
youth — representatives of his Lviv school (Kaminski, 1909a, 1909b).
The content and tone of these articles could be predicted by the author’s
thesis "like father, like son™. The Polish publicist convinces his reader
that it the influence of M. Hrushevsky that pushes his young students
to reveal in their works the facts of national oppression in Eastern
Galicia, while allegedly not avoiding falsification of historical evidence.

Polish publicists became especially critical after the revolutio-
nary events of 1905, when M. Hrushevsky launched an active public
activity in the Dnipro Ukraine which was under the rule of the Romanov
Empire. The most notable component of this activity was the prolific
cooperation of the Lviv professor with numerous Russian periodicals,
where he paid a lot of attention to the nature of Polish-Ukrainian
relations in the Danube monarchy. The evidence-based critique of
these publications, which portrayed Poles in an unfavourable light of
the oppressors of the Slavic "brothers", frightened Polish intellectuals
who sought national preference in the State Duma by manipulating
with Slavophile rhetoric.

Therefore, when M. Hrushevsky published these articles in 1907
in a separate collection "The Liberation of Russia and the Ukrainian
Issue”, Polish journalism focused on criticizing the most irritating
theses, trying to disavow them. Since it was impossible to argue the
facts set forth by Ukrainian scientists in essence, Polish publications
once again chose the tactic of desecrating M. Hrushevsky’s accusations.
Thus, instead of acknowledging the sad state of Ukrainian affairs in
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Polish-led Eastern Galicia, or at least explaining the data he provided,
opponents of the SSS chairman made comparisons of the achievements
of Ukrainians in the Austro-Hungarian and Russian empires. At the
same time, they deliberately silenced the fact, which was emphasised
by M. Hrushevsky, that the mentioned achievements happened not with
the help of, but actually against the will of the Polish administration,
as a result of a long exhausting struggle.

Feliks-Karol Koneczny, a well-known historian and historian,
theatre critic, librarian and journalist, was the first to start the discussion
with the Ukrainian author. In the pages of the Krakow monthly "Swiat
Slowianski", he recognized for the first time among Polish publicists the
leading role of M. Hrushevsky in the Ukrainian "camp”, calling him
"the head of the Ruthenian people in Galicia" (F.K. [Koneczny F.],
1907). Then the Polish author consistently deconstructs the thesis of
the Ukrainian opponent about Ukrainian domination in Eastern Galicia.
In his opinion, this problem is somewhat different: he convinces his
readers that "Eastern Galicia was and is (and will forever be) Ruthenian-
Polish land". Therefore, he considers M. Hrushevsky’s attempts to
present Eastern Galician territories as Ukrainian ones to be completely
wrong.

Analysing the public work of the author of "History of Ukraine-
Rus", F. Koneczny points out its two main shortcomings. The first is
the inconsistency, which consists in M. Hrushevsky’s recognition of
the greater danger of Polish domination over Russian one. The second
shortcoming of Hrushevsky, a politician, is "political dilettantism",
meaning his allegedly incompetent immersion in Galician politics.
We would like to note that this second accusation of F. Koneczny is
borrowed from the arsenal of Ukrainian opponents of the Lviv professor.
It was formulated by the leader of the Narodniks, Oleksandr Barvinsky,
who considered the tactics chosen by M. Hrushevsky to combat Polish
domination in all spheres of public life in the Galician region to be
excessively radical and therefore erroneous (Telvak, 2017). Largely
following the logic of O. Barvinsky, F. Koneczny points out that his
opponent does not take into account the real distribution of power in
the Dnister region while defending the equality of Poles and Ukrainians
in education and administration. The Polish publicist considers such a
historically formed domination of Poles to be normal, without noticing
the incorrectness of such a statement.

At the same time, appreciating the high professional level of
M. Hrushevsky’s works, F. Koneczny found the strength to reject the
most appalling characteristics formulated by his Polish colleagues in
the journalism department. "We know that the head of the Galician
Ruthenians is worthy of respect, and we do not hesitate to express our
respect to him in this issue of «Swiat Slowianski». — We also know that
he is not as scary as he is portrayed, and even, not as scary as he portrays
himself. We know that he does not have the features of Haidamaks at
all (in the Polish sense of the word), and we are not afraid of him at
all, differing from other Polish publications" (F.K. [Koneczny F.],
1907, p. 141).

