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The perspectives of sustainable development of countries which develop in the context 
of WTO global issues have been investigated in the article. The intercommunication 
between agricultural development and overcoming of maximum poverty among 
developing countries has been determined. The set of indexes of sustainable 
development, which would satisfy the necessities of different countries of the world,
has been offered. The methodology of selection of these indexes has been given 
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possibility of construction of structural intercommunication between indexes which 
estimate human welfare in conception of sustainable development. The potential of 
global development of proper statistical standards which already used international 
statistical agencies has been determined. The development of statistics after of 
proposed indicators at national level simultaneously develops the global methodology 
and understanding of sustainable development. The received results can be applied in 
practical activity as a theoretical base for deepening of researches of questions of 
perspectives of sustainable development in the conditions of globalization by 
enterprises and organizations of all patterns of ownership, research workers and 
students of economic faculties.
