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The US informational policy in Saudi Arabia during the period of
national transformation of the Middle East

During the first half of the XX=h century the proses of the national awakening
and state-building began on the Middle East, which coincided in time with the
increasing sense of this region for leading countries of the world. The US government
met a lot of problems in the struggle for influence in the Persian Gulf region. The first
of them was to displace main rival Great Britain and curb the development of Arabian
nationalism. The last one was questioned the Washington's interests and American
presence in the region at all. The extension of US influence in the Middle East began
with Saudi Arabia. It became the first American ally and partner in energy sector. In
this article was made attempt to highlight the features of nationalist movements in
Saudi Arabia and show their impact on the implementation of the US informational
policy tasks. The author argues that the priority of the American policy toward
Riyadh was the establishing of cooperation with the Kingdom's leadership and an
acquiescence of the masses was achieved by authority of the King of Saudi Arabia.
