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Abstract

N. V. Dyachok. “Zero” Afxation in Univerbation Process

The article deals with the “zero” aflixation problem which has been considered in connection with
the phenomenon of univerbation as a variety of compressive word formation. Different points of view
on the status of univerbation and univerb have been analyzed. The de[nition of nominatheme as the
main invariant unit of the language has been given. Univerb has been de[1ned as a nominatheme verbal
realization, that is, in fact, its gloss. Univerbation process is connected with the inner motivation.
The formation of each separate univerb has been viewed as morphogenesis; the morpheme which
forms univerb has been named a formative aflx. The peculiarities of nominatheme of the “word-
combination + univerb” type have been studied. The dellnite status of nominatheme and functional
characteristics of its equivalents have been emphasized. It has been stated that the terms “zero”
afllxation, “zero” afl1x (morpheme) are not considered to be persuasive.

Abstract
A V.Kotova. Modern Status of Continuous and Perfect Tense Forms in the English Language
Some peculiarities of the modern status of continuous and perfect tense forms in the English
language have been considered in this article. The notion of the categorial meaning of Continuous
tense forms has been de[Ined (simultaneity of action, specillcity, relevance of the action, €tc). Some
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approaches to the dellnition of the Perfect tense have been analyzed (it serves to link the present
and the past, emphasize the result or consequence of the action, give an additional indication to
the previous action relevance etc). It has been stated that the lexical meaning of verbs, the
category of the Perfect tense, some syntactic context, and extralinguistic factors inlluence the
formation of the Perfect tense meaning. It has been proved that the wide usage of the same
grammatical form is a specillc feature of the grammatical system of the modern English language.
