We have analyzed 339 patients with acute surgical abdominal pathology which was complicated with abdominal
sepsis (AS). We have found that mortality rate in patients with AS is significantly higher 12 (8.9 %) vs 2 (1.0 %)
(p<0.05) than in patients without signs of AS. The level of absolute lymphocyte count within hospitalization was
obviously decreased in patients with AS who died (p<0.05), and there was a significant reduction of these cells in
the postoperative period (p<0.05). Severe prolonged absolute lymphopenia may by served as a biomarker of

immunosuppression and mortality predictor in patients with AS.