Ludwik Kolankowski, a former student, historian, and politician,
reacted somewhat more sharply to M. Hrushevsky’s journalism in
"The Liberation of Russia and the Ukrainian Issue”. Continuing the
discussion of the ideological principles of the Ukrainian scholar’s
journalism in the pages of the Krakow magazine "Swiat Stowianski",
he, like other Polish commentators, pointed to the key position of the
author of the "History of Ukraine-Rus" in the Ukrainian movement
on both sides of Zbruch. According to L. Kolankowski, his professor
is "a political leader — if not of all Ukraine — then at least of the Ukrainians
in Eastern Galicia" (Kolankowski, 1908, p. 19).

Then the Polish publicist analyses M. Hrushevsky’s views on
Polish-Ukrainian relations in Galicia in some detail. Like his other
colleagues, L. Kolankowski appeals to the historical tradition, consi-
dering the situation of total domination of the Polish community in
all spheres of Galician life to be quite normal. He considers the fight
against this state of affairs to be detrimental to the preservation of in-
terethnic balance, and the tactics of his former teacher to be exceptio-
nally destructive. "Mr. Hrushevsky is a great and sincere Ruthenian,
Ukrainian patriot. We are completely convinced of this, — says L. Ko-
lankowski. — [...] But Mr. Hrushevsky is at the same time a mortal
enemy of the Polish people. After reading his political thoughts,
everyone will be convinced of this. Mr. Hrushevsky, apparently sin-
cerely believes that the path to the future greatness of Ukraine leads
through the non-recognition of Poland" (Kolankowski, 1908, p. 29).
At the same time, rejecting the anti-Polish criticism of the Ukrainian
professor, the correspondent of "Swiat Stowianski" tries to offer unifying
rhetoric. According to him, Poles and Ukrainians should unite against
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the common enemy of their own independence aspirations — the Russian
tsar, because "the path to a free Kyiv leads to a free Warsaw" (Kolan-
kowski, 1908, p. 30). It should be noted that L. Kolankowski is to
some extent naive in his non-recognition of the fact that such a Polish-
Ukrainian unification is possible only under the conditions that M. Hru-
shevsky has repeatedly written about.

The relatively calm and correct discussion around M. Hrushevsky’s
cultural and public initiatives during of the first years of the twentieth
century became noticeably radicalized on the eve of the First World
War, when it became clear that neither Poles nor Ukrainians would
give up their claims to East Galicia. Since then, in the pages of Polish
periodicals, the journalistic speeches of the Ukrainian scientist have
been criticised more and more sharply, and the attempt to argue with
them in a somewhat balanced way has been replaced by reckless pro-
fanation. An example of this tendency can be the journalistic activity
of the Polish amateur historian, publicist and writer Franciszek Rawita-
Gawronski, who considered M. Hrushevsky the personification of the
anti-Polish policy of Ukrainians (V.V. Telvak & V.P. Telvak, 2013).
His extensive article "The Ruthenian Issue in Austria and Russia™ in
the already mentioned Krakow monthly "Swiat Stowianski" became
a symbol of the progressive brutalization of the discussion with Hru-
shevsky (Rawita-Gawronski, 1912).

Already at the beginning of his publication, the Polish publicist
deliberately called his opponent "the son of a priest from Kholm",
knowing full well that in fact Serhiy Hrushevsky was not ordained a
priest, but worked as a teacher in Kholm. In the following pages of his
article, F. Rawita-Gawronski only increases the degree of brutality in
the characteristics of the public activity of the Lviv professor. He
convinces the Polish reader that M. Hrushevsky "with energy worthy
of better use" used the possibilities of the constitutional system of the
Danube monarchy to develop grassroots movement in two directions.
The first is "anti-social" in Galicia, aimed at protecting Ukrainian
interests at the expense of the Polish "prawo posiadania”. This activity is
described by F. Rawita-Gawronski as deeply insincere, because it
was allegedly based not on the care for compatriots, but on the need
of M. Hrushevsky to fulfil his own leadership ambitions.

The second direction was even more dangerous, in the opinion
of the Polish publicist, as he had a powerful influence on the youth,
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who allegedly, following the behaviour of their teacher, turned to a
radical fight for their constitutional rights. Distorting historical facts,
F. Rawita-Gawronski writes, "the Ruthenians gained these rights with
the help of the Poles, often on their own initiative". Furthermore, the
Polish publicist resorted to the complete dehumanization of the Ukrainian
community: "The problem is that Ruthenians seek more than their
mental, cultural, and material capacity allows, that their aspirations
never take reality into account, and that there are no boundaries, that
their chaotic character — ethnic trait — does them more harm than all,
combined and described by Hrushevsky and his followers, [enemies]"
(Rawita-Gawronski, 1912, p. 559).

Due to such alleged "immaturity" of Ukrainian grassroots move-
ment, F. Rawita-Gawronski perceives the activity of radical leaders
as a dangerous one. The Polish publicist especially antagonises M. Hru-
shevsky, nominating him as "the leader of the scientific and political
radicalism of the Galician Ruthenians™ and "a socialist by conviction".
Illustrating the aforementioned “radicalism”, the author points to the
reluctance to accept the status quo and recognize Polish domination
in Eastern Galicia. "Hrushevsky, using the socialist basis for his agita-
tion disturbed the peace and complicated the proper development of
the two people that had previously lived in Galicia in harmony" (Rawita-
Gawronski, 1912, p. 570). Rejecting any constructiveness in the Hru-
shevsky’s speeches, the Polish publicist sees in his rhetoric only anti-
Polishness, allegedly aimed exclusively at "weakening the Polish people
in both Russia and Austria". In view of the abovementioned facts, it
is not surprising that F. Rawita-Gawronski draws the following con-
clusion: "All his pamphlets on this topic express conspiracy, inciting
constant mistrust between Poles and Russia, between Austria and
Poles" (Rawita-Gawronski, 1912, p. 572).

The brochure of the well-known revolutionary, sociologist,
publicist and politician Ludwig Kulczycki "Ugoda Polsko-Ruska"
became a kind of a final chord of the Polish Hrushevsky studies that
summarised the perception of Hrushevsky by Polish intellectuals
(Kulczycki, 1912). Interestingly enough is the fact that this work belonged
to one of the leading representatives of the Polish socialist movement
that was in the opposition to the above-mentioned adherents of national
democracy ideology. However, despite the completely different ideo-
logical position of the author-socialist, his critique of the public work
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of M. Hrushevsky did not differ from the assessments of his opponents.
Moreover, in his pamphlet L. Kulczycki actually synthesized both Polish
and Ukrainian complaints about Hrushevsky, which were spread by
scholar’s opponents on both sides of Zbruch.

Nevertheless, the Polish publicist claims that the arrival of M. Hru-
shevsky in 1894 to Galicia "had a significant impact on the cultural
and political life of the Ruthenians". Furthermore, he traditionally pays
tribute to the energy, diligence and organizational skills of the Lviv
professor. However, L. Kulczycki writes in more detail about the ne-
gative traits of the opponent, which are "overweigh the positive ones"
Following Galician critics of M. Hrushevsky, the Polish author points
to Hrushevsky’s unhealthy ambition, despotic leadership style, intolerance
of dissent, and so on. L. Kulczycki claims that these negative traits
are caused by the fact that the Ukrainian scientist allegedly "has a
very one-sided education, and his mindset, in a sense, has the features
of barbarism" (Kulczycki, 1912, p. 39).

Manifestations of the mentioned "barbarism" are the alleged lack
of a sense of reality, i.e., the unwillingness to accept Polish domina-
tion in Eastern Galicia, which was mostly inhabited by Ukrainians.
L. Kulczycki calls M. Hrushevsky a "radical” and "the spiritual father
of maximalist politics in the Ukrainian national democracy" (Kul-
czycki, 1912, p. 39). This policy, as the Polish publicist points out,
does not have a significant impact on the older population of the Galician
community, who are accustomed to Polish supremacy. Instead, as he
complains, M. Hrushevsky’s ideas have gained considerable popularity
among Ukrainian youth, whose vigour threatens the stability of Ga-
lician political traditions. Putting all the responsibility for the sharp
deterioration of Polish-Ukrainian relations on the author of the "His-
tory of Ukraine-Rus" in the early 1910s, L. Kulczycki emotionally
concludes that his opponent "managed to do a lot of evil to Ruthenian
national groups" (Kulczycki, 1912, p. 42).

Conclusions. The conducted historiographical analysis showed
that Polish journalism was unconditionally critical of M. Hrushevsky’s
numerous cultural and public initiatives. None of the scientist’s attempts
to gain more rights for Ukrainians in Eastern Galicia were met with
sympathy. We would like to note that Polish publicists of all parties
united in a consistent denial of the arguments of the Lviv professor.
Instead, we can note a clear change in tone in the discussion with
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M. Hrushevsky. Thus, the balanced critical writings at the turn of the
19th and 20th centuries were replaced in the last pre-war years by the
demonstrative profanation of his suggestions for the normalization of
Polish-Ukrainian relations. At the same time, the image of the scientist
in the pages of Polish periodicals became more and more demonised.
All those actions were components of the general ideological attack
of Polish intellectuals on the Ukrainians that in the last years of the
Great War turned into an armed conflict.
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BIOHISTORIOGRAPHY
OF THE UKRAINIAN NATIONAL LIBERATION
MOVEMENT IN DROHOBYCH REGION IN 1930-1950s

Summary. The purpose of this study is to analyze historiogra-
phical sources containing information about the leaders and prominent
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figures of the Ukrainian liberation movement of the 1930—1950s in
Drohobych region, to find out the extent of study of the problem, to
highlight the unexplored and unexplored issues. Research methodo-
logy is based on the principles of historicism, systematic, scientific,
verification, authorial objectivity, moderate narrative constructivism,
as well as the use of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generaliza-
tion) and special historical (historical-genetic, historical-typological,
historical-systemic) methods. The scientific novelty is that for the first
time the author analyzed historiographical literature on the leaders
and prominent figures of the Ukrainian national liberation movement
in Drohobych region of the 1930s and 1950s emphasizing the nature
and problems of historical research, conceptual bases and informa-
tivity. Conclusions. The main outlines of the analyzed problem were
depicted by the Ukrainian diaspora representatives and such attempts
were made immediately after the Second World War. Modern researchers
have not only deepened their predecessor but also expanded the range
of scientific research. Now, the names of those who fought for Ukraine’s
independence in the 1930°’s and 1950°s have been forgotten. At the
same time, there are problems that require further scientific research. In
particular, it is necessary to find out the full composition of the OUN(b)
Drohobych regional leadership and to trace the activity of this struc-
ture from the autumn of 1941 to the end of 1944. We have little informa-
tion about its leading figures — Andrey Shukatko, Vladimir Kobilnik,
Levko Hrushak, Olga Nimilovich, Roman Kotsyub etc. It is hoped that
further studies on the oral, social, gender history of the Ukrainian
liberation movement will continue to gain in importance, as well as
work on the creation of a modern commemorative canon.

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THEORY OF CREATION
OF THE INSURGENT-GUERRILLA LIBERATION ARMY
IN THE MILITARY-HISTORICAL WORKS
OF OUN MEMBERS

Summary. The purpose of this research is to study the theore-
tical works of OUN activists on the creation of an insurgent-guerrilla
liberation army, which have not lost their significance for the deve-
lopment of modern Ukraine and the reforming of its Armed Forces.
The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism
and the synthesis of comparative and problem-chronological methods of
researching the works of OUN soldiers on the creation of the Ukrai-
nian army. The scientific novelty lies in the implementation of one of
the first attempts at a comprehensive study of OUN propaganda and
journalistic materials on military-organizational activities, which clarifies
the role of the Organization’s military figures in the formation and
development of its basic principles on the eve of World War 1l. Con-
clusions. On the basis of the relevant funds of the State Archive of
Lviv Region (SALR), memoirs, nationalist newspapers and magazines,
fundamental monographs and dissertations, the role of OUN leaders
E. Konovalets, M. Kolodzinskyi, O. Gasyn, R. Yaryi, Z. Kossak is
covered on the creation of the liberation army in military-historical
and military-theoretical works. The main materials, which consider
the issues of the coming war, tactics and strategy of Ukrainian natio-
nalists, military doctrine and military training were prepared by:
M. Kolodzinskyi — "Ukrainian military doctrine”, Z. Kossak — "44 rules
of life of the Ukrainian nationalist”, R. Yaryi — "Military education of
youth", E. Konovalets — "Military Affairs", "Military Training". The
creative achievements of OUN military figures were marked by a wide
range and depth of thinking, high professionalism. All educational and
theoretical developments of OUN soldiers are a source for studying
the military-historical thought about the activities of the nationalist
organization of 1929-1939. This legacy can be used in the not yet
completed state-building processes of modern Ukraine, the reforming
of the Armed Forces of the state, the prospect of our country’s accession
to European structures and NATO.
